Cotton Consumption by Mills
Took Sliarp Drop Last Month

Census Bureau Monlhly Re-|
porl Shows 1.0% Decline!
FromJanuary toFebruary;
More liseil Than Year Ago
WASHINGTON, March 14, Tho dr

clino in cotlqii gooda production which
began early thia year is further re-

flcctcd in the February cotton con3Unip-
tion reporl isaued to-tlny by the Ccn
sus Bureau. Consumption during Feb¬
ruary, according to the report, waa
more than 50,000 bales. or nbout 10
per cent, less than in January. The
February conaumption waa -17.'',,073
balea of linl and 38,509 balea of linters.
Thia compares with 520,552 bales of
lint, and 40,499 bales of lintera in Jnn
uary and 395.115 balea of lint and 37,-
506 bales of linters in February, 1921.
The lnw point in cotton consumpl ion

for thi- l.-isi several years waa reached
in Deccmbcr, 1920, when leaa than 300,-
(>oo balea of lini cotton werc uscd by
tho American milla. Since then the
hig-hesi point in monthly consumption
u-:is reached in November last year,
when about 540,000 bales were cotl-
sumcd.

Cotton on hand February 28 in con
suming cstablishmcnls amounted t.o
1,596.532 bales of linl and 17 7.
.172 of linters, compared with
1,327,155 of lint and 206,243 of
linters a ye.'ir ago, and in public st.or-
age and al compressea ptocka were
4,221,830 b::les of lint nnd 122,645 of
Iintor compared with 5,503,13!) <>f linl.
and 322,863 of lintern i\ year ago.

Imports during February amounted
lo 54,761 bales, compared with 28,055
ni February last yenr.

Exporti for February wero 338,440
bales. including 12,694 bales of lint,
compared with 193,426 bales, including
0,713 of linters, in February last year.
Cotton spindles active during 1 ebru-

ary numbered 33,797,329, compared
with 32,496,356 in February Iast year.

Philadelphia Banker
Sees tmprovement

The country is emerging from n

period of hazardous invontories and
is fast readjusting its business upon
a safe price level, according to Wil¬
liam A. Law, president of the Firat
National Bank of Philadelphia.
"The situation," he says, "has

been greatly clarified within a year,
and while the list of failures is
slill very large, business generally
is being done conservat ively and on

a bnsia of modcst profits."
