275 Meters Proposed
As Amateur Radio Limit
Allocation of Specific Wavc
Lengths i'or Different Classcs

Is I'avorcd
WASHINGTON, March 16.- Recom-

mend tion that a wave length of from
150 to 275 meters hr- allocated to ama¬
teur wireless telephone operators, that
the field between thn_>e limita be ;;u'o-
divided for various amateur classes,
and that their status be fixed hy law,
was made in a report made public to¬
day by the amateur committee of the
govcrnmerit radio conference, The re
por*. was supplementary of those of
other committees which already have
been published.

to be under the jurisdiction of the
Department of Commerce, if the com¬
mittee report were accepted, and "for
the purpose of self policing among- lhe
amateurs." Amateur deputy radio in-
spectors would be elected .<> aerve un¬
der the federal radio inspector in
charge of each district. The deputy
radio inspector would sorve without
compensation and would be clothed
witli "whatever authority may bo nec¬
essary in the opinion of the disti ct
radio inspector."

Hutchison, electrical expert nnd in-
ventor, in his office in the Woolworth
Towev. The invention, Dr. Hutchison
said. may mean a saving of millions of
dollars every year to the phonographbusiness.

Ca ",'. Ivanoff, Known to thc police
as "Cascy, thc cowboy," was locked
up lnst night a( Police Headquarters
in connection with the murder of Pa¬
trolman .lohii McMail hy one of t'.vo
hold-up men in Brookiyn Wednesday.
lle waa arrcsted by Detective Trainor,
of thc homicide bureau, who used to bo
his captain when Cascy Ivanoff waa
in Company L of the -Il'i Infantry
during t he '.\ ar.

"1 didn't get your make-up fir3t,"
said Cascy IvanofT when Trainor ac-

costcd him at Ninth Street nnd Fifth
Avenue. "But when 1 got close, I soe

who it wasV'
He appeared surpriscd lhat thc mi -

sion ef his Cormer commander was to
conduct him to a cell at headquarters,
Trainor said thal when hc went after
his man he did nol know that he was

n former member of his company, but
that he recognized him as soon as ho
saw him. Ivanoff lives at 348 East Fif-
ty-first Streel, Brookiyn, and is n

student at a government vocational
training school.

Residents of thc Brownsvillc section
of Brookiyn are planning to have a

benefit performance nt a theater in
Brookiyn for Ihe widow and children
of the murdered policeman.

A plan also is being considered to
present a medal to Samuel Cohen, the
watchman who followed McMail's al¬
leged murdercr and exchanged shots
with him among thc tombsfonc: of
a stone cutter's yard al Rockaway
rtvenue and Osbornc Stret t. Rabas¬
ovich was shot in the neck. Hc
uow in St Mary's Hospital, and unless
complications set in probably wm
rccovcr.

Know Identity of Slaycr'H ( ompanion
Thc police know thc identity of the

man v ho wn<- with Rabasovich just
prior to the shooting, when the pair
ii alleged to have attacked Mr-. Anna
Moishek in thc hallway of 266 Watkins
Street in an attempt lo get money
from her, llis arrest, however, is not
of immediate importancc to vne poticc.
The only charge that can be brought
again him in connection with the
ovcr^ of Wednesday afternoon is
.'!.> of simple arsar.lt.

* developod yesterday, according to
thc police, that Rabasovich had re¬
ceived two suspended sentences at tho
hands of Brookiyn judges. The other
man is involved in a charge of pos-
sossing chloral knock-out drops. Dis
trict Attorney Ruston will rush thc
ci ii rial, it is said.

ln discussing thc shooting of Patrol¬
man McMail District Attorney Ruston
yc tcrdaj criticized the justices and
judges outside the city who issued pis-
tol nei mit s to resident here.

"lt is 'n;;i time," ho said, "that
judges vhosc jurisdiction is outside
thc city hould play bail on their own
£rounds .'ind leave t'ne issuancc of per-
mits to residents of ti.e c \- to thc
Poliee Commissioner. I don't think
