French Committee
Seleets Dates for
Eighth Olympiad

PARIS, March 22 (Bv The Associ-
atod Press)..A complete schedule for!
the Olympic games in 192 4 has been
prepared by the French Olympic com-'
mittce, although the sitc of the meet!is still in doubt. Foilowlng out the
determination to give al! competir.gnations amplc time to prepare for the
events and the journoy to Paris, dates
have been set for all forms of sportcomposing the program. The competi-tion has been divided into three groups,consisting of winter, spring- and sum¬
mer games, with the opening event set
for .lanuary 20 and the closing contest
July 28.
The various forms of skatir.g compe¬tition which will inaugurate the eighthOlympiad will continue from January20 to Fcbruary 5. The other eventswill be held in the foilowlng order:
Rugby football, May 8 to 18; associa¬tion football. May 15 to June 1; shoot-ing, June 28 to July 7; athletics. June28 to July 13; fenefng, June 29 to July4; water polo, June 29 to July 4; ten¬nis, July 0 to 13; yachting, June 24 toJuly 17; swimming, July 12 to 20-

gymnastics, July 18 to 23; bicycle road
racing, July 23; track racing.'july °8-boxing, July 10 to 19.
Although the United States is ex¬

pected to enter teams in virtually allthe contests, the American athleteswill be particularly interested in trackund field competitions. Active compe¬tition will begin on Sunday. July 6,with lieats in the sprints, hurd.es ar.dseveral field events. But one fmal, the10.000-meter track race, will be run onthe opening day. and the final eventwill be the runninjr of the Marathon
race, which is set for Sunday. July 13,
