Gunplay fiourished yesterday in

Manhattan ar.d Brookiyn. Thc toll was
two dead and four wounded.

Botensky BrcaKs Aaway
Before Kee could take tbe wcapon

Botensky brokc away and ran. Tlis
companion also ran. The detectives
concentrated their cfforls on getting
the man with thc gun. Botensky turned
and lired one shot at Kee.
Fourth Street was1 crowded. Chil-

dren were playing on the sidewalk.
Mothers were sitting in front of their,
homes with their babies. Botensky ran
among them toward First Avenue with
Kee and yuinn in pursuit.
Quinn was gaining on him. As he

approached First Avenue, Botensky
fircd at him. Quinn ycllcd at Botensky
to halt, and then fired. Nonc of the
three shot- took effect.

Botensky turned up First Avenue.
By this time a large crowd had added
itself to the chaso. A glance over his
shoulder showed him that he was los-
ing ground. He turned cast on Sixth
Street, stopped running, put the re-
volver to his head ar.d pullcd the trijr-
ger. When thc detectives rcached him
he was dead. The man who was with
him escaped.

tOO Forest Fire Fighters Save
Jersey Arsenal iii Lonjj Battle

HAMMONTON, X. J.. March 26..Vil-
lagers and farmers for miles around
.-.ere called to-day to fight one of tho

., forest :%r s Atlantic County has
had for years. More than -100 men

toiled all day to halt the flames and
tinally stemmed them with back-fires
in time to save the grcr.t Amatol
Arsenal.
Jolin Mick, l-'.re Warden of Mullica

Tov.nship, was severely burned. No
one was killed and no dwellings de¬
stroyed, so far as has been learned, but
a tract of at least 3,000 acres was de-
vastatcd.
The fire started about eight miles

south o: this p'ace. Tnere was a brisk
wind and tlie flames soon were crack-
hng and roaring in the dead weeds and
scrub trces besidc the White Horte
Pike.
V ithin a few hours the Si re had a

seven-mile front. stretching three
miies beyond the pike and burning
slov.'ly along a narrow strip four miles
long oii the -:Jo where it started. Men
from Hammot-ton, tigg Harbor City
and Mullica Township rallied to tl e
alaiTn, some com ing in luraber wago. a
laden with picks and shovels and bar-
rels of water. T'ire Warden Mick took
charge of operations and spread most
.j- his men acro->i the front o; th.e
fire which had leaped the pike and was

racing toward the arsenal.
Warden Mick and a gang of whom

he had taken personal charge for the
momont were in a deep indentation in
the line of flame. where a slight knoll
in tbe sandy plain had given the fire
pause as it reached the summit. A
man running up from the rear with

potato sacks, which ha had been soak-
ing in water barrels in a wagon left.
on a woods road, shouted that the fire
was eaUng across the cord of the are
they were holding and soon v.-ould cut
them off entirely.
Smoke was swirling about the fire-

fighters so thiekly as to iiide each man
from his neierhbor. but the tidings were

yelled from one to another until it va

thought that each had answered. Tiicr.
they broke and ran for their lives.
Warden Mick had heard the shouting

but had not caught its import. and it
was only when his own shouts brought
no answer that he realized h.is posi-
tion. Iie raced down the gentle sandy
siope to the rear, tree tops bur:-:ting
into roaring flame above his head, and
plunged headlong through the line of
fire that already had cut hini o.'F from
his companions.
His elothes were smo.'doring and his

face and hands blistered from the heat
when he reached them. There was a

wagon laden with water barrels on a
crossroau behind them, but Warden
Mick refused the offer of his compar-
ions who wanced to assist him to it.
He still thought they might spiit t.iic
fire at this point. and led his men
back to the assnuit.

It vas !-ot until Lhe flames threat-
ened to engulf them again that the1
warden agreed that the knoll '.as un-
tenable and gave up the position. He
was taken to his home. where he re¬
ceived medical attention.
The fire-fighters finally gave up try-

ing to cone with the flames at close
quarters a:.d retired a'-r.ost. to the ar-
-uniil. where they started a series of
back-'.ire:;, which mot the advancing
fire on a half-mile front and .topped !t.

Miller Quickly Makes lt

Law When He Discovcrs
linie Extension Period
Would End on April 1

Big Aid to City Building
Action ls Held Forecast of

Success for Remainder
of the Lockwood Bill*

ALBANY, March 27. Governor

Miller to-day signed the Lockwood
committce's bill cxtending the tax ex¬

emption period to Apnl 1. 1923. so that
homes started before that date and
completed within two years shall bc
free from local taxation for the re¬
mainder o<- the ten-year period if the
localities so decide. Tlie tax exemp¬
tion period, aj fixed by the Legislature,
expired December 1, 1P2I. Thc measure
will mean much to Xew York City,
Euffalo, Binghamton and other com-
munitics which passed local ordinances
under ihe onabling power of the state
act.

