Premier in Touch by Phone
Repreaenting the British government

in the confcrcnccs were Churchill,
Lord Birkenhcad, lhc Lord Chanccllor;
Sir Laming Worth ington-Evans, Secre¬
tary of State for War; Sir Ilamar
Grcenwood, Chief Secretary for ire¬
land, and Viscount Feel, Secretary for
India. Premier Lloyd George passed
the day at his country home at Chcq-
uers Court, but was in constant touch
by telephone with Churchill.

Representing the Free State provi-
sionnl, government were- Michael Col¬
lins, chairman of the Cabinet: Arthur
Griffith, president of the Dail Eireann;
Lamoti J. Duggan, Kevin O'Higginsand
Hugh Kennedy. For Ulster wero Pre¬
mier Sir James Craig. the Marquis of
Londonderry and Edward M. Archd&le,
chairman of the standing cominittec of
the Ulster Council.
An official statement given out at

the Colonial Oflico after the day's ses-
sions said that the full conference at
its initial ¦meeting put the leading ne¬
gotiations into the hands of a commit¬
tee eomposed of Churchill, Worthing-
ton-Evans, Craig. Collins, Griffith and
Lord Londonderry. The proposals made
by the British government will hc con¬
sidered separately overnight by the
two Irish delegations, and the commit¬
tee of six will reassemble to-morrow
morning to pursue the discussion.
Later a full meeting of all the dele¬
gates may be held.
Because of the inclusion o( the Sec¬

retary for War on the committee of
six, it is bclieved that chief considera¬
tion at lirst is to be given to military
measures designed to keep the oppos-
ing factiona in Ireland apart. The
British delegates would have preferred
to leave responsibility for settlement
of border tl'oubles to the Irislimen.
and strong efforts are still to be made
in this direction, but in view of the
hostility of Sir .lamcs Craig and Col¬
lins it is doubted here whether the
British government can remove the
obstacles to Irish unity without. taking
the part of mediator.

Mutlnecrs in Both Camps
The issues involved in the confer¬

ence are grave, and there was consid-'
erable tension at to-day's scssion.
Neither Sir .lames nor Collins is un-

dirputed master in his own house. The
mutiny in the ranks of the Sinn Fein
army is Collins's chief worry and, al¬
though the Ulster Premier has better
control of things at home, he is not
ablc to stop sectarian crimes in Belfast,
carry out his promise to reinstate
Catholic workers in northern industries
or maintain peace on the frontiers.
Lord Birkenhcad left the conference

early to go to the House of Lords to
hear Lord Carson's reply to the Lord
Chancellor's eriticism of him speaking
on political subjects while holding a

judgeship.

Henry Ford Defeudanl
In $11,000,000 Suit

Engineer Claims Danmges for
Royalties on IMagneto Used

on Automobiles
MIAMI, Fla., March 29. Damagos in

the sum of $11,000,000 are sought. of
Henry Ford by Edward S. Huff, Miami
electrical engineer, in a suit instituted
here to-day. Huff asserts that he oripi-
nated the magncto now in use on motor
cars manufactured by Ford and claims
that Ford has not paid him in full for
thtt invention.

Counsel for Huff received word from
F*ort Mycrs to-day that serviee in Ihe
suit had been obtained there on Mr.
Ford.

Huff claims to hold the patcnts on
the magncto used on all minor equip-J
nient manufactured by the Ford Motor
Company of Detroit, and asserts that
he has been paid only $10,000 in royal¬
ties on his patent.

Aceordinjr to Huff's counsel. IUiff
was employed in tho Ford plant in 1908
as an electrician, and it is asserted
that Ford told him in the presence of
Dr. W. E. Sanborn, of Detroit. that he
wished Huff to invent a magncto which
could work on a fly wheel, adding thal
such an invention would make Huff a

rich man. Huff thereupon ieft Ford's
employ, went lo work on the invention,
and finally perfected the magneto now
in use, his counsel claims.

Red Guards Kill Four:
Seize Church Treasure

Ten Others Waunded'.'by Sol¬
diers Carrying Oui De-

cree oi' Soviet
MOSCOW, March 29 .By The Associ-

ated Press). Four parishioners were
killed and ten were wounded when Red
Guards fired into a crowd which was

obstructing the doorway of a provin-
ciai church in an endeavor tn prevent
the autborities from executing ihe re-
cent Soviet government decree for the
confiscation of church treasures. it was

learned in Moscow to-day.
The confiscation committee. un-

armed, had previously entered the
church at Shouya, in the province of
Ivanovo-Voznesensk, and requested the
surrender of th.e trc-asures, according
to the report published by the "Izvefe-
lia." The congregation indignantlv
protested and the committee departed.
The version published by the news-

paper here said members of the con¬

gregation struck the authorities as

they wcrc leaving the church. The fol¬
lowing day the officials returned with
a detachTnent of soldiers. A crowd as-

sembled and refused to disperse, where'-
upon the Red Guards fired a vollty in
the air. When the crowd became
threatening and threw stones at the
Suviet officials the guards opened fire
.n earnest.

