Fiftv-i'.rst Street station, said that the
police activity had been a matter ol
precaution because of possible crowd-
irjr .ind to prevent depredations bj
lawless persons; that Mr. Rockcfel-
ier's presence had not been the inspir¬
ing cause.

$18,000,000 Is
Subscribed for
Jewish Relief'

Chairman Announces to
Conference That Drive
Netted Four Million
More Than Total Sought

DETROIT. April 9..The $14,000,000
campaign launched last September by'
the Jews of the United States to re-1
Heve the suffering of millions of their.
people abroad, victims of the World
War, especially in Russia and Ukrainia,
where the conditions are said to be
appalling, became an $18.000,000 ac¬

complishment before the drive closed,
a few weeks ago.
David A. Brown, of Detroit, national

chainna««. of the Jewish War Sufferers'!
Relief Committee, which had charge of
raising this fund, announced at an all-
day conference of representative Jews
of the country to-day that the. grand
total of pledges and money received
will amount to $18,116,836.37.
Represents $5.80 Jewish Per Capita
Mr. Brown, in making his report, said

that the total amount actually received
up to date was $15,757,500, and that,
the amount represented a contribution
of $5.80 for each of the approximately;
3,000,000 Jews in America.

York, and other men who are conspicu-
oua among the big business men of
the country as well as leaders among
the Jews, gave Mr. Brown full credit
for the success of the campaign.
Before Mr. Brown's report was sub¬

mitted, Colonel Herbert H. Lehman, of
New York speaking for the joint dis¬
tribution committee, composed of rep- |
resentatives of the American Jewish
War Relief Association, the Central
Relief Committee and the People's Re-
lief Committee,- SMggest«idf.-that the
joint distribution committee allocate
the relief as follows: For Russia, 35
per cent; child care, 25 per cent; cul¬
tural and educational. 10 per cent;
medical and sanitary, 5 per cent; re¬

patriation, 6 per cent; reconstruction,
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1^2 per cent. The allotment for Rus¬
sia, Colonel Lehman explained, was
aboui $5,000,000. He recommended
that the balance of the fund be held
for emergencies, administrative and
general reservations, while all of the
fund should be subject to contingenciesthat may arise.
Colonel Lehman pointed out that, ac¬

cording to this arrangement, there
would be approximately $2,000,000available for medical and sanitarywork; for repatriation, $1,000,000, and
for reconstruction work, $3,250,000.

Branch Committees To Be Named
Tire conference adopted Colonel Leh-

ir.an's suggestion, and also a recommen¬
dation made by him that subsidiaries
of the joint: distribution committee
should be established in other cities.
A committee composed of Judge HarryFisher, of Chicago; Julea Mastbaum,
of Philadelphia; Nathaniel Spear, of
Pittsburgh; A. C Wurmser, of Kansas
City, and Mr. Brown, of Detroit, was
named to arrange for the location of
these branch committees.
The conference adopted unanimously

a suggestion by Jacob Billikopf, of
Philadelphia, that in addition to the
joint distribution committee now In
Europe, there be sent abroad a com¬
mission composed of prominent busi¬
ness and professional men from various
parts of the country to report back to
the Jews of the United States what
conditions actually are, to what extent,
they have been relieved and to what,
extent further relief will be necessary.

New Mt. Sinai
Hospital Wards
Are Dedicated

Three Building*; Just Com¬
pleted Provide Greatest
Capacity of Free Beds
of Any Institution Here

Notables at the Ceremony

Benefits of Service Extend to
More Than 50,000 Fnm-
ilies Every Twelve Months

The addition of three new buildings
to Mount Sinai Hospital was marked
yesterday morning* with appropriate
dedicatory ceremonies in the presence
of more than five hundred persons
prominent in the official and philan-
thropic life of the city.
The new structures are valued at

$3,000,000, completing the hospital's
program of seventeen buildings, repre¬
senting a total investment of $8,000,000.
It is asserted that the additions will
give the. hospital the largest number of
free beds of any similar institution in
the city.
The exercises were presided over byLeo Arnstein, chairman of the com¬

mittee of arrangements. The presenta¬tion was made by Myron S. Falk, chair¬
man of the building committee, and
George Blumenthal, president of the
board of trustees, accepted the build-
ings on behalf of the hospital. Arthur
Lehman, president of the Federation
for the Support of Jewish Philan¬
thropic Societies, also paid a tribute to
the work of the institution.

Private Guggenheim Pavilion
The three new structures include a

privata pavilion dedicated to the mem-

pry of Mpyer and Barbara Guggenheim jby their children. Meyer Guggenheimand his brother-in-law, Louis F. Roth-
chlld, represented the family at the
ceremonies. The pavilion contains 181beds, replacing a pavilion of 54 bed3which will now be used for wards.
Another is the children's pavilionerected in memory of Lewis Einsteinand Milly Einstein FalV by Henry L.and Cecilia Einstein. St contains 120beds. The auditorium is offered tothe memory of George fllumenthal jr.,by Mr. and Mrs. George Blumenthal.Other buildings erected within the lastfew years also were included in the.

exercises, the pathological and labora¬tory building donated by Adolph Lewi-sohn, and the child ren's clinic givenby Florence B. and William I. Walterin memory of Florence Henrietta Wal¬ter.
In accepting the buildings, Mr. Blu¬menthal said: "TAijrty years ago whenI first became a trustee of MountSinai, we occupied small buildings orLexington Avenue, with conveniencesfor 200 and a yef.rly budget of $100,000To-day more thftn 700 can be accommo¬dated and our budget is more thar$1,000,000 annually. We cared foi196,000 dispensary patients and 9,80(hospital patients in 1921. We hav«worked for y ears in order that thiinstitution might mean more to thcity than a hospital. It is a reahealth center to the communityreaching m-ore than 50,000 familieyearly."
Institution Seventy Years Old
