Great Lakes Transit Corpo¬

ration Announces Exten¬

Th' traffic bureau of the Mcrchanti*'
Association is informed thal with the
reopening of navigation on tiie Greal
Lake? Saturday the ("real Lakes
Transit Corporation is re-estahlishing
serriee between BtitTalo. Chicago and
.Alilwaukeo, and will operate seven or
.fisrht steamers. with sallings every
other day between ports in both direc-
tions. The fleet will be increased «s
business warrants.
Arangements have been made by the

corporation with the trunk liro rail¬
roads for joint through rail-and-lako
mtes from N'ew York and Eastern
points to Chicago and Milwaukce, with
points beyond reached by rail carriers,
These rates from New York to Chicago
and Milwaukee will be established on a
scale of differentials under the all-
rail rate, commencinj", with 1" cents on
first-class freight down to 4 cents on
¦the sixth-class rate.
At Chicago the ccrporation will use

? he dock formerly owned by the Lehigh
Vallcy. It will make connections at
'"hicAgo with the Hurlington. Rock
Island and Santa Fe railroads. and ar
Milwaukee with the St. Paul and Xoith-
westem railroads.

Ship Subsidy to Cost
$12,500,000 First Year

Loss of Mail Subventiona Will
Mean Only $ 10,000,000 Net

lo Merchant Fleet
WASHINGTON, April 16..Shipping

Board experts have computed that the
entire ex ist ing privately-owned .Ameri¬
can merchant marine would reccive a
total subsidy of $12,r>00.000 a year
under the legislation now receiving
consideration by Congress. Since,
however, these ships would lose mail
subventions. now received, amounting
to S2.500.000 annually, the net annual
subsidy resulting from enactment of
the bill was estimated at 510,000,000.
Th» largest amount of subsidy which

would go to a singlc ship among those
now existing would be to "the new
Resolute or Reliance of the United
American lines." the report showed,
amounting to about $200,000 annually,
or $50,000 net, when the present mail
subvention of $150,000 is considered.
Former German vessels would be sub-
i.div.ed on the basis of their sellingprice fixed hy the Shipping Board and

not on replacement value, it was
stated.

"It has been estimated by the board,"the report said. "that an adequateAmerican fleet. composed of al! typesof ships needed, would reccive from
$30,000,000 to $32,000,000 a year.".-.-#-...,.l_

French Shipyards Idle
ln a recent debate in the French

Senate, it was said that, aside from the
number of idle vessels. the greatest
rroblem was presented in the applica-
tion of the eight-hour law. There
were twelve shipyards in France in
1914 and during the war five new yards
were buiit. Tne latter are about 80
per cent occupied at present, due to
the 358,000 tons of shipping under con¬
struction. but the old yards are only 30
per cent occupied r.nd no new ordcrs
..re in sight.

isfactory 1o nll.
Legislation similar to that provided

:n the tariff bill 1ms been on the stot*
nx- book for fifty years, but it has
never been rigidly enforced. Rcpairsmadi in an emergency in foreign yards
are exempted from paymcnl of thc
duty, and this has given a loophole
nllowinj; liberal interpretation of thc
law, it is said. The ship owners are
not satisfied with the situation, par-
ticularly «s the law direeta conflsca-
tion of vessels for violations. They
prefer moderate legislation, applied
strictly.
There is some disposition lo strike

out this section of the tariff hill ns

superfluous. Shipping men point out
thnt ti*- subsid} bill, which i.- now
pending in Con_ress, rcquires vessels
accepting governmenl aid to have h!1

Slain Boy's Father
Warned to Drop
Epitaph on Grave

Varotta Told IJr Musl Not
Use Words 'Black Hand'
on Tonibstone; Murder
Trials Noi Yel Ended

Pedro Varott't, of 35. East Thir-
tcenth Street. told the poiicc yester¬
day that he had received a warning
from an unidentitied Italian svho he
belicves is a member of the Biaqk Hand
ga.ig responsiblc for the death of his
five-year-olds son. Giuseppi, not to
place a special stone which hc had
ordered for his son's srave nnd which.
tells the story of his son's death.

Varotta nSade arranger.-.enls a week
ago foi the stone. On top of the mon-
ument was to he an angel, and a like-
ness of little Giuseppi wa-* to be carved
near the base. Beneath t'..o head was
to bc inscribed the following:

"Here lies thc remains ot' Giuseppi
\'arotta. o five-year-old boy, who was
killed by tiie Black Hand. He was kid-
naped from in front of his home at
354 East Thirteenth Street, on May
24, 1921, and h'n body found in the
Hudson liiver on June 1 1, 1921."
A dav after Giuseppi's father placed

his order with a stonecutter he was
approached by an Italian whom he had
ncyer seen before.
"Give me an apple," the strangcr is

reported to have said to Varotta. who
was operating his pushcart. When
Varotta gave the man an apple, he wa.*

told, "Better not put 'Black Hand' on
that monument."
Yesterday Varotta went to his son's

grave with Easter flowcrs. Ho said
that he was followed by another
strangcr who attempted to pursuade
hira to have the design of the proposed
stone changed.

