Ceramic Sculptor, Dies

Dean of Philadelphia Academy
Won Attention at 1876 Fair

Broome. eighty-six years old, noted a«

a ceramic sculptor, the oldest aeademi
cian of the Philadelphia Academy oí
Fine Arts and an international figure in
ceramic nrt. circles, died to-night at th«
home of his daughter, Mrs. James E
Kersey, 210 Mercer Street, from the
infirmities of age.

Mr. Broome was United States rom-
missioner and representative of New
Jersey as commissioner of ceramics tc
the Paris Exposition in 187«. His
sculpture is included in works of art in
the Capitol at Washington and in va¬
rious places throughout, the country,
He executed a statue for the W. W. Cor¬
coran Mausoleum at Georgetown. He also
was an inventor. He wrote and lectured
on art and educational subjects.

Although not greatly active in the
last ten years, Mr. Broome had been
technical expert for the Lenox, Inc., an
art pottery of this city. At. the Phila¬
delphia Centennial Exposition in 1876
his baseball figures and art vases drew
a great deal of attention. One of bis
figures that won wadespread notice is
the "Wandering Psyche" in the Phila¬
delphia Academy of Fine Arts. He was
one of the promoters of the Ruskin Col¬
ony at Ruskin. Tenn., when hp was con-
nected with the faculty of the University
of Tennessee.

Mr. Broome is survived by thrr»e
«laughters. His son, Roebling G.
Broome. an engineer, was killed in an
accident a' Panama several years ace.

Dr. J. N. McCormack Dies
Kentuckian Was Outer of
Many Rons in Legislature
LOUISVILLE, Ky., May 4.

Joseph Nathaniel McCormack, seventy-
six years old, nationally known physi¬
cian, died here to-day of paralysis. He
was the fifth of n family of sixteen
children, two of whom. E. G. McCor¬
mack, of Pittsburgh, and Mrs. Lucy-
Wood, of Whiting, Kan., are living.
During his career he was the center
