drowning in Coney I-iand Creek. Beck¬
er's cottage is on West Sixth Street,
near the marine?. He raí out.
The three boys were ciinrrinp: to th"

side? of an overturned canoe. The
creek ic seventy-five ice* wide st this
place ami fifteen feel deep. Beeh'T.
without paufinr- to remove any of hi?.
clothe?, jumped into the water and
swarn lo tiie rcscui.
He towed in two of tne bey, who

weve des-cribed a3 Harry Hoffman,
twelve years old, of 2728 West Fifth
Street, and Harry Shapiro, eleven years
old, of 2724 We3t Fifth Street. The
third boy, Louis Vermilyea, twelve
years old. of 2713 West. Second Street,
released his hold on the canoe and sank
just before Becker and ?evernl men in
rowboats could reach him. Louis's
father, a taxicab driver, almost lost his
own life in 'a frenzied attempt to swim
to l'r,e drowning boy.
