Last Detour on Lincoln
Pike in Jersey Removed

New $510,000 Stretch of Road,
29 Feet Wide and Extending
Six Miles, Completed

ELIZABETH, N. J., May 13.—The last
detour on the Lincoln Highway,
through New Jersey, was made unnee-
essary Friday, when the new $510,000
stretch of road, twenty-nine fest wide,

sxtending six miles from Elizabeth to
Rahway, was formally opened. This
sectlon of road is now considared by
the New Jersey State Highway Commis-
sion to be the best in the world con-
structed by state forces. Because of
the immenss amount of traffic, includ-
ing thousands of trucks, which pass
over it avery dey the base, instead of
being the usual six inches {n thickness,
is of mnine-inch re-enforeed concrete.
Four and a half miles are covered with
asphaltic conerets and the remaining
mile and a half has & surface of con-
crate, The road cost §85,000 & mile.

The opening of this highway mesns
that motoriats heading west may now
pase through New Jarsey to T::enton
along the Lineoln Highway without
leaving the main route. This highway
is in splendld condition with ths ex-
ception of tha stretch from Prineston
to Trenton, which is beginning to show
signs of wear but iz not in bad shaps.
