With 1,600 Passengers

10,000 Persons Inspeet Liner
During Nine Hours It Is
Thrown Open to Public

Tho Vv'hite Star liner Majestic, the
world's largest ship, will sail to-day
for Southampton via Cherbourg on the

return half of her maiden voynge.
Approximatoly 10,000 persons in-

spected tho Majestic yesterday, the first
day on which she was throxvn open to
the public. From 9 a. m. to 6 p. m.

a continuous line, two abreast, filed up
tho entrance gangwny, while another
line filed down the exit.

So great were the crowds thatit. was

necessary to rope off sections of the
restaurant and to close the main din-
ing room.

Sinclair Lewis Home and Glad
Of It After Year in England

Author Deplores Ignorance of Britons About
America; Says Criticisms Emphasize It; Com-
plctes City Parallel for "Main Street"
By Burton Rascoe

Sinclair Lewis, author of "Main
Street," accompanied by Mrs. Lewis
and their six-year-old son, Wclls, re-
turned yesterday on the Aquitania
after a year's residencc abroad. They
had spcnt some weeks in France and
Italy, bu.t had lived for the most part
in an ancient rottage in Kcnt, where
Mr. Lewis worked on his new novel,
"Babbitt," the linal chapter of which
|}o complelcd on his last night out at
sea.

"Babbitt," according to Mr. Lewis,
"is a novel about a 100 per cent, right-
thinking, forward-looking, w^ll-to-do
American." It will deal with life in a

prosperous, large industrial citv in
which the same fashion that "Main
Street" dealt with life in the American
small town. It will be the "Main.
Street." of the city, which Mr. Lewis
says, has its yokcls no less conspicu-ousiy deftcient t.han tiie yokels of the
one-horse town. The first paragraphof Mr. Lewis'.s new novel reads:
"The towers of Zenith aspired above

the morning mist; asture towers of
steel and cement and limestpne, sturdy
as cliflFs and delicate as silver rods.
They were neither cathcdrals nor
churches, but frankly, and beautifully,office buildings."

Mr. Lewis comes back to Amcrica
convinccd that tho only literature to
be produced during the "next few years
is to be written by Americans. He has
found in England and in France a
tendency to "live upon the war." a fa-
tigued and lazy offering of the ravages
of the not so recent fray as an excuse
for not doing anything.

Europeans Have Lost Their Pep
"They are charming and gracious,"

he said, "but they haven't any pep.
They are disillusioned and disinter-
esto.d. They have no life. no vitalityleft in them. Over here there is life,
yigor, advfnture and experiments.Moreover, I found that in England the
writers minglo only with literary people
and become a tight-minded, complacent
lot, n!l too/ darn literary for any use.
They have their litle cliques of two
or three people and damn all the re.st
of the world. In America there is to be
found among the novolists and poets
and essayists a spirit of gencrosityand camaraderie, but in F.ngland theyeither hate or are contemptuous of one
another. They fight among themselves
and rarely come into contact with the
only thing which gives writing life, and
that is life itpelf. They do not know
people ihe way that Sherwood Ander-
son, Theodore Dreiser and Carl Sand-
burg do: they never take notice that
tramcar eonductort>, busmen, mine
workcrs nnd othpr human beings out-
side of their little sets exist.
"England can no longer be the

'mother country' to American litera¬
ture any more than it can be the
'mother country' to American politics
or American life. She can be a sister
country if she wants to. but we are
of age now. intellectually and liter-
arily. England haB had the mother
att.itude toward us too long. Every
young Englishman two years out of
Oxford adopts a mother attitude tow-
ard writers like Edith Wharton, Joseph
Htrgesheimer. James Branch Cabell
and Sherwood Anderson, telling them
how they should write. It would be
very sickening if it were not so silly.
I have been mothered by young Eng-lish upstarts until T am pretty wcary
of it. It is time for us to stop look-
ing to England for anything at all and
to go our own way, producing what, I
am surc. will be the finest literature
of our time.

"In Kngland, to cite a typical t-xani-
ple, revievvers and critics will road a
poriii by Carl Sandburg, a shorl storyby Sherwood Anderson, or an essay by
Henry Mcnckcn, and they will say they
do not understand the language tised
by these men. If they stopped there
it would be all right, but they then
dismiss the work as no good because
t^.oy do not know what the words
mean. They are even sarcastic and
contemptuous in their ignorance. Well,
if they don't know what the words
mean, if they are unacquainted with
the language, they have no busine.-s
reviewing American books. There is
no more sense in their doing so than in
their criticizing a French or a Russian
novel because they can't read the lan¬
guage.

Sneer at American Literature
"English writers and the English

public are woefully ignorant of what!
has been written in America. Almost
any Englishman feels he is qualified to
dismiss American literature with a

sneer, but if you ask him to name
some American authors he has heard
only of Upton Sinclair, Jnck London
or Winston Churchill. You can't find
a good recent American book in a

single English bookshop without the
greatest difflculty, But our cheapest,
most sentimental fiction sells over
there by the boatload. Every shop is
always stocked with American wild
west stories, ftve-cent paper-back
weeklies nnd gushy love stories.
"There are a few exception3, of

course, to the rule that English writers
are ignorant and contemptuous of
American books. 'Men like Hugh Wal-
pole, John Galsworthy, W. L, George
and H. G. Wells, who have been over

here, are thoroughly appreciative of
what is being done over here. They
are enthusiastic about America. Wells
said that if ho had his life to live over

again he would like to begin it in Amer¬
ica, because the country is so wonder-
ful and so fruitful of literary mate-
rial. Bernard Shaw, too, whom I found
to be a charming and delightful man,
has not the popular English illul-tion
that America is backward, illiterate
and vulgar. Perhaps the man I en-
joyed being with the most over there
was A. S. M. Hutchinson, who hf/n't
the usual English writer's animosity
toward his fellow craftsmen and toward
American writers, but is pure goid all
through.
