The biggest liquor raid in the his-

lory of New Jersej was made in New¬
ark yesterday afternoon when Federal
agents and internal revenue men seized
$500,000 worth of liquor in the plant
of the New Jersey Wholesale Drug
Company, 56-58 Arlington .Street.
Twelve agents .are now in charge of
the place, the goods of which have been
impounded.
The seized liquor consisted of 8,000

cases of whiskey, 1,000 cases of as¬
sorted liquors and 600 barrels of alco¬
hol, whiskey, brandy and rum.

Federal agents spent Friday night
;in the place, although formal seizure
did not take place until yesterday af-
ternoon, when General Agents M. G.
Phillips and Walter Mitt and Super¬
vising Prohibition Agenl Appleby, of
New York, took charge. Warrants
for the seizure were issued by United
States Commissioner F. C. Ritchie, of
New Brunswick. These charge that
liquor was possessed and sold ille¬
gally.

Part of the seized liquor was of a
consignment bought recently with the
consent of the government from Kan-
engieser Brothers, of C< Fleming Ave-
nue. Newark, who went out of business
following Federal regulation of whole-
