The Week in Business
Continued Expansion in General Trade Despite

Labor Difficulties; Retail Section Active
on Seasonable Merchandise

DESPITE the untoward influence of labor troubles, both current and
prospective, general business continued to make good gains last
week. The activity in automotive lines, the steel and construction

industries was well maintained. In the textiles there was some slowing
up, due mainly to the approach of semi-annual inventory and the holidays
over the Fourth of July. Indications, however, point to a decided quick¬
ening in the primary textile field shortly after the holiday period.
One of the most favorable factors^- .«-.

that appear to be working for better
trade is the continued good business
reported in retail circles. The late ar¬

rival of real summer weather delayed
consumer buying of seasonable mer¬

chandise to some extent. Last Week,
however, the movement of seasonable
goods in retail channels was reported
large in almost every section of the
country.

In the rural districts consumer buy¬
ing is on a larger scale than in more

than a year. This is evidenced in bet¬
ter reports from mnil order houses and
from department stores and other re¬

tail establishments in the farming sec¬
tions. Improved sales of agricultural
implements and of other farm eijuip-
ment also point to the fact that the
farmer, one of the hardest hit of all
economic factors, is regaining his con¬
fidence and is beginning to loosen his
purse strings.

In some quarters the exceptional ad¬
vance that has been made in building
lines and in automobiles has led to
warnings against the possibility of a

new inflation. On the whole, however,
it appears that such warnings are

scarcely well founded. Bank reports
indicate that there has been little or
no borrowing that is tinged with specu¬
lative operations in the commodity
markets. That there has been some

speculation in raw wool and raw cotton
is undoubted, but it has been founded
on tariff and other contingencies. Bank
loans have not kept pace with the
growth in trade, which leads' to the
conclusion that business in general is
financing itself largely out of collec¬
tions of past due accounts and more
prompt payments for the merchandise
now in process of distribution.

The long-expected upturn in silks

appears to be setting in. Reports from
silk manufacturers last week weie
more favorable than for many months
past. A few job lots of silk are still
in the market, tending to keep down
prices, but these are fairly well
cleaned out now and producers are an-
ticipating that the bulk of new buying
that promises to develop next month
will center on regular merchandise.
Raw silk remained firm to* advancingthroughout the week, and manufactur¬

ers are becoming more reconciled to
the higher prices, whatever they may
think of their justification under pres-
ent conditions. Silk coods buyers also
are showing less resistance to finished
goods prices.

Woolens
The woolen and worsted goods mar¬

ket spent a fairly quiet week. Some
selling of spring goods has taken place,
but the market in genera! will not
move into the spring season much be¬
fore the end of thi- month, it is be-

lieved. Sentiment among the millsand selling agents is for higher prices,based on raw wool advances. Most ofthe discussion centers on how muchtho advances will be, rather thanwhether there will be any advances atall. (In the other hand, persistent re¬
ports reached the market that somemills had been taking spring orders atprices which appeared to be low, con¬sidering the present price of raw wool.The inference is that fall orders arorunning out-, that these mills have
some fairly low priced wool in stockand are willing to turn it over on abasis of less than to-day's market inorder to keep their machinery in op¬eration.

Furs
The raw fur market quieted down to¡some extent during the week, althoughprices were generally firmly held. Inthe collection centers some high'prices are being paid the trappers and¡collectors, which do .not find reflectionin t!ie market here.
Manufacturing furriers are movinpinto their fall season in better shapithan a year ago. Business to datehas been in fairly good volume and tin

outlook, according to the fur trade, is
better than last year.

Jewelry
General quiet prevailed in the jew¬

elry trade last week. Business is
snotty, with the cheaper novelty lin«s
showing tho most activity at present.
Holt buikles, enrrings, chains and neck¬
laces provide tho bulk of the business
at present. Trices, however, remain
firm and nppear more likely to advance
than to recede. Salesmen on the road
report retailers generally averse to
placing orders for future delivery.'
Most of the business in for filling in
depleted stocks. The brightest phaseof the jewelry trnde is the continued
improvement in reducing past due ac¬
counts.

Leather
Activity at firm to advancing prices

featured the. leather trade last week.
Shoe manufacturers, who arc beginning
to book more fall orders, arc covering
their leather requirements more freely
than for some time past. Sole leather
was particularly active.

