Four Perish at Roekawav
Life Guards Rescue i$. Drag¬

ging Unconscious Girl to
Shore Despite Undertow

Six persons were drowned yesterday
in and about New York City. Thou¬
sands witnessed three spectacular
rescues by lifeguards at Rockaway
Beach.
Two fifteen-year-old boys lost their

lives twenty feet from shore in the
Hudson River at Seventy-seventh
Street while a score of men looked on.
Four drowning? took place at Rock-
away.

William De Graff, of 431 West For-
tieth Street, and George Knapp, of 45.1
West Fortieth Street, high school stu-
dents, clad in bathing trunks, bestrode
a plank that floated near the Seventy-
seventh Street dock, upon which anglers
and others were assembled. De Graff
slipped from the plank and sank. When
he rose, shouting for help. Knapp swam
to aid him. De Graff sank again before
Knapp could seize him. The lattei
dived twice, calling on those ashore
for assistance. While Knapp was sub¬
merged De Graff sank for the third
time. He did not reappear. Knappcontinued diving until exhausted.
Then he waived his hands and disap-
peared. He was not seen again.

One Boy a Cripple
De Graff was crippled by infantile !

paralysis. He wo»c a steel brace on
nis right leg, and while able to swim,
could not remain afloat long because
of the heavy clamp extending from jankle to knee. The boys were strongly
attached to each other, and Knappaided De Graff in overcoming the
handicap of his infirmity. Boy friends
said last night they had been insepa¬rable during their school days.
Patrolman Thomas Hudson, of the

West Forty-seventh Street police sta¬
tion, notified the Marine Division and
search for the bodies was begun. Mrs.
Knapp, mother of one lad, identified
the clocnlng of both, which had been
found by Patrolman Hudson on the
dock.
John Zeffer, twenty-two years old, of

20 Justice Street, Elmhurst, an em¬
ployee of "The New York World," was
drowned while bathing in Hook Creek,
near Roekawav, in the afternoon.
Eugene Donohue. of 54n West Fifty-

first Street, was drowned at Sixty-third
Street and Jamaica Bay. He was un¬
able to swim and stepped into a hole
from which his body did not rise. It
had not been recovered late last night.

Burnett Goldberg, of 128 Beach 187th
Street, Roekawav, sank in deep water
while battling from a boat. He is be¬
lieved to have been suffering from
cramp. His body has not been found.

Tide Brings Body Ashore
The body of an unidentified man was

washed ashore near the foot of Fifty-
third Street, Rockaway, last night. The
dead man apparently was thirty years
old. He was of dark hair and com-
lexion and about five feet eight inches
n height.
Edward Ayers, a life guard at Rocka¬

way Beach, dived three times and
aaved the life of Sylvia Messenger,
nineteen years old, who lives at 1021
De Kalb Avenue, Brooklyn She was

caught in a heavy undertow and when
taken from the water was insensible.
Emergency measures revived her.
Fanny Aliens, forty-one years old, of

9109 Boulevard, Rockaway, was rescued
in a hard fight against tide and un¬
dertow by Solomon Machover, of 186
Beach Street, and Nathan Yokolum, of
162 Beach Street, who swam to her
aid. The later was overcome by his
own efforts and was brought ashore
insensible by Life Guard John Kiernan.
He was revived by Dr. Canton, of St.
Joseph's Hospital.

More than 200,000 persons visited
Rockaway Beach during the day.

Suicide's Body Recovered
Identified as That of Man Who
Leaped From Brooklyn Bridge
The harbor police found a body in the

East River yesterday off South Fourth
Street, which is believed to be that of
Harry Montgomery, former president
of the New York Rubber Company,
who jumped from the Brooklyn Bridge
a week ago yesterday. The body was
identified as Mr. Montgomery's by Dr.
George D. Barney, of 21 Seventh Ave¬
nue, Brooklyn.
Mr. Montgomery lived at 142 St.

Mark's Avenue, Brooklyn. He suffered
a nervous breakdown several mont lis
ago. The day he killed himself he
leaped from an eastbound Flatbush
Avenue trolley car at about the middle
of the bridge, climbed the rail and
jumped.

"The Dictator" nt tho Rivoli, is an

amusing burlesque on the Latin melo¬
drama. Wallace Reid is seen in the
ieading role of this Richard Harding
Davis story and, of course, it is a Wal¬
lace Reid part -the sort of thing his]
vast number« of followers will delight
in seeing him do. One young woman
who sat behind us screamed out a wail
of joy every time Wallie grabbed a

greaser by the hat cord, or tripped up
a policeman or ripped n rival's coat
up the back, and "The Dictator" is full
of such opportunities for the provoca¬
tive comedian to display histrionic
talents. i

This last is not written in a spirit
of derision nor bitterness. Wallie Reid
has no more sincere admirer than The
Tribune's film critic. That is one rea-
son we never receive a pay check
without feeling guilty. The thing
which we are paid foi doing is the
thing whicii we should choose to do;
if we had so much money that we

could do anything we liked. No one!
who goes to the pictures gets more
pleasure out of them than we do. We
thrill with romance over the handsome
heroes and with envy over the lucky'
leading women and our clothes are
copied from the things which our
favorite actresses wear on the screen..
And after this confession we shall
proceed.

Wallie's Magic Socks
Of course, Wallie Reid's clothes are

never anything to brag about, but in
this picture he does something in the
sartorial line that we never saw him do
before. He is hanging around the out-
side of a house to watch ,'or a pretty
girl whom he has followed home. He
has on, among other articles of ap-
parel, a pair of white socks. Finally he
o] ens the door nnci walks in the front
room, and here he has on a pair of|black socks with white clocks on them.
After a tussle he is finally overpoweredand carried into the street, where he
breaks away and starts to run, his
white socks beinç- much in evidence
again.
The story is about the indolent son

of a banana king, wh'o owns a boat
line running to some place in South
America. Brook Travers, the son, be-
comes a stowaway on one of these
boats owned by his father because he
follows the young woman abroad with- j
out supplying himself with any money.

Somehow it doesn't
seem quite respectful to make fun of
the poor old thing.

At the Strand
There is little to say of James Oliver

Curwood's pictures, because you either
like them or you don't; but there is
this to say. you never get stung on
them, for you know beforehand just
what they are going to be like and
exactly what you are letting yourself
in for. "God's Country and the Law"
is at the Strand this week, but it does
seem to us that it has just a little less
plot than any of the Curwood pictures
we have seen previously. There is a
lot of Northwest mounted policemen
in it, but none of them is young or!

who wore the uniform will attend, he
oaid.
"While President Harding has not

definitely accepted the invitation to be
present, it is believed that he will at¬
tend," Mr. Deegan snid, "and General
Pershing, Admiral Sims or Admiral
Wilson will surely be there."

Roosevelt, Acting Secretary of the
Navy, who is chairman of Hie reunion
committee. Colonel Roosevelt has
written the various district chairmen
of the Legion urging them to organize
the reunion along the district lines
and to send teams to compete in the
athletic events and a delegation to rep¬
resent each county of the slate in the
parade.
