Palestine Concession
Attacked in Commons

House Rallies to Government!
When Motion in Protest of

Action Is Put to Vote
LONDON, July 4 (By The Associated

Press.).-The concession in Palestine
granted to Pinchus Rutenberg, who
formerly resided in Russia, was sub-
jected to strong criticism in the House
of Commons to-night when Sir William
Joynson-Hicks, Unionist, moved for a
reduction in the salary of the Secre-
tary for tho Colonies as a protest
against the government's policy in Pal-
satiné. The motion was defeated, 292
to 85, after the government had made
it a question of confidence.
One of the principal complaints was

that applications for concessions from
Englishmen ami Indians had been re¬
fused, and that under the Rutenberg
concession no provision had been
made for orders to go to British man¬
ufacturers.

Winfcton Churchill, Colonial Secre¬
tary, replied, defending the Rutenberg
concession as strictly following Colo¬
nial Office procedure, and contending
that without electrical irrigation de-
velópments, such as were intended un-
der this scheme, which was the only
one before the government when the
concession was made, it would be im¬
possible to deal properly with Pales¬
tine, since the Arabs, if left to them¬
selves, would require a thousand years
to provide effective» irrigation. He
argued the difficulty of administering
large enterprises without giving con-

cessions, remarking that in the près-
ent case the British were unable to
provide the needed money, and he
contended ths-t although ample oppor¬
tunity and time had been given no

British offers were made on such good
terms as Rutenberg's.

Poincare Accused of
Smiling in Cemetery

Photograph of Premier and
Ambassador Herrick Termed
Abominable Propaganda

PARIS, July 4 (By The Associated
Press)..A photograph in which Pre-
mier Poincare and Myron T. Herrick,
the American Ambassador, appear to be

smiling while passing through the
Verdun Cemetery provoked a lively in-
cident in the Chamber of Deputies to-

day Deputv Vaillant-Couturier, Com-
munist, calling attention to the picture,
interrupting the Speaker to do so, say-
ing "I do not. smile in the presence of j
the dead."

The Premier jumped to his feet and

demanded that the deputy explain him-
self. M. Vaillant-Couturier tr.en en- !
dei-vored to extend the d'scuEsion to
the question of responsibility for the
war but M. Poincare insisted on hav-
ing his say about the picture, explain-
ing that it was taken when the sun

was shining brightly in his eyes and
those of Ambassador Hernck. He de-
cîared it was an abominable act to use

this^ picture as propaganda. He then:
announced himself ready to accept de-,
bate on responsibility for th-j war.
Immediately the Communist deputy

pleaded lack of documents for such de-
bate and asked for a postponement.
The Premier assured the Chamber an

opportunity would be given to thresh
out the question thoroughly before the
present session closed.

Zionist Leader
Sails Praising
Sympathy in U. S.

rSahum Sokolow Convinced
American People Are Gen-
uinely in Accord With
Jewish Homeland Plans

When the Aquitania. of the Cunard
Line, sailed yesterday she had on board
740 first, 650 second and 450 third class
passengers. Among those in the first
class were Nahum Sokolow, chairman
of the World Zionist Organization, and
Anton Arnold, leading tenor of the
State Opera in Vienna, who during his
two months' visit to this country made
a tour of fifteen cities, where he sang
for the benefit of the poor children of
Vienna. He announced that he would
return in the fall for a concert tour
of the United States.
Before sailing, Nahum Sokolow is¬

sued this statement: "The proofs of
sympathy and friendship of which I
have been the recipient as leader of the
Zionist delegation during the present
visit have been overw-helming, and have
fully convinced me that the American
people are genuinely interested in the
aspirations of tho Jews all over the
world to rebuild their national home¬
land in Palestine. I have also become
fully convinced that American Jewry is
prepared to assist with all means at its
disposal to achieve this aim.
"We had the rare opportunity to be

here at. a time when our ideal was
crowned with the support of the Ameri¬
can Senate, the House of Representa¬
tives and your great-souled President,
Warren G. Harding.

