Approval of Port
Plan by Congress |
Called Trade Aid‘

Port Authority Believes the
Signing of Resolution Re-
moves All Obstruetions |
to States’ Development

Eugenius H. Outerbridge, chairman
of tha Port of New York Authority,
issued a statement yestarday in regard
to President Harding’s aetlon in sign-
ing the Congressional resolution =p-
proving 'the comprehensive plan of
port development adopted by the Port
Authority.

“The indorsemsent and approval by
Congress. and the President of the
plan sdopted by the two states of New
York and New Jersey for the develop-
ment of the Port of New York is, of
eourss, gratifying to the Port Author-
ity,” aaid Mr. Outerbridge. “The reso-
lution of Congress recites that ‘the
earrying out and executing of the said
plan will the better promote and facili-

tate commerce between the states and
between the states and foreign nations
and provide better and cheaper trans-
portation of property and aid in pro-
viding better postal, military and other
services of value to the nation; and
the Port Authority is ‘authorized and.
empowered to carry out and effectunte
the comprehensive plan thus adopted
and approved by Congress,

“The Port Authority, accnrdineg,_iﬂ
the delegated corporate instrumentality
of the two states and now of the Fed-
eral government. Bridges and tunnels,
of course, must be 8o located as to
meet with the approval of the Secre-
tary of War and the Chief of En-
gineers; but as the Port Authority is
worklng in co-operation with both
there will be no dfiﬂiecu‘lty on this score’,
The approval o Ongress remove
every ggnsib]'e legal point that might
be raised by captions obstructionists
to our work, and confirma the Port
Authority ss a statd and Federal in-
strumentality. s bonds clearly will
be free from Federal and state taxes.
It insures the co-operation of every
Foderal agency and will ultimately
mean the co-operation of every muniel-
pality. Those familiar with the para-

37-Story Temple
Of Music and Art,
New Memorial Plan

Board of Estimate to Gei
Suggestion From J. W.
Miller; Site on Broadway
Would Cost 10 Millions

A substitute proposal for that made
by City Chamberlain Phillp Berolz-
helmer for a music and art center as a
peace memorial is expected to be sub-
mitted to the Board of Estimate at {ts
next meeting on July 14. The new
plan calls for m thirty-seven story tem-
ple of musis and art in the two blocks
between Broadway and Beventh Avenus
from Thirty-seventh to Thirty-ninth
Street. The proposal le made by John
W. Miller, of 1400 Broadway, and is
said to be approved by the principal
patrons of music and the Metropolitan
Rezl Estate and Opera companies.

The proponents of the substitute
plan lay emphasis on its economieal
and practical aspects. They think the
site suggested could be acquired for
less than $10,000,000, whieh Is prae-
tieally half of the estimated ecost of
the property needed for the Berolz-
heimer elte, at Fifty-seventk Street
and Seventh Avenue, extending to Cen-
tral Park. The size of the proposad
plot is 465 feet on Broadway, 460 feet
on West Thirty-seventh Street, 4565 feet
on Seventh Avenue and 801 feet on
West Thirty-ninth Stret, making an
approximate ground area of 175,000
square feet, -

Some of the advantages of the pro-
posed site claimed by Mr. Miller are
that the increase in property values in
that distriet due to the erection of
such & building would scon return to
the city in taxes all the money it
would invest in the enterprise; that
it is an established opera and studio
center—the site immediately adjoins
the present Metropolitan Opera House;
that it is centrally located for the
most nvailable transit facilities; that
the rental of the space in this enor-
mous building, not utilized for the
opera house, would amount to several
million dollars a year.

The proposal to rent out a large part
of the temple for business purposes,
besides having ample space for an
opéra house, conservatory of music
and quarters for the various' art and
musical societies in the city, appeals
to various civic organizations as the
most feasible and practical proposition,
according to its advocates. The esti-
mated cost of the building itself is
about $20,000,000.
