William Hogsn, former secretary of
th« Intel-rational Brotherhood of Flec-
trlesl Workers. Local I, was sentenced
veaterdsr to not less than a yesr and a
half nor more than three years st hsrd
labor In Sing Sing Fie was found!
rt»ilty In the f r*»t degree by a Jury on
Jure *i. The jury recommended mercy,
Justice Geigerirh, in the criminal
branch of the Supreme Court, Imposed
tha sentence.
Hogan was indicted as a result of
