Garland’s Million
Not for New Fund,

Say Incorporators

Liberal Foundation Has Had
No Large Gifts, Avers L.
S. Gannett, Denying Re-
ported Bostonian’s Gift

Whoever is to be the “angel” of the
recently incorporated American Fund
for Public Service, it will not be
Charles Garland, young Boston million-
aire, whose million-dollar legacy from
his father has been resting uneasily
on his conscience ever since he fell
heir to it in 1919. Representatives of
the new philanthropic body, which
plans to aid experimental and uncon-

ventional agencies for public welfare,
declared last night that reports eur-

rent yesterday to the effect that Gar- |

land had selected the fund as the
vehicle by which he might rid himself
of the money which he once refused
and then accepted were unfounded.

“There have been no large sums of-
fered to the fund as yet,” sald Lewis
S. Gannett, asgociate editor of “The
Nation" and one of the directors of
the corporation, “The story that Gar-
land offered us the money is entirely
unfounded. Although several people
have let it be understood that they
would give money to the fund, the
figures would run into the thousands
only and wopld not amount to any-
thing like $1,000,000."

Walter Nelles, an attorney of 80 East
Eleventh Street, who represents the
Incorporators, says there iz no signifi-
cance in relation to a possible dona-
tion from Garland in the fact that
Swinburne Hale, lawyer, radical poet,
and member of the Greenwich Village
group, who married Garland's mother
in 1821, is Nelles’ aprtner and conse-
‘quently in close touch with the pro-
1meters of the fund,

Asked the exact purposes to which
the money obtained by the fund iz to
be applied, Mr. Nelles replied that he
could not say whether they would be
politico-economic, sociological or ar-
tistic. The directors have never met,
and until their first meeting, which
will take place in New York some time
next week, he said, no one will have
any authority to elaborate on the orig-
inal announcement, which simply gave
notice of “the establishment of & na-
tional fund to promote cxperimental
agencies for publie welfare.”

Dr. j F. Goucher, Noted
Religious Worker, Dies

Was Founder of College Which
Bears His Name; Ill for
Several Months
Bpacial DHapatch to The Tribune

BALTIMORE, July 19.—The Rev. Dr.
John Franklin Goucaer, seventy-seven
years old, president emeritus of
Goucher College, noted educator and
religious worker, died this morning at
his home, Alto Dale, Pikesville, after
an lllness of several months,

Dr. Goucher was one of the out-
standing flgures of the country in
educational and religious work, He
first became connected with the col-
lege which bears his name, then the
Women’s College, May 27, 1880. He
had been one of the original incor-
orators of the institution and had
Eeen chairmen of its executive com-
mittea and its: buildings committee
since its establishment in 1888.

In 1890, upon the resignation of Dr.
Willlam £, Hopkins, Dr. Goucher be-
came president of the institution, a
post which he held until November 21,
1907. He built three churches in ad-
dition to the college which bears his
name %in Baltimore. He also planned
and directed the organization of the
Anglo-Japanese College, Tokio, Japan;
founded the Weat China Mission and
Corean Mission of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church, and was active in found-
ing and supporting the primary and
secondary vernacular schools in India,

Dr. Goucher  is survived by three
daughters, Mrs. Henry C. Miller, of
Baltimore; Miss Eleanor Gm;‘kher. and
Mrs. Burgoyne Chapman, of Wuchang,
China. There also are two grandchil-
dren.
