
Williams and Tilden Are Victorious in Semi-Final Round of Tennis Singles at Longwood
Champion and Former Title

Holder Meet in Final To-day
Rice Is Eliminated 6.3, 6.4, 6.2 and Johnson Is

Vanquished 7.5, 7.5, 6.3 ; Bettens and Fischer
Will Oppose Tilden and Johnson in Doubl«es

BOSTON, July 21..The big test comes to-morrow afternoon at 2:30

o'clock, when William T. Tilden 2d, national champion, and Richard
Norri3 Williams 2d, of Boston, former holder of the high honors of
American tennis courts, meet in the final round of the Longwood sing-les,
on the turf courts of the Longwood Cricket Club, at Chestnut Hill. This
match will mark the first time the two brilliant players have met in a
»urnament in more than a year, and as both showed evidences of their
best game this afternoon the result of to-morrow's struggle is eagerly
looked foirward to by all followers of the eame.

Tilden went to the final bracket to-<
day by defeating Lawrence B. Rice, of
Longwc-od, at 6.3, 6.4, 6-2, while
Williams triumphed over Wallace F.
Johnson, of Philadelphia, by a score of
7.5, 7.5, 6 3, coming from behind in
all three sets and staging a sensational
finish. During these fights against
great odds, particularly in the first
set, when Johnson held the lead at
5.1, Williams flashed more brilliantly
.ven than he had in crushing Francis
T. Hunter in the final round of the re¬
cant Nassau Country Club's invitation
tournament.
The great question that all -of us are

debating to-night is whether Williams
will be able to unleash that same brand
of super-tennis against Tilder to-mor¬
row. Another and more Involved ques¬
tion, assuming that Williams does
play the same marvelous quality of
game he showed to-day, follows as a
natural seauencc of the first, namely:

Struggle of Tennis Giants
"What will happen when an irresist¬

ible force comes into contact with an
irr movable body?"

For, with both men playing at the
height of their game, the result should
be somewhat along tho above order and
the impact is bound to be terrific.
Something will have to crack under the
«train, and the indications are that
Williams is the more liable to do this,
for he is ever the player who will per¬
sist in trying for his shot, no matter
how great the risk or how crucial the
situation at the moment. If the ball
flies true to the mark then it will re¬
quire a superman of tennis, indeed, to
Stay Williams's hand. Tilden is the
more reliable player day in and day
out and more liable to have his shots
under control. However, the fortunes
of battle to go to-morrow.we are going
to see a struggle of tennis giants.
Tho conditions were perfect for ten¬

nis to-day, with a clear sky and merely
a breath of wind to temper the heat
for the gallery massed several thou¬
sand strong around the four sides of
the championship court. Edwin
Sheafe, president of tho club and the
chairman of the tournament commit¬
tee, staged the matches splendidly,.with veteran Fred Mansfield holding
the post of honor in the umpire's chair
and a man on every line.

In the semi final round of the doubles
the youngsters Phil Bettens, of Cali¬
fornia, and Carl Fischer, of Philadel¬
phia, won their way into the final
bracket by defeating Irving C. Wright
and Raymond B. Bidwell, the Long-
yood veterans, by a score of 6.4, 6.4,
«*).6, thus earning the right to face
Íftlden and Johnson to-morrow in the
¦/Ihumpionship round.

Williams won the toss and elected
tv> start service against Johnson. He
won the first two points, but then
.made a double fault and three "outs,"
..\nd that was the beginning of a long
fission of erratic stroking on the partOÎ the Longwood ace.
Johnson promptly dropped his serv-

Se in the second game, W'illiams forc-
,jg him into errors as he speeded upfche play, but Johnson retaliated by
yreaking through to "love" in the
third, and then going into what looked«¡ike an overwhelming lead by winning
the next three games for a 5.1 lead.
The chop stroke master was playingwith bcatutiful judgment and perfect
control, anticipating Williams's shots
wonderfully well and covering his
court magnificently, but a survey of
my stroke analysis kept «uring the
match shows that in all those first
six games Jo*hnson was credited with
only one placement. All his other
points up to that time were the result
of Williams'!-, errors, errors, it is true,
forced by Johnson's skill, but still they
«were sins of omission on Williams's
Sart rather than earning shots byohnson.

Williams's Dazzling Play
Up to this point the Philadelphlanbad been maintaining uniformly gooddepth on his returns, but now he beganto play a bit short, and this gave Wil¬

liams his cue to close in and meet the
ball on the full volley, t all looked
remarkably simple after that. In the
next six games, all of which he won,Williams made a total of seventeen
placoment aces, and in the first five ofthese games Johnson could win only4 points, two by placement and two byWilliams's errors.

