But
while Kai Sang was under u choking
pull theso others were plainly stepping
along about as fast as they cared.
Sande was taking no chances with his
tine colt. He kept him to the outside
so as to avoid every possible chance of
interference. Not till rounding the
stretch turn was Kai-Sang allowed to
run. He came wide, then, like a big
brown streak and simply rolled the rest
of the way home.

J. S. Cosden's Bigheart surprised
every one. not so much by taking the
place from Sweep By as by the game-
ness he displayed. Bigheart and
Sweep liy were practically left at the
poBt, on the outside, in a straggling
start. Bigheart took the overland
route all the way. Sweep By saved
many lengths by slipping through next
the rail at the stretch turn. But in
the final drive Bigheart outgamed his
unfortunate rival. Wishbone and Lit-
tie Chief raced the half mile in 0:4« 4-5
and the first quarter in 0:23 3-5. This
sizzling pace stopped them almost to
. walk in the stretch.

Double for Greentree
It was a fine afternoon for Scott

Leonard Hopes to Knock Out
Tendier Before Sixth Round

Champion, in Tiptop Condition, Holds Challenger
Cheaply and Will End Fight With One Punch
if He Can; Now Weighs Under 135 Pounds

BUDD LAKE, N. J., July 21..It is doubtful whether there ever was

a lightweight championship battle in which the defender of the title was

so completely confident of winning as in this one in which right-handed
Benny Leonard squares off with left-handed Lew Tendier, of Philadelphia.
Benny regards the fight as a joke-?

j and Lew Tendier as a selling plater.
He doesn't believe that any rigorous
training is necessary to stop the Phila-
delphian, although the fact remains
that the champion is in better shape
right now than he has ever been since

¡he relieved Freddy Welsh of defending
the crown.
Leonard weighed a fraction under

135 pounds, the weight, fixed by the
articles, when he finished his stunt
this afternoon. Philadelphians who
have come here expecting to find a

welter-weight masquerading as a light¬
weight were and still are dumfound-
ed. They can't understand the lan¬
guage of the scales. New scales wore
brought, in this evening, but they didn't
alter Benny's weight. He still
weighed a fraction under 135.
"You can tell the. world that I'm a

lightweight, once more," piped Leonard
as he stepped off the second weighing
machine. "They've had mo up among
i_ie welters and the middleweights, but
've lost all that phoney tonnage and
now I'm back in my own divi.oion."
The story of Benny's power comes

best from the lips of his three sparring
partners, Sammy Berne, Johnny Martin
land Mike Carrier. All of them have
led a tough existence since taking this

¡job. Martin, who is no ordinary scrap-
per, has been giving Benny his best
work here, and Johnny came out of the
ring this afternon wearing a purple
décoration over his loft eye.

"I've done a lot of boxing with Benny
Leonard," said Johnny. "But I never
saw him hitting ns hard as he is right
now. He is sj\ootiiig true to the mark

¡and the wallops hurt. I stopped a wide
om: with the top of my head to-day and
it made me dizzy. It was a ri^ht swing
aimed for the jaw and it crowned me
'when I ducked. For a minute I didn't
know whether I was in Budd Lake or
Fintbush."
The optimistic complex is peculinr to

training camps, but in this case it is
the real thing. Benny Leonard de¬
clares with impressive emphasis that
he will triv to end the fight in a punch.
He says thnt if he ran end it in a round,
he will tlo so. To lntfffiEte friends he
has declared that Tendier can't last
more than five round at tb'e outside.
