Western Situation Surveyed
The Federal Trade Commission has

seen diligently exploring some phases
of the oil and gasolir.e business, It
m»de a recent report on the Montana
»nd Wyoming oil and gasoline situa¬
tion, This report In ftct applied to un
»xte-nt to the entire country. The trade
ommUsion found that the great'unitsof th» Standard Oil Company, which
-upposedly were pried apart by de-
ree of the Supreme Court, are actually
Held together by interlocking stock
ownership, The commission recom¬
mended legislation to prevent 3uch in-
rerlotking. It is believed the Senate
Committee on Manufactures will back

Ati attractive route for motorists

going north is described in the pam-
phlet "'Harlem Valley Hills and Moun-
tainsf," issued by the Harlem Valley
Automobile Club, which should induce
many bound for Canada, the Adiron-
dacks or western New England to* adopt
this comparatively unknown "inside
route" through what the writer entitles
"The Valley of Opportunity." In terms
bordering on the poetic are revealed
the .agreeable features of the country
stretching from Lake Mahopac north¬
ward along the Harlem line of the New
York Central to Chatham and the Mas-
sachusetts boundary, its "sequestered
vales, rolling hills and noble ranges,"
with an average altitude of a thousand
feet or more.
Four routes are giv.eîi to reach the

Harlem Valley by the Albany Post Road
to Peekskill. then es.stv.-ard through
Shrub Oak, Jefferson Valley ar.d Ma-
hopac Falls to the shore of Lake Ma¬
hopac; the ''Saw Mill River Route"
along the line of the Putnam Division,
both rout*s joining the trunk line at
Patterson; the Bronx River route
through White Plains und Katonah to
Brewster, ai.d the roste along the
Sound shore t.-> Xorwalk, thence north-
ward through P.idgeiield and Danbury
to the niuin road at Brewster. Hav'ng
reachod the valley the writer tails of
Lake Mohopae and its islands, Brew»
ster. Car.r.el, Pawling and Patterson.
Quaker Hill, Wassalc, Ameni.a and
Dover Plains. Millevton, Lakeville and
Salisbury, Copake, Boston Corners and
Hillsdale, Phllmont and Chatham, de¬
scribing, as well as the places them-

By Federal Aid

Many Organized Gangs of|

Since the past-age of Die Dyer anti-
<licit automobile law in October, 191»,
2,120 auotmobilcf". worth at a fair sec¬
ond-hand valuation $2,567.208, hav«j
been recovered by tho Bureau of In¬
vestigation, United States Departmentof Justice, according to figures com¬
piled by that bureau at the request
of officials of the American Automo¬
bile Association.
The department, according to these

figures, has investigated 2,301 casi»s,
which involved (1,383 persons. There
were 2,778 persons crrc.Hed, of which
1,688 were indicted and 1,113 convicted.
These convicted persons received sen¬
tences amounting in the aggregate to
2.Î7B6 years, six months and eleven
days and paid fines totaling $-11,140.
The American Automobile Associa¬

tion took an active part in supporting
the Dyer anti-theft bill which was
prepared by Representative L. C. Dyer,
of Missouri, who is an active member
of the Automobile Club of Missouri,
and who was assisted in obtaining
facts necessary for the preparation of
this measure by the Automobile Club
of Mit-Souri and'the American Automo¬
bile Association.
Any doubt, as to the need for such

a measure is dissipated by the presen¬
tation of the above figures which show
a material reduction in the percentage
o,' motor ci rs stolen since the law
went into effect.

Credit for the enforcement of this
law, which has resulted' in such a large
percentage of arrests, is largely due
to William J. Burns, head of the Bu¬
reau of Investigations, Department of
Justice. Mr, Bums has given especial
attention to automobile thefts, realiz¬
ing the C7ctent of this industry, for it
had become an industry, and has
placed some of his best operatives on
these cases,
The outstanding feature of the Dyer

law is tl«.e fact that it placea interstate
transportation of stolen motor vehicles
under Federal law and makes such an

action punishable in Federal courts.
Before the passage of this act there
had been built up a great and growing
traffic in stolen motor vehicles, con¬

ducted by gangs who maintained as¬

sembling' factories at various points
and who, through their ability to trans¬
pose parts of various machines, one
to the other, were able to so alter a

stolen car as to make it practically un¬

recognizable"- to the original owner.
At the present time officials of the

A. A. A. are working in conjunction
with Federal officials and heads of
other organisations in an endeavor to
induce motor car manufacturers to per¬
manently mark all automobiles so as to
moke identification more easy. It is
hoped that results along this line Will
be obtained in the near future.
