Indeed, Tufter, which was the second
choice of his field of three, was more

or less lucky to drag down the $1,357.50
of tho parse money that went to the
winner. 'ihe r.-c(«ding favorite, the
Marone «Stable's Whisk, that opened at
odds-on to drift to 6 to 6, was perhaps
by far the be»t at the weights. But he
suffered from a senseless ride on the
part of Jim.T.y ButwelL

Batwell's Poor Judgment
This veteran knight of the pigskin

used up hi:* mount and himself in an

early dash that would have done credit
to John Gilpin himself. Butwell went
away aß if heading for tho end of a
three-quarters sprint. He raced at
breakneck »peed awrfy out to a long
lead, and even after shaking the others
as far as ho pleased refused to rate his
mount. Up the "hill" of the back-
»t retch he flew for the far turn, with
never a "breather" for hia laboring
ateed.

Little H. Thomas, on the other hand,
took Tnftcr by the head and rated him
off his killing pace until he had scaled
San Jut*.!:. He was content grndually
to make up his disadvantage around
the turn til!, »winging for home, Tufter
had moved up to Whisk's throatlatch.
A couple of cuts of the whip wakened
up the challenger sufficiently to put him
on even terms. It was not difficult
then for Tufter to race Whisk into
submission. Whisk had burned him¬
self up in the first six furlongs and had
little left when challenged. Tho win¬
ner was only galloping at the end,
Moze Goldblatt's Cherry Tree, the out¬
sider, was outrun at first, but closed
resolut«!;.- through the stretch.

politan standards, Han.icapper W. S.Vosburgh liad so skillfully adjustedtho weights that unusually spirited
cornpe« it i:>n resulted.

Harvard-Yale Tennis
Team Leading Britons

LONDON, July 28..The Harvard-
Yale lawn tennis team led six matches
to three to-day at the close of the first
day's play of their two days' engage¬
ment with Oxford-Cambridge at East¬
bourne. Unless the home team puts up
considerably better form to-morrow
they will have little chance of avenging
last year's defeat when the American
universities were victorious at New¬
port seven matches to six. Six sin¬
gles and three doubles matches were
played to-day, the visitors carrying off
honors in four singles and two doubles.
In the singles L. E. Williams, of Yale,
the intercollegiate champion of the
United States, played the best game for
the visitors, beating C. Ramaswami, of
Cambridge, and All-India international
title holder, 6.1, 6.4. M. D. Horn, of
Cambridge, captain of the English team
playing well below his best form, lost to
H. Ingraham, of Harvard, 6.2, 7.6,

A. B. Gravem and P. M. Doxon, both
of Oxford, showed the best form of the
home team, the former beating Morris
Duane, Harvard, 5.7, 6.1, 7.5, and
the latter defeating K. Pfaffinan, of
Harvard, 8.6, 6.2. In the doubles the
only unsuccessful American pair was
Duane and Ingraham, they losing tc
Ramaswami and Horn, 6.4, 3.6, 5.7.

Several Young Home-Bred Pros
Have Fine Records This Year

John Farrell, Winner of Recent Tournament at Shaw-
nee, Is Under 300 in Four Meets; Gene Sarazen
and George Kerrigan Also Showing Up Well

In the course of a discussion on golf nt Pinehufst, N. C, early last

spring, one noted golf critic said: "Our home-bred professionals, with the
exception of Hagen, have not done anything. A few years ago several
showed promise, but they have never fulfilled the promise."
We remarked that several youngsters«-«;

were appearing on the golf horizon
who showed all the earmarks of cham¬
pions. Having seen Sar.i7.en, Leo
Diegel, young George Kerrigan and
John Farrell and one or two others in
action during the winter season and
having noted their brilliant perform¬
ances, we could not but feel that t*hey
.were on their way. But the critic was

unconvinced and remained skeptical.
These youngsters, moreover, show no

signs of faltering. They are winning
their share of laurels "this season and
Sarazen, in this his third year out, has
captured tho national open champion¬
ship, in addition to the many prizes he
won last winter. George Kerrigan, al¬
though he did not do much at Skokie,
came through at Springfield, Mass., re¬

cently winning tho state open meeting
there with the remarkably low score
of 285.

Fine Record for Steady Golf
And now comes Farrell with a fine

victory in the Shawnee open tourna¬
ment. This lad has been due for such
a triumph all season. For in every
tournament he has played in this year
he has been under 300. We venture tc
say no other professional in the coun¬
try can produco a record for steadjgolf that is quite as good as that.

Farrell did not go South this sea
son until the North and South tourna¬
ment at Pinehurst. He had had n<
practice and reported with an injure«,foot. He was at a distinct disad¡vantage and withdrew at the end of th<first day's play.

B'_t those two rounds served to puhim into condition for tho tournament
at Washington and at White SulphuSprings. He finished second in eaclof these meetings. Early in the sprinii at Grassy Sprain a one-round professional meet was held and Farrelfinished second. Later in a simila
.tournament at Wykagyl, he was thinwith a score of 149. At Skokie h¡finished in the money with 299; lasweek at Siwanoy he finished second i¡«the P. G. A. qualifying round with 14Í¡and at Shawnee he le-d the field wit¡288.

Average Is 73 Per Round
He has played some twenty-onrounds in competition since earl¡spring and has nn average1of approxmately 73 per round.
