president of^ the Emergency Fleet Cor¬

poration, on the revision of the Ger¬
man contract.

It was said by Mr. Rossbottom that

the directora of the German Lim* were

dif-posed to meit the American officials
half way. and that the Shipping Board
was ab!<* to g«-t advantages which the
German who control valuable steam¬
ship facilities in Bremen, would not
have «rranted to a private concern. The
Lloyd'orBcials insisted before negotia¬
tion! were opened that the Americans
should make a survey of their organ¬
ization in Germany, with the result
that Mr Rossbottom and Mr. C!e«:g
undertook a three weeks' tour of the
coast «-ind interior cities, leaving Mr.
Love ami «Mr. Mc-Cormack to await
tr«*ir Jr-eturn in Bremen.

Wage rates,
hours of labor and working conditions
abroad are being studied.
