The land on the east side formerly
belonged to the city, but was acouired
by the railroad company when the
Grand Central Terminal was construct-
ed. It is used for parking and deliv-
ery purposes by the railroad and hy
the postoffice authorities. It is under-
stood that the city requires only an
easement for the roadway above the
resent space occupied by the railrond
relﬂm'c the ground space and facilities
for e use of the railroad ecompany.
For several years city authorities have
entleavored to reach an equitable
agreament with the railroad company
in regard to the matter, but it is said
the railroad has held out for prop-
erty on Park Avenue in exchange
which the city authorities considercd
out of all proportion in value as com-
pated with the easement.

Mr. Miller recently took the matter
Lp again with the railroad officials.
It was said at the Borough FPresident's
office yesterday that a satisfuectory ad-
igstment of the matter probably would