'I hc Governor originally had set this
measure down for a hearing on April
10 along with the other eight housingbiils, but signed it to-day when hc di.s-
covered that tbe exemption clause in
thc law it amended would expire or
April 1, ar.d that if the extension ftct
were not signed before that date it
would ba of no effect.

Bill Met Bittcr Opposition
The sigrting of the extension act

without a hearing, which amends one
of the Lockwood housing bills which
was nrost bitterly fought by the profi-
teering lar.dlords. is regarded as an
indication of what the Governor will
do with the remainder of the housing
measures before him.

It is admitted by a!l that ti:c ta::
exemption act gave a greater impetus
to building than any other measure
placed on the statute books. Under its
provisions as amended any building
erected for dweiling purposes, com¬

pleted since April, 1920, or on which
work is started before April 1, 1923,
and completed for occupancy within
two years after commencement, is >.-::-
eir.pt from local taxes, if any locality
has taken, or shall take, advantage of
the state act-. Stores may be built
on the ground floor of the tax-exempt
buildings, but all the other floors must
be occupied for dweiling purposes.
The moment the buildings are made
r/cr for business purposes the tax ex¬
emption ceases.

Sijpis Mohansic Bill
The Governor also signed the bill

conveying the Mohansic Lake reserva¬
tion in Westchcster County to the
county for park purposes. The law
provides that the reservation shall be
so used so as to instire "the proper pro¬
tection of all sources of the New York
City water supply." In signing the act
thc Governor declared that it safe-
guarded thc interest of the city, while
providing suitable public use of the
property.

Election. officials are of the opinion
that a majority of thc men voted for]
thr women candidates and that it was
the heavy woman vote that defeated
Mrs. McDermott and Mrs. Steiner.

Belfast was iar ro-rc than a'! the
rest of Ireland ar.d that the govern¬
ment was prepared to considcr martial
low with tlie military authorities. But,
he added. action could only be taken ir,
agrccment with the Ulster government,
of whose strong effort to compore
matters in the city he was awarc.

Churchill believed lhe Catholics of
the City of Belfast would favor martial
law, ro that control might be placed
in tiie hands of impartial imaerial
troops. Ue suggested the question
ought to be discussed at tiie coming
conference of lri-;h ministers. The pro-
po"al to draw a cbrdon of imperia:
troops along tlie frontier also should
be discussed. 'L'hp plan. he thought,
would bo feasiblo about the middio of
April, when the troops could go under
canvas.

Sucii measures, however, in tiie opir.-ion of the Colonial Secretary. are onlypalliative, and the proper way to tran-
quilixe tiie position was by a friendly
agrcement between the north and soatli.

Britain to Keep liands Off

WASHINGTON, March 27..By
unanimous vote of 73 to 0 thc Senate
this evening ralified thc supple-
mental agreement which excludes
the mainland of Japan from tl e
terms of the four-power Pacific
treaty.

In ratifying, the Senate alco dis-
posed of the complications which
arosc over failur<., to pass on the
supplement when the four-power
pact was ratified last Friday.
On motion of Senator lodge. a

reservation to the Bupplementa
treaty was adopted which acid*
thereto tlie declaration signed by the
delegates December 13, the day the
four-power treaty wa--: signed. The
declaration says it is the understand-
ing that the United States does not
assent to the mandatcs in the Pacilic
and that domestic questions arr ex-
eluded from the scopc of the four-
power agreement.

Supplement Harding Approved
The supplement to tho four-powe,?

treaty which givei the interpretation
expressed by President Ilarding after
the plcnipotcntiaries had provided
otherwise and meets with thc approval
of thc Japanese reads:

The JJnited States of America, the
Bntidli Empire, 1 rar.ee and Japan
have, through their rcapectivc pleni-
potentiaties, agreed upen the fol¬
lowing eWpulations supplementary to
the quadruplc treaty signed at Wash¬
ington on December 13. 1021:
The term "insular possessions and

insular dominions" u^ed in tiie afore¬
said treaty shall, in its applieation
to Japan, include only Karafuto iorthe southern portion of the island of
Saghalin), Kormosa [Taiwan] nnd
tiie Pescadores an.l the islands undor
the mandate of Japan.
The present agreement shall have

the .same force and effect as the raid
treaty to which it is BUpplementary.The provision of Article IV of the
sferosaid treaty or December 13,1921. relating to ratification, shall be
applicablc to the present agreement,which, in French and English, hhnil
remain deposited in the archives of
the government of the United States.
and duly certiiied coniea thereof
shall !>.. trnnsmitted by that govcrn-
nient to each of the other contrncting
powers.

treaty. was pr.esent, but did not Vote.
After ratification oi tiie supple-mental treaty Senator Lodge called upthe naval agreement, but rcading was

Lodgehopes to basten it through, po»-sibly by to-morrov.' night.
After loeg dibate thc Senate re-

jected by 53 to 20 an amendment pro¬
posed by Senator Robinson, of Ar-
harcas, to exciude from the r-upple-mental treaty the southern half o' the
islnnd of Saghalin.

last Fridav on th.e four-power treaty.Senators Borah, France, Johnson and