FreeBrindell

Sing Sing Attendant VI-
lejrrs Measure Passed bv
legislature Was Draft-
ed to Release Hinn

Would Lift Bars
For 1,200 Others

Protests From Prosecut-
ors and Jucl^c- Advo-
cale Veto by Gov, Miller

ports are current that the bill was
drafted and passed in Brindell's inter¬
est. although hundreds of other con-
victs would profit by it.

lf the Westall bill becomes iaw anyfirst offender whose maximum tcrm or
irf.prisonment would not excecd twenty
yenrs may be parolcd after he has
scrved or.--. year of hi? term. Brindcll
was scntenced to serve nok less than
one year nor more than twenty years.
He has almost completcd his first year
According to figures obtained from

the Prison Department, more (han 1,200
first-termers, who are undei sentence
for all crimes nn tho calcndar from
picking pockets to murder in the sec¬
ond degree, could be freed after serv-
ing only one^ year of their sentenccs.
The total prison population is "1.000.

.ludges Opposed to Measure
Superintendent Rattigan is opposed

to the bill and has filed a formal
wr tten protest with the Governor urg-
inr him not to sign it. No hearing
has been had on the measure. which
was jammed through the Legislature
without debate in its closing hours.

District attorneys and judges through¬
out the state are-opposed to the bill,
and they declare that a wholesale jail
delivery under cover of law could be
cft'ected under its radical provisions.

Told it was common report that
Brindell was one of the first-termers
for whom the bill was intended to be of
service, the Rev. William E. Cashin,
Ca'tholic chaplain at Sing Sing, said:
"There is nothing to that. For overy

Brindell could point out a hundred
deserving cases. It would be better
for the state if this bill became law. as
many of the convicts are not criminals
at heart and their families need them."'
Warden Lawes, of Sing Sing, also

here, said that several prison veform
assoeiations sponsored tho bill. He
defended ihe measure as a step in the
individualistic treatmenl of prisoneis
aiuj said that the bill gave the Parole
Board permission to release a prisonei
at the end of the first year of an in-
deteiminate sentence.

Life-Termera Also Affected
1 ti this Warden Lawes was in error.

The fact, is that the bill strikes out
the old law, which limited the parole
to prisoneis who Avere serving an in-
determinate sentence. All prisoners,
even those who are sentenced for life,
after serving one year of their sen¬
tence can be parolcd. Section 211 of
the prison laAV, as amended by the
Westall bill, will read, if the measure
is signed:
"Every person now ov hereafter con-

fined in a state prison or reformatory
Avho never before has been convicted of
a crime punishable b.A- imprisonment in
a state prison shall bo subject to the
jurisdiction of the Board of Parole for
State Prison?, and may be paroied at

any time after he has served one year
of his sentence."

'I'he Westall bill would strike from
Section 211 the qualifying language de-
manding that the parole be subject to
the same conditions and penalties as

prisoners confmod under indeterminate
sentences.
The measure also amends Section

rl

of tiie prison law by givir.g the Parole
Roard the right to parole prisoners if
the judge or district attorney, or their
succcssors, who tried and sentenced the
prisoners does not make a report to
the. Parole Board within ten days

Handed to Me, Says Westall
Sing Sing attendants declared yes¬

terday that if the Governor approves
the Westall bill Robert P. Brindell
will be eligible to go home next Tues¬
day. if he can exert enough pressure
upon the State Board of Pardons to
liberate him. If the bill is killed Brin¬
dell cannot be paroied for two and a

half years more at the earliest.
Prison employees reported that. a

lawyer who is friendly with Brindell
was overheard to say that hc looked
over the draft of the bill and hclped to
nrepare il.
Assemblyman Walter Westall, of

White Plains. who introduced it, threw
more mystery around this measure yes¬
terday. He "declined to say Avho asked
him to put the bill before the Legi?.-
lature. However. he declared that, so

far as he Avas aware, Brindell had no

connection with the bill.
"The bill came to me in the usual

Avav," said Mr., Westall, "the way all
bills do." He refused to say who drew
it or who presented it to him. "It
was handed to me," he added.

"I never heard from Brindell." he
continued. "If he is in jail he ought
to stay there."
There are indications that the idea

of the parole bill originated in Sing
Sing. The prison employee who first
told of the bill's passage declared the
original draft of it was drawn there.