Hc told the police that he was con-
vinced that this attempt to prevent
him from telline; the whole story of tbe
manner in which his son had met death
on the p-ravo stone was instigated by
tiie same ganc which killed Giuseppi.

Varotta said that when the trials of
the four men arrested in connection
with his son's death are finished he is
poing to leave Xew Vork and begin his
life anew in some small citv in thc
West.

Parade Held for Joffre
On Arrival in Chicago

CHICAGO, April 16.- Marshal Joseph
Joffre, lyro of the Marne, raising a
right hand to the visor of his red cap,
returned the salutes of army officers
and American Legionnaires thi*- morn¬
ing from the rear platform of thc train
that brought him to Chicago for a two
days' stay and entertainment.
The yenerablc warrior is returningto Paris after a diplomatic mission

that took him to Japan. With him are
Mme. Joffre and their daughter, Ger-
maine.
At thc entrancc of the station were

waitinp; a squadron of the 14th Caval-
ry and a battalion of the ,&4th Infantry.A parade swung down Jsfckson Boule¬
vard to Michigan Avenue and south to
the Black. tone Hotel. A salute of
sixteen guns roared.

tn his apartment at the hotel the
Marshal held an informal reception, at.
which officers in American uniform
were introduccd.

Alton T. Roberts. of the American
Legion, in formed the guest that on his
arrival at Washington the Order of Dis-
tinguished Service of the Legion, worn
by but four others, would be awarded
him.

Damascus Under Martial Law
Following Murder of Official
LONDON, April 16..-A dispatch to

the Central News from Cairo says that
martial law was proclaimed iti Damas¬
cus as a result of the murder last week
of Assed Bey, Minister of thc Interior
of Lebanon, ar.d disturbances follow¬
ing the murder.

Several persons have been killed and
many wounded in the Syrian hinter-
land. accordinp to telegram.. received
to-day from Cairo. which said that the
disturbances are becoming more vio-
lent.

Germans See Hope in Scheme
To Send U. S. Negroes to Africa
BERLIN. April 16 By The Associ¬

ated Press). "Could the United States
dispose of her surplus colored popula-
tion by distributing it among the for¬
mer German colonies in Africa under
some agreement with the present Euro¬
pean mandatories ?''

This question arose to-day in the
cour.-e of a conversation with Dr.
Heinrich Schnee, lYimer Governor of
German East Africa, in connection with
a special dispatch. from Washington
published in Berlin nttributing to
United State j Senator France a sug-
genion that the Allied debt to the
United States could be rcdeemed by the
transfer of the former Gerjuan colonies
in Africa, now controlled by Great:
Britain. France and Belgium, to thc
United States. Senator France is re¬

ported to have declared that such a

transfer would need as a complement
a joint international nlea fo:- reeon-
struciive development.

"A uming that the Senator means
ihe transfer of the mandatoiy powers,
and not ..nncxation, the scheme would
seem both feasible and de.irable, pro-
vidc'i United States control would mean
a continuation of her open door
policy, admitting the co-operation of all
nations,"' said Dr. Schnee.
"This," he added. "would be .xactly

oppo*ite to the present regime. which
Kcludcs all but the nationals of the

occupying powers. We still hope that

our colonies. now held in trust by theEntente powers. some time wilj be rc-
storcd to us.
"Doubtless the German Africancolonies would be able to support thricethe present native population. Indeed.there is room there for 50,000,000colored people now, and there will be

more room as development progTosse..German F.ast Africa, Southwest Africa!Togolam! and the Cameroons aggregate
an area of more than a million squaremiles rich in r.aiuial wealth and
abounding in the raw rnaterials the
world sorely needs. Morever, most ofthem have zones suitable for white
settlers, but their tropicai coastlineregions are entirely suitable forcolor-.ization by millions of colored peo¬ple.
"The largest zone, East Africa. con-

sists of 589.000 square mile*', about the
size of Alabama, ti.-orgia, the twoCarolinas, Florida, Virginia, Missis¬
sippi and Louisiana combined. and has
a population of less than 8,000,000.Next is Soi.iM-,v.-e>t Africa. with S2..0n0
square miies and only about 90.000population, while the Cameroons has
809,000 square mile.. and a population
(. f 2,500,000.
"As regard the attempt to eolonizeAfrica with the surplus American col¬ored population, thi- would in a long

way scttle the vcxed problem. and,under a plan such as Senator Francehas outlined. might enable France andGreat Britain to discharge their debtsto the United States and simnltanc-ously case the burden of German rep-arations, wnich is paralyzinj-, econi tuiclife.