In the shoe trades the advance in
leather is driving in some late orders
for shoes and a considerable increase,
in fall ordering is anticipated this
month. Some factories are sold up on
deliveries to September I at present.

Apparel
The fag end of the summer season

in women's apparel in the manufac-
turing and wholesale end found busi¬
ness fairly strong. Some overproduc¬
tion of summer dresses was apparent,
with consequent price cuts, but no de¬
moralization of the market appeared.
Tho cloak, suit, dress and nllied trades
will move definitely into the fall sea¬
son this week. Early ordering has
been fair and tho manufacturers an¬
ticipate a good season.

Ordering of fall clothing for men
continues at a fair paco. The strike
in the Nek York market has gone in
favor of the union workers, who were!
demanding the unionization of con-
tract shops._ |

Confedérale Veteran Charges
4 Flagrant Acts Were Com¬
mitted Against South Be¬
fore Sumter Was Fired On

Cites Alleged War Files

Treacherous Violation of
Armistice "Discovered" in
Orders From Washington

,«;;iecin/ Dispatch to Thn Tribune
RICHMOND, Vn., July 2.- A copy

of "Truths of the Wnr Conspiracy of
1861," a pamphlet copyright 1021 by
H. W. Johnstonc, Idylwild, Ga., which
formed the basis of a resolution in¬
dorsed at the thirty-second annual re¬
union in Richmond of the United Con¬
federate Veterans, obtained here. The
resolution charged Abraham Lincoln
with "deliberately conceiving and in¬
stigating the war between the states."
Johnstone, from May, 1861, to January,
1802, served in tho 5th Georgia Volun¬
teers, C. S. A., at Pcnsacola, Fla. The
pamphlet, says in part:
"The crucial period in which the pre¬

meditated schemes of the fanatics were
put into operation, so as to inaugurate
actual war, was from March l to July
4, 1861, before Congress was allowed to
meet to consider it. About July I,
1861, an expedition under our Colonel,
John E. Jackson, attacked 'Billy Wat¬
son's Zouaves (of Boston) on Santa
Rosa Island, at night. We drove them
pell mell Into Fort I'ickens, captured,
burned their camps and immense stores.
As wo were returning to our boats we
were attacked by a force of 'Regulars'
of the United States Army. We drove
them back, and my Captain, S, W.
Mangham, captured their commanding
officer, Major Vodges, who was mounted
on a mule.
"Twenty years later, at Fort Adams,

R. I., I met General Vodges, who re¬
membered the incident and discussed
it. In his remarks he stated that he
had reinforced Fort I'ickens before
Fort Sumter was attacked, but that
his act was overshadowed by tho
clamor and furor about Fort Sumter.
That was the first intimation I ever
had of that fact. It led me to search
for some proof of it.

"In 1917 I succeeded in perfecting
proofs fixing the responsibility for;
the 'war between the states,' 1861-66',
on one man.Abraham Lincoln.

Quotes Admiral Semmes
"One of the keenest observers I ever

met was in Washington at the time of
this secret war conspiracy, Admiral
Raphael Semmes, C. S. N. In 1870 a
friend at Mobile invited me to accom-
pany him to the Anchorage, the home
of the admiral, and for an hour I en-

joyed the admiral's reminiscences."
"As I left he. said to me:
"'Captain, the secret treachery that

caused the war will come to light and
justify the South. Truth is death¬
less' . .

"I have read that 'the Civil War be-
pan when Fort Sumter was fired on by
the South.' An extract from Abraham
Lincoln's message to Congress, Decem¬
ber, 1864, says: 'I simply mean to saythat the war will cease, on the part
of the government, whenever it shall
cease on the part of those who beganif
"The United States government and

Abraham Lincoln began the war by
committing at least four flagrant acts
of war against two vrtal points in the
South weeks before Fort Sumter was
fired on. That these acts were secret
and the most treacherous known to
civilized diplomacy does not weaken
the force of the facts. The secrecy
emphasizes the treachery. Had secret
orders been obeyed, or other like or-
ders not miscarried, war would have
been openly inaugurated at a point 500
mile3 from Fort Sumter long before
'Fort Sumter was fired on.' That, the
first open clash was at Fort Sumter
was an accident, caused by a misfit in
Abraham Lincoln's schemes to force
war 'at nny risk or cost.'