"I am going back to Europe on the
eve of the special meeting of the Coun¬
cil of the League of Nations, called
together for the purpose of considering
the British mandate to Palestine. I am
confident that the mandate will be reg¬
istered by the League of Nations despite
certain objections to it which have been
raised in some quartiers.

"I am confident that these objections
can and will" be removed and that we
will demonstrate in practice that the
reconstruction of the Jewish homeland
in Palestine will bring benefit to the
Arab population of that land as well
as to the Jews and will, moreover, in
a large and real sense benefit the
whole of mankind."

American Cancer Control
Society ïs Incorporated

Aima to Reduce Mortality of
Disease Through Education;
Advisory Council Enlarged
Dr. Francis Carter Wood, director

of the Institute of Cancer, Columbia
University, announced yesterday that
papers of incorporation for the Amer?
ican Society for the Control of Cancer
had been received from Albany. Ac¬
cording to the certificate, the objects of
îhe society are "to collect, collate and
disseminate information concerning
the symptoms, diagnosis, treatment and
prevention of cancer; investigate the
conditions under which cancer is found
and to compile statistics in regard
thereto."
"The fact that 90.000 persons in tho

United States died of cancer in 1921
is sufficient evidence that the activités
of the society are needed," said Dr.
Wood. "There were more women vic¬
tims than men, as is always the case.
A considerable percentage of those to
die could have been saved had they
known of their ailment in time. It
is our chief business to educate the
people that, they will know in time."
The society's board of directors,

which contains the names of more than
three score physicians, surgeons and
scientists in America, becomes the ad¬
visory council under the incorporation.
Five new members are Melville E.
Stone, formerly head of The Associated
Piess; Dr. Frank Billings, dean of
Rush Medical School, Chicago; Dr, W.
W. Keen, emeritus professor of sur-

gery, Jefferson College, Philadelphia;
Dr. Hubert Work, Postmaster enerai,
and Dr. W. T. Huntington, of San Fran-
cisco, chief surgeon foi- the Western
Pacific Railroad. Dr. Edward Reynolds,
a Boston surgeon, who long served as
head of the board, was named as chair¬
man of the council, and Mrs. Robert G.
Mead, of New York, was elected to con¬
tinue her work as head of the finance
committee.

House Sub-Committee to
Consider Forestry Policy

Agricultural Group Chairman
Names Members Who Will

Investigate Question
From The Tribune's Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON, July 4..A long step!

toward adoption through legislation of
a national forestry policy has been
taken by the House Committee on Ag-
riculture. Chairman G. N. Haugen of
the committee announced the appoint¬
ment of a sub-committee on forestry
consisting of Representatives J. C. Mc¬
Laughlin, of Michigan; J. D. Clarke, of
New York; J. W. Rainey, of Illinois;
M. Jones, of Texas, and M. Haugen,
of Iowa.
This action was taken after confer¬

ence with Representative Sneil, of New
York, who has given much attention
to forestry, members of the agricul¬
ture committee, representatives of the
National Lumber Manufacturera' Asso¬
ciation, the pulp and paper makers,
newspapers and others industrially in¬
terested in the conservative utilization
of the forests of the country.
One group of forestry advocates has

favored a centralized rational policy
of control of private forest lands. Its
proposal to accomplish this end
through exercise of the. Pederal taxing
power has, however, become an aca¬
demic question, ¡ince the Supreme
Court has directly held that the taxing
power may not be used for regulation.
The other group would seek to en¬

courage reproductive methods of lum¬
bering and adequate forest fire pro¬
tection through voluntary cooperation
of owners and state governments with
financial aid from the Federal govern¬
ment.