It was an almost unbelievable thingthat a man playing as Johnson hadbeen could be so unmercifully beaten.Yet such was the case. Williams wasreeling off the most dazzling of shots,many times taking Johnson's return ofservice on the full vollev as he fol¬lowed in behind his tremendous serv¬ice, and if he were not far enough ad¬vanced toward the net Williams madethe most superb half volleys generallyto win the point on a clean placement.The former champion's service was
a vital factor in this result, for inaddition to making a total of sevenabsolute ace» he also forced his oppo¬nent to offer up soft, short returns,.which were ready prey for Williams'sfinishing Bhots. *

After taking the first game of thesecond set, finishing the last two pointswith two sizzling service aces, Wil¬liams gave his friends palpitation ofthe heart by losing control for a pro¬tracted spell. Johnson, playing hisshots deeper into Williams's court, Tanoff with tho next three games, for alead of 3.1. There was only oneearned point, and that by Johnson, inthese three games. recoveries of Williams's sharply angled
Volleys to the side lines; then Williams
Vftei the next three, the eighth only
after "deuce" had been called half a
dozen times.

As July slips idly along into August there are now four problen
that confront those interested in sport.

1. Who will win the Leonard-Tendler fight?
2. The next national turf tennis champion and the Davis Cup.
'¿. The next national amateur golf champion and the internation

test.
4. The location of the next world series.

These four fields of sport carry an appeal to several million citizen»*-,
more millions than the average non-combatant might guess without stop¬
ping to think it over. For August and September form the stretch where
the big thrills begin to break and the pulse begins to quiver day by day.
We have had our share of thrills already, but the main ones are still
on beyond.

Those who saw Benny Leonard stop Rocky Kansas out West a
short while ago are confident the champion will either badly outpoint
or dismantle Tendier within'ten rounds. But Tendier is a tougher chal¬
lenger than he is given credit for being in many outside quarters. He
will be no part of a public choice, but he has enough stuff to give Leonard
more worry than the canny Benny has encountered in some years. Ten¬
dier is experienced, strong, fairly fast, and he can hit. This combination
is never to be treated lightly. Not by a wise champion who is inclined
to keep his crown intact.

The main job that confronts the field at Gcrmantown some few weeks
further on will be trimming Bill Tilden. When Tilden was overturned
by Johnston on the Coa.st earlier in the year there were vague whispers
to the effect that he. had about come to the end of his march, but hard
courts in the spring and turf courts in late summer offer no basis of
comparison.

He was too wise a tennis player to overdevelop thepink in April and May and then try to keep it from fading out for two
or three months. His easy victory over Vincent Richards is proofhe is near enough to his best standard to remain as first chifice over thefield, in no way disregarding the fine skill and great courage of BillJohnston, the Californian.

The most intricate problem of the lot will come in trying to pick thewinner of the next amateur championship at Brookline. When one looks
over such names as Jones, Evans, Ouimet, Guilford and Gardner, fromthe United States, with such challengers as Wethered, Hunter, Tolley andethers from Great Britain, the various complications merely leave anadded bowknot in the brain. We should say the four top names at Brook-line for match play will be Ouimet, Jones, Guilford and Evans. Joneshas been playing the finest combination match and medal play golf of allamateurs in the world this summer, but any slight one-day lapse of formin a championship of this type may be as fatal as the black plague. Onlymiracle golf will stop Ouimet at Brookline, where he won his first crown,unless he wears out physically after the first three days.

As for naming the location for the next world «series, at least onebroadcasting station should be set up in New York. The Giants finish athome, with their main rivals on the road through no small part of thestretch. But where the Browns are firmly entrenched in their own dug¬out through part of August and nearly all September, the Yankees willbe giving battle on hostile sod, where so far they have been none toorobust. The Browns have the greatest chance any St. Louis team hasknown in forty years to enter the promised land and take a running startat the big world series split. They will be facing softer competitionthrough most of the stretch while the Yanks are embroiled with suchhustling teams as the Tigers, White Sox and Indians, and ensconced athome. The schedule is well in favor of the Browns, who, in addition, havea first-class ball club.

At first there was no question that "Babe" Ruth, after he once gotgoing, would again lead the home-run hitters, with something to spare.But in Rogers Hornsby, Walker, Williams and other's the "Babe" is beingoffered a pace that is far from being an old-fashioned Cakewalk. Theyhave kept him pressing to keep up and he hasn't any too many gamesleft at the Polo Grounds, with its short right field wall. He started outcarrying weight for age many strides back, and too many of the boys areseeking the old apple to leave him any great amount of cheer.

Outside of Wills, the belief seems to be general among the clan atlarge that Willard would offer Dempsey more trouble than any one else.There is the probability that Dempsey would again step up and rock theman mountain off his base in a round or two. But the point is thatWillard is the only one of the lot left, barring Wills, who is strong enoughand who can hit hard enough to have any chance to win. And with asmart trainer and a wise handler he might have luck enough to slipthis punch through somewhere in the first three or four rounds beforehis weight of years and flesh began to demand its toll.