Mayor Vetoes
Police-Firemen
Wage Increase

Declarcs State Bills Wero
Passed to Embarvass Him:
Won't xSipn Pay Raise 4cts
N oted Upon in Albany

Denounces 'Interference'

Association Officials Assert
Hylan'sIdeaWrong; Need
$2,500 for Good Men

Mayor Hylan. who recently approved
a bill passed by the Legislature to in¬
crease his salary and that of the Comp-
tro'ller from $15,000 to $25,000 a year,
yesterday vetoed two similar bills
which would increase the salaries of
first grade patrolmen and firemen from
$2,280 lo $2,500 a year.
The bills were passed just to enibar-

rass him, the Mayor said, and added:
"The question of whether the police
and firemen should receive another
raise in salary is one with which the
Board of Estirnate can deal without
interference from Albany. ln the last
four years the city administration has
added $780 to the annual salaries of the
police and firemen. No legislative bill
calling for pay increases to city em-

ployees will receive consideration from
me in instances where the Board of
Estirnate already has power to grant j
the increases."

Say Mayor Mistakes Purposc
The Mayor is mistaken as to the ob-

ject of these bills, officials of the Pa¬
trolmen'* Benevolent Association and
the U.niformed Firemen's Association
declared yesterday. Th<» two associ-
ations, representing. it is said. almost
100 pyr cent of the city's tiniformed
forces, have been aciing jointly in sup¬
port of the bills. Their leaders 3ay
the-y went to Albany for statutory au¬

thority for the increase to $2,500 a

year because they wished to estab-
lish that figure as the permanent rate
for first grade men and to avert the
possibility of a salary cut in years to
come.

"We feel that $2,500 as a fixed
salary for first grade men would im-:
prove the personnel of the departments
by attraeting good men from the
skilled mechanical trades," said an of-;
ficial of one of the organizations. "As
long as skilled mechanics can make
more money than a patrolman or a

fireman we cannot expect them to de-
sert their trades for the city's serviee.
lt is generally recognized that the
skilled mechanic of the required physi-
cal equipment makes the best police-
man or fireman, because he has the
necessary intelligence. but $2,280 a year,
with the possibility that that amount
may be reduced by some short-sighted
Board of Estirnate, is not enough to
content such men, especially when it
is less than the men in other cities
get.

Men Won't Form I'nion
"Therj is another angle that is

worthy of consideration. Unionism is
not known in the New York fire and
police departments. and will not be
known. The men have steadi'astly set
their faees against such action as

would make a strike of police or fire
men in New Vork possible. This is a

handicap which does not affect the men
of mechanical occupations, who are
able to resist any attempt to reduce
their wages by the use of the strike
weapon. As things now stand there is
nothing to stop a wage cut for the
men of the uniformed forces. Now, if
their wages are cut they have to j^rin
and bear it."
The men will carry th"ir battle t'or

a $2,500 a year salary for first grade
men to the Board of Estirnate at the
next budget hearings, their officials
.said. "It seems to us that that is the
suggestion contained in the Mayor's
romarks on these bills," said one, "and
we will I'ollow his sugrcestion."

sonnel of 86.000. The. bill. which wil!
he. presented to the House this week.
calls for only (15,000.

Toast iMen for Increase
The announcement by Mr. McArthur

is understood tn indicate that those
in the House in favor of supportinjr
the Preaident's attitude. on the size of
the navy have nOAv lined up enough
members to assure a strength equal to
that muatered by the Appropriations
Committee. Virtually the entire New
Vork delegation is declared back of
Representative McArthur, as well a* a

majority of the members from New
England and the coastal states al! the
way around to Texas and the Pacific.
These with a scattering support from
the interior of the country will give
the proposed amendment a small
margin, it is stated.
"The House Committee on N'avaJ Af-ji'airs has reported legialation authoriz-1

ing an enlisted strength of 80,000 men
and 6.000 apprentice seamen, and al-!
though I am not speaking officially for
the committee. I feel that a large ma-
jority of its members are opposed to
reducing our enlisted personnel to 65.-
000 men, when it. is well understood
that Japan will have 68,000 and Great;
Britain 104,000 during the coming
fisca! year," said Mr. McArthur.

Choice of Three Sizes
"Representative Rogers, of Masaa-

chusetts, Avill offer an amendment to
my amendment, in which he Avill pro-
pose an enlisted personnel of 96.000
The House will, therefore, have an op-portunity to vote for a navy of 96,000
86,000 or 65,000. and there will un-
doubtedly be other amendments pro-posing other figures.
"The recent armament 1 imitation

conference. agreed to a 5-5-3 basis of
naval armament, but if proponents of
the forthcoming bill have their way
the personnel ratio will be upproxi-mately 5-3-3. I.do not believe the;
American people want their navy to
drop to third place in personnel, or in
any other reapect. What they want
is a navy that will. in so far as pos-sibie, conform to the spirit of the re-
cent conference. The present enlisted
atrength of our navy is approximatoly
94,000 men. It cannot stand much
more of a reduction Avithout seriouslyaffecting its morsle and efficiency."