Cites Alleged Armistices
"There was a solemn agreement, an

armistice, existing at Charleston, en-'
tered into by tho United States govern- |ment and South Carolina officials on
December 6, 1860; and a special agree-
ment, armistice, at Pcnsacola, entered
into by the United States and F'lorida
authorities on January 29, 1861.both
filed in United States War and Navydepartments by which tho United!
States agreed not to attempt to rein-
force Major Anderson or Pickens, and
South Cnrolina, Florida and the Con-
federate authorities agreed to make no
attack on Major Anderson or Fort Pick-
ens while these solemn agreements were
observed.

''To violate an armistice is considered
a treacherous act of war. For either
party to prepare to act against a point!covered by an armistice is an act ofl
war. It has been held, and rightly, that
for any person to visit a fortification
where an armistice exists with the in-
tent to advise or plan means or moth-
ods to strengthen such fortification's is
the act of a spy, a reinforcement and
an act. of war. The first who renders

To organize such a force, to
mobilize it, for such a purpose, is an
'act of war. Where an armistice ex¬
ists, such an order is a flagrant act of
war.

"( am stating facts, incontrovertible
truths, and I am citing them from
secret pinces, to establish who began
war.

"I repeat, the United States govern¬
ment committed nn act of war within
eight, days after Lincoln was inaugur¬
ated, with approval of Lincoln; and,
this same day, Lincoln, personally,
committed nn act clearly demonstrat¬
ing his intent and purpose to bring
on war. Bear in mind that Captain
Vodges, United States Army, was sent
with an .rmed force, on tho U. S. S.
¡Brooklyn, to reinforce Eort I'ickens,
in .January, 1861, but was stopped by
tlie 'armistice' on January 29, at Pen¬
sncola Bar, and that this armed force
remained there, under Captain Vodges,
Ion the Brooklyn.

"As soon 'as Lincoln became Presi¬
dent and commander-in-chief these
facts became known to him officially,
and the following order was sent to
violate, the existing armistice, rein¬
forces Fort Pickens and inaugurate
war. It is well known that General
Scott was opposed to war, btit he
obeyed the commander-in-chief, Abra-
ham Lincoln. I quote the record:

"Quotation From the Record"
" 'Headquarters of the Army, Wash¬

ington, March 12, 1861.
"'Sir: At the first favorable op¬

portunity you will land your com-

pany, reinforce Eort I'ickens and hold
the same until further orders, etc., by
command of Lieutenant General Scott.
(Signed) E. I). Townsend, Assistant
Adjutant General, to Captain I. Vodges,
1st Artillery, U. S. A., on board ship
of war Brooklyn, Pensacola, Fla.'
"This order was sent by United

States steamship Crusader and re-
ceived by Captain Vodges, off Pensa-
cola, on March 31, 1861. The next
morning he sent to Captain H. A.
Adams the following:

"'Sir: Herewith I send you a copy
of nn order received by nit last night.
You will see by it that I am directed
to land my command at the earliest
opportunity. I have, therefore, to re¬
quest that you will place at my dis¬
posal such bonts and other means as
will enable me to carry into effect the
inclosed order.'
"Captain Adams averted open war on

April 1, 1861, by refusing to obey this
order. In his 'report' to the Secretaryof the Navy Captain Adams says:" 'It would be considered not onlv a
declaration of war, but an act of war
and would be resisted to the utmost.
Both sides are faithfully observingthe agreement (armistice) entered into
by the United States government and
Mr. Mallory and Colonel Chase, which
bind:! us not to reinforce Fort Pickens
unless it shall be attacked or threat-
ended. It binds them not to attack it
unless wo should attempt to rein¬
force it.'
"Upon receipt of this precise 'report'from Captain Adams the Secretary ofthe Navy, regardless of the existingarmistice, sent the following (note its

secrecy ! :

"'Navy Department, April 6, 1861.
Confidential. )
"'Sir: Your dispatch April 1 is re¬

ceived. The department regrets that
you did not comply with the requestof Captain Vodges. You will immedi¬
ately on the first favorable opportunityafter receipt of this order afford everyfacility to Captain Vodges to enable
him to land troops under his command,it being the wish and intention or the
Navy Department to co-operate with
the War Department in that object.

'"GIDEON WELLS,
" 'Secretary of the Navy.' "