Jurist Who Quashed Feud
Wars To Be Buried To-day
Judge Hiram J. Johnson, Foe

of Kentucky Moonshiners,
Famed as Peace-Maker

LONDON, Ky., July 4..Funeral
services for Circuit Judge Hiram J.
Johnson, forty-four years old, one of
the most widely known jusists of
eastern Kentucky, who died at his
home here Monday, will be held to¬
morrow, it was announced to-day.
Judge Johnson won wide attention
through his success in bringing to a
halt a bloody mountain feud in his dis¬
trict and for his incessant warfare
against moonshiners.
Soon after winning election to the

bench in one of the most turbulent
districts in Kentucky on a platform of
law enforcement, Judge Johnson was
called to stop an outbreak of the
Benge-Martin-Philpot feud in Clay
County. All of the participants were

brought to court and placed under
peace bonds. Before leaving the ring¬
leaders shook hands and declared a
truce.
On another occasion he summoned

all residents over twelve years old in
a section where moonshine was re¬

puted to bo extensively practiced.
Frequently his court sessions were

opened with prayer or a Scripture
reading. Following such en opening at
one of the sessions, twenty-five men
cited to appear pleaded guilty and
Were allowed to go to their homes and
returned to court with their stills,
which they destroyed.

Sen. Walsh Argues Duly on
Lemons, Olives, Almonds.
Raisins. Ete., Hits People
of Atlantic Coast Hardest

From The Tribune * WetMnotan Jlureau
'WASHINGTON, July 4.--In a rtate-

metit given out to-night Senator Walsh,
of Massachusetts, who has been oppos¬
ing some of the high agricultural rates
in the tariff bill, called attention to
the manner in which consumers, espe-
dally those living on tho Atlantic!
coast, are to be burdened for the bene-
fit of the California producers of
lemons, olives, almonds, raisins, wal¬
nuts, figs, dates and beans.
He pointed out the pending bill will

impose a duty of 2 cents a pound on

lemons, which is an increase of 300 per
cent over the duty under the Under¬
wood law. In view of the widespread
use of lemons and the fact they are
an article of necessity in the sick
room, thi'i high rate,, which is the rate
of the emergency law, and which is
to be made permanent, is serving to
bring many objections to Senators.

Senator Walsh set forth a table
showing that as to lemons, olives, al¬
monds, walnuts, raisins, figs, dates and
beans, which are produced chiefly and
in some instances exclusively in South
California, the Senate Finance Com¬
mittee rates show an average increase
of 41 per cent over the House rates and
160 per cent over the rates fixed in
the Underwood act of 1913.
"To which extent," he said, "this in¬

dustry in southern California is sub¬
sidized at the expense of the Ameri¬
can people, particularly these on the
Atlantic sea coast, against whom these
duties will surely be effective in in¬
creasing the prices, can best be appre¬
ciated by comparing the percentage of
production in California with our total
consumption.

California produces only 15 per
cent of our consumption of almonds,
3 per cent of our consumption of olives,
one-half of 1 per cent of our consump¬
tion of dates, 50 per cent of our con¬
sumption of figs, 46 per cent of our
consumption of walnuts and 77 per
cent of our consumption of lemons.
"As we must import most of these

products in large quantities in order
to supply the demand of our people,
how can wo justify an average increase
in tariff duties on these products of
150 per cent over existing law?
"The high duty upon shelled walnuts

the confectionery trade estimates will
increase the price of the 12,000,000
pounds imported annually to the
amount of $960,000, on all of which the
increased price will, of course, be
passed on to the consumers.
"The high duty upon shelled almonds

will increase the price of the 20,000,000
pounds imported annually for the use
of the confectioners and bakers to
the amount of $2,200,000, which will
also be passed on to the consumers.
As 85 per cent of the consumption of
almonds ¡must be imported, how can an
increased cost through increased tariff
duties, amounting to 12,200,000, be
justified."

South with exercises in which Presi¬
dent Roosevelt participated.
Governor Hardwick, delegations rep¬

resenting the Women's Relief Corps
Auxiliary of the Grand Army of the
Republic, Daughters of the Confeder-,
acy, Sons of Confederate Veterans and
other patriotic and civic organizations
saw little Charlotte King, of Georgia,
and Betty Seeds, of Ohio, uncover the
memorial.