Kidnaped Stude
And Says He \

Six sophomores seized him while he
wa on his waj** to a class in Cooper
Union Friday night. -he says. One

threw a handkercbie/ over his face
.»oaked in some pungeri drug, which
Komonsky took to be chloroform. An-
other, he says, struck him on the head
several times with a blackjack.

His last recollection of the events
of Friday night is being bundled into
an automobile. When he recovered his
sensea it was daylight and he was in
a barn. Windows and doors were
nailed or locked and it was not until
Monday morning that he called the at-
tpntioji'of « farmhand to his p'.ijrht by
kicking at. the door. He was weak from
hunger and had no money. His fa-
ther's brother, William Komonsky, lives
in Albany, and Komonsky walked to
that city, arriving there in the evening
and telegraphing to his parents.
The sophomores abducted hin», he

says, in the hope that he had in his\
pocket the money collected for the
freshman claas dance, which was held
in the Waldorf-Astria Saturday night.
The sophomores are to have their
dance there April 8, and were trying to
prevent the freshman event from tak-
ing place, Komonsky says, fearing that
it would cut into the receipts frorn
tiieir dance.

Merchant Ship- Guarded
The vote on the submarine and

No Reservations Uffrred
ln view of the rapid progre on

the treaties to-day Senator Lodge hopes'
to complete the task of ratification th's
week.

posed of, and they are asaured of ratifi¬

Senator- Borah, Johnson :t;;r\ La
Follette. Republicans. who votfld'
against the four-pdwer treaty, voted
for the naval treaty to-day.

Senator Wadsworth protested ove*
thc f;te"t that, while the conference id
declared against poison gases, it had
failed to t;ike cognizancc of much more

deadly weapons, such as high exploV
sives. He proceeded to show by figurea
from the Surgeon General's orticc timr
the effects of poison gases in war had
been much less deadly or injurious
than generally believed.

Neither in tlfe east- of the naval
treaty nor in that of the submarine*
and noxious gases treaty waa any
reBervatlon or amendment offered.

Senator Hiram Johnson. who, fol-
lowing the submission of the na\a!
agreement; to the Senate, expressed ap-
prehension over ahandonment of forti-
fications in the Philippines and Guam.
said he felt "very many misgivings" a*

to the Philippines and Guam. though
he had been advised hy naval expert.
that his earller views were not war-
ranted.

Only Be«inning. Says Borah
The naval agreement Avas taken up at

noon under an agreement to vote at 3
o'clock. A feature of the discussion
was a speech by Senator Borah which
clearly foreahadowed an effort to malt»
heavy'slashes in the naval and military
appropriations bill.
He declared he would support th*

naval limitation agreement. but that ;t
should he regarded as the beginnmg.
not the end, of the disarmament move¬

ment. He said he had no doubt the
conference did all it could do at th*
tirne, but he would look on it as a tlis-
aster if the movement for armament
reduction stopped hore.

"It accomplishes very little," hc said,
"compared to what we must aecomplish
in order to get the benefits of disarma¬
ment."
Hc said the real author of the Wasn-

mgton conference for limiting arma-

ments was "public opinion,*' and that
public opinion should be moldnd and
directed "to achieve real disarmament*

Senator Borah pointed out that after
the pending treaties were ratified there
Avould still rcmain larger armaments
than had been hcretofore known in VtSm
history of the world.
"The conference was wholly unabie

to deal with the submarine or any othrf
instrument of sea Avarfare other than
the airplano carrier," he conttnued.
Japan. he added, "Avould be left wrth
all the navy she. needed to dominat?
thc Orient, budget reduetions would
be comparatively small and tho wck-

pons of "modern warfare upon the -eas

are all without any control."' He road
from a magazine artiele to thc effect
Japan is building powerful submarine*
which can eross the Pacific and return
without refueling.

Land Disarmament L'rged
Senator Borah wanted to know what

menace there was to the Panama Canal
or to Hawaii.

"If we ha\e entered into the four-
power treaty and are proceeding <*n

the theory this means peace. then there
ought to be some manifestation of this
in the size of the army," he said
do not believe there is any danger of
attack on the canal or Hawaii. lf I
thought so I would rcgard the fouT-
power treaty as a trap."

Assertlng there were only two na¬

tions m the world that could attack
the United States, Senator Borah sai4
if there were any danger of attack
from them, then "the Senate ia makiag
a fatal mistakc in either ratifying thi*
or thc four-power treaty.''

Senator France opposed th* naval
treaty beeause no tribunal had been.
set up to secure international justice.
and without international justice "Bt*
did not believe disarmament justiried
The present arrangement, he held. Avas

less satisfactory than the league.
