Californian Plays Brilliant

Tennis in Crushing Opponent
#rs. Jessup and Mis8 Wills Triumph Over Mrs.

^lABRIC-HT, N. J.« Aug. 4..-William M. Johnston, of California,

won nis second leg on the Seabright challenge bowl this afternoon by
gdmißistering a crushing defeat to Richard Norria Williams 2d, of Long-
wood. Just forty-three minutes after Fred Mansfield, the veteran umpire,
had called the first point in the match, little Johnston had conquered the
brilliant Williams by a score of «5.0, 6.2, 6.3, even as he had done
last year in this same tournament '

As an exhibition of impressive power

and perfect stroking Johnston's playing
to-day has rarely been equaled. The

farmer national champion was a de¬
sdedir different player when facing
£', 0id rival this afternoon than the
àeem who had been going througn the
v»-ous rounds to the final bracket at
« leisurelv pace. From the time he
«tt-ack the'first bail until Williams had
w the final J>oint of the match with

compelled*to hurry his shots because
of the very fury of "Little Bill's" at¬
tack and under this continual pressure
Williams was forced into errors.

Where, against Gobcrt ar.d Hunter, the
Longwood ace had been winning with
delicately executed trap shots, alter¬
nated with his own whiplash drives,
to-day Williams was piling up errors,
«¡id aginst the whirlwind brand of ten¬
nis that Johnston was producing these
errors were an insurmountable obsta¬
cle to William»'« hopes.

Mrs. Mallory on Losing Team
Mrs. Marion Zinderstein Jessup and

Miss Helen Will« won the women's
doubles by defeating Mrs. Molla Bjur-
stedt Mallory and Miss Phyllis Walsh
at 11.9, 6.2. The first set was a

struggle of the keenest kind, with Mrs.
Mallory working desperately hard to
turn the tide ill the face of great odds.
Mrs. Jessup and Miss Wills worked to¬
gether beautifully, both favoring the
r.et position from which to direct their
main attack.
Miss Walsh, although she occasional¬

ly came through with sparkling shots
at her post by the net, made a dis-
tres3ing!v hiph total of errors after
Mm, Mallory's splendid forcing shots
had opened the path wide for the
"kill." Time after time the Philadel-
phian landed returns of "sitters" in
the net or volleyed easy shots out of
court. This was a fatal handicap
against the spirited attack of the
young East-West combination, and
after the first set had been fought out
to a finish Mrs. Jessup and her sixteen-
year-old partner went through the sec¬
ond set quickly, allowing their oppo¬
nents only two games.

R. P. Oarkson, of New York, um¬

pired this match, with the line calling
done by an all-femir.ine cast. The
Misses Helen Ward and Claire Kellogg
acted as officials at the score board,
and extremely fetching officials they
ñadí.
Following his singles match with

Williams, Johnston paired with J. <¦>*.
Ander.» on. of Australia, in the doubles
and defeated the Kinsey brothers, Rob¬
ert ar.d Howard, of California, by a
«core of 6.3, 7.5 in the semi-final
round. Johnston was the sa:ne terrific
attacker in this match that he had
proved himseif to be in the singles,
and it was largely through his aggres¬
siveness that he and Anderson won in

« straight sets. The tall Australian, al¬
though inclined to be erratic at times,
on the whole backed hi3 partner up
well, bringing off some spectacular vol¬
leys and severe smashes of lobs. The
Kirseys were not at their best to-day,
their shots not having the necessary
pace or depth to bother the opposing
pair.

set is a record of Johnston's tre¬mendous forcing ground strokes. Inthe next four games Williams could
get only three points, and these asthe result of "nets" by Johnston. TheCalifornian was doing wonderful
execution with his mighty forehand
drives, the shots opening up gaps inWilliams's court that Johnston was as
quick as a hawk in taking advantageof. He came tearing in behind his
battering ram drives and ended mat¬
ters with perfect overhand volleys.Just eight minutes that opening set
required in the playing, almost unbe¬
lievable, when it is considered that
Williams was Johnston's opponent,
yet that was the actual time as meas¬
ured by my watch. Twenty-four points
to six were the totals. And Williams
unable to win a game.

Williams Breaks Through
They started the second set with

Johnston pulling the visor of his soft
gray cap down a bit more firmly over
his eyes. Again it was the Californ-
ian's turn to start service, but this
time Williams made a spirited re¬
sistance before Johnston won the
game after Mansfield had three times
called "deuce." Williams had ap¬parently come to realize that he must
break up Johnston's attack in some
manner if the rout were to be stopped,and he began forcing his way to the
net position, even in the face of the
terrific driving attack that Johnston
was uncovering.
Williams caught one of "Little Bill's"

ferocious forehanders and sent the
hall darting back for a volleying place
to the side line. In spite of two double
faults Williams won the game by ac¬
tually forcing his opponent into errors.
The next game went to Johnston at
"love," with Williams making three
"nets" and an "out" under the Cali-
fornian's withering fire. The fourth
game went to the Easterner, as John-
ston was hurried into errors by the
speed of Williams's shots, and for the
last point Dick crashed home a service
ace.
The fact the score was 2-all then

misled some of those watching to be¬
lieve that Williams was going to have
a voice in affairs during the remainder
of the match. But Johnston himself
dissipated all this by working up an¬
other irresistible attack that soon had
Williams making errors.
More than once Williams attempted

to stem the floodgates of Johnstons
speed, and against almost any othor
player than the little Californian he
might have succeeded. But Johnston
was not to be denied. He \as attack¬
ing, always attacking, and, althoughWilliams was improving momentarilyand the rallies were growing in feroc¬
ity, it was usually Johnston who
ended matters with an unbeatable shot.
His anticipation was remarkable, and
on several occasions, when Williams
sought to gain his ends by trap shots,
Johnston refused to be beaten, but got
up to the ball and made the return.

"Little Bill" gathered in the next
four games, although he had to battle
mere fiercely for his points now, and
this gave him the second act at 6.2
and a lead that must have shaken Wil¬
liams's nerve, although he showed no
signs of such a thing.

Longwood Star Rallies
Johnston took the first game of the

last set on his service, but then Wil¬
liams thrilled the crowd by running
off the next two games at "love," two
placements of his own and six errors
by Johnston telling the tale. It looked
at this stage as though the Californian
was beginning to falter a bit, and no
wonder, when you consider the pace ai
which he had been traveling.

But it must have been that Johnston
was taking only a "breather," for he
started another campaign of furious
stroking and tigerish aggressiveness
that carried him through the next two
sessions victoriously. The games stood
at S.2 and for Williams it was a
desperate situation. Realizing this, he
fought grimly for the sixth game, and
won, after the points had touched
"deuce" five times.
Again there appeared a gleam of

hope for the Easterner, but the lightfaded slowly as Johnston took the
seventh game, then the eighth and
finally the ninth, for the set and match.
Williams, racing back after Johnston's
deeply placed drive, mado a dyingeffort to stave off defeat with a driv¬
ing lob, but, out of position, he had
no control over the stroke and the
ball landed far back of Johnston's base
line. Casting one backward glance to
see it hit the ground, Johnston ran
forward to extend the victor's hand to
Williams, the brilliant but defeated.

Belyea Captures Association
Singles Sculls Championship

Veteran Looms Up as Contender for Hoover's Title
After Fine Performance in Rowing Regatta on;Schuylkill River; N. Y. A. C. Oarsmen Victorious
PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 4..Hilton Belyea, the thirty-seven-year-oldveteran sculler of St. John's, New Brunswick, gave two remarkable dis-

plays of his prowess to-day in annexing the Association singles crown at!
the Golden Jubilee regatta of the National Association of Amateur Oars¬
men, over the mile and a quarter straightaway course on the Schuylkill1*>*_ <iv-_

Belyea looms as a strong challenger
for Walter Hoover's supremacy with
the sculls. To-morrow he faces Paul
Costello, of the Vesper Boat Club, this
city, and Louis Zeha, of the First Bo¬
hemian, New York, in the race which
carries with it the singles title. Judged
by his ri.ce3 to-day, it will take a

sturdy rival to beat him. Hoover will
not defend his title because he has not
had sufficient time to get in condition
since his trip abroad.
Belyea twice to-day beat Edward Mc-

Guire, of Buffalo. The first heat of
the race found Henry Heller, of the
Lone Star B. C, New York, and Me-
Guire off to a speedy start. Belyea
timed his race, closing up at the three-
quarter-mile point, and winning in easy
fashion. J. E. Garrett Gilmore, of the
Bachelor Barge Club, Philadelphia, won
the second qualifying heat from Rus¬
sell Codman jr., Union B. C. Boston.
Gilmore led at all' stages of the race.

Belyea Wins Easily
In the final heat Belyea again played

a waiting game, letting McGuire and
Gilmore go out in front only to catch
his local rival at half a mile and pass
him, then overtake McGuire at the mile
and win with evident ease.
The Duluth Boat Club crews shared

with Schuylkill Navy and New York
oarsmen the glory of winning other
feature races. Jim Ten Eyck's inter-
mediate eight jumped ahead of New
Rochelle at the start, and although the
race was rowed in a terrific downpour
of rain the Westerners managed to
gradually keep ahead and win by two
lengths. Arundel, of Baltimore, was al¬
ways third, half a length ahead of
Undine, of this city.
Duluth's youthful intermediate four

overtook Vesper's, of this city, at the
mile post and left them in the rear in
the last quarter. Less than an hour
later the same Dulutn crew undertook
to lower the colors of a fresh Vesper
four in the international race, but fell
short by a scant two feet in the great¬
est race of the day.

Vesper, stroked by Kent. Myers, bow
oar in the Pennsylvania barge's senior
four, finalists in the 1920 Olympic re-
gatta, managed to get a half length
lead in the first mile. Duluth's great
spurt near the finish cut Vesper's lead
to three feet, but the local crew ral-
lied and won.

Louis Zeha, of the first Bohemians,I despite an erratic course in the first |half of the 440-yard dash, clipped the I
water at a forty to the minute beat and
won from Tom Rooney, former sculling
champion, by eight feet.
The clever 150-pound crew of the

Undine Barge Club, Philadelphia,
George W. Allison bow, John Blessing
stroke, proved the class of this event,
an added fixture by the Schuylkill
navy.

New York A. C. Crew Wins
The New York A. C. crew won the in-

termediate quadruple sculls, another
added feature. The Union B. C, of
New York, set the pace for three-quar-
ters of a mile and then New York A. C.
spurted and won.

her classmate Carolina this afternoon in the squadron run from Matta-
poisett Harbor to thin old whaling port, and thereby captured the historic
Hear Commodore Cup offered for sloops. Led by Carolina all the waythrough a fierce ten-mile beat into the teeth of a brisk southwest breeze,and still trailing in a close reach of more than thirteen miles, Istalena
came from behind in the last hundred yards of this twenty-four mileflio-nt to win hv olovon «won."!« «Í»-...-.-.
"Some race!" shouted the weather-!

beaten oldtimer« as they forgot their
barnacled dignity sufficiently to toss
up their hats.
Captain Louis Blix, who has seen al¬

most as many yacht races as the ven-
érable William F. Stevens and Commo-
dore Arthur Aldricige, nearly fell over¬
board as the tall sloops swept down on
the line dead abeam and so close that
a grand piano could have been tossed
from one to the other. It is an odd
thing to hear people shout at the fin¬
ish of a yacht race, unless it it- a shout
raised for liquid refreshment. But theyshouted this evening as these giantsloops bore down on the lino absolute-
ly abreast and with their great white
wings silhouetted against the purple
remains of a glorious sunset.
"Come on you Istalena!" they shouted.
"Come on you Cardinal "

Istalena to the Windward
At the end of that long, heartbreak¬

ing reach, during which Istalena made
up, inch by inch, what she had lost
in the ten-mile beat against the wird,
the black-hulled Carolina stiil had a
lead that seemed to those grouped
about the committee boat Nourmahal
to assura her of victory. She was to
nindward of her white competitor and
when she came about to make the
short tack to the finish line Ista'ena'si
case seemed hopeless.

Istalena carried on s little farther
than Carolina before coming about
and it may have been this that df-
*cided the issue in her favor. Carolina,
standing in closer to West Chop, proba¬
bly felt the back wash of the tide that
was sweeping around this point. At
any rate as she straightened out for
tho line she seemed to lose much, of
her headway and Istalena began to
creep up.

Carolina's precious advantage began
to disappear in the smother of foam
under Istalena's frothing bow. On and
on came the white sloop until her nose
was on Carolina's weather quarter.
They were then but a hundred yards
from the finish. Istalena's gallant rush
carried her up until she had Carolina
blanketed, and that was the fatality
that wrecked the black boat's chances.
She wilted then and Istalena went out
to win by eleven seconds.

Carolina is owned and wa» sailed to¬
day by Vice-Commodore George Nich¬
ols, of the New York Yacht Club. It
is an interesting fact that both_ Ista¬
lena and Carolina, starting five minutes
after the schooners beat all the two-
stickers to the finish line. Harpoon,
the property cf F. D. M. Strachan, fin-
ished third among tho "Fifties." Her
victory this evening was the second
that Istalena has won in two days.
Yesterday she captured the Navy Chal¬
lenge Cup for sloops in the run from
Newport to Mattapoisset,

Flying Cloud a Winner
The Rear Commodore's cup offered

for schooners was won to-day by Fly¬
ing Cloud, owned by Winthrop W. Ai-
drich. She was also the winner, on
corrected time, of the navy challenge
cup for schooners yesterday, in that
contest. Commodore Harold S. Vander-
bilt's Vagrant beat her to the line by
a wide margin and her time allowance
saved her. This afternoon Flying
Cloud, a much smaller schooner than
Vagrant, beat the latter boat for boat
as she did the rest of the schooners.
Vagrant and Ohonkara had a great bat¬
tle for second place, and the latter won
by twenty-seven seconds.
The long windward thrash undoubt¬

edly played a great part in Flying
Cloud's victory, and the lead she gained
in thi3 leg enabled her to hold off the
larger boats in the reach to the line.
John S. Lawrence's Squaw was the

victor among the "forties." H. S.
Duell's Rowdy was second and Pampero
was third. '
Twenty-six yachts took part in the

run to-day, which is the same number
that raced from Newport. The loss of
Queen Mab was made up for by the ad¬
dition of the schooner Virginia, owned
by H. G. S. Noble, who joined the fleet
at Mattapoisett.

Vagrant Opens Up Lead
Flying Cloud, the winner of to-day's

spectacular struggle among the schoon¬
ers, was the fourth to cross the finish
line and at that time seemed to have
no chance with Commodore Vander-
bilt's Vagrant. The latter crossed the
line well up to windward, and was close
on the heels of the little Cygnet, owned
by H. Earl Kimball, which was the first
over. Half an hour after the schooners
had been sent away Vagrant appeared
to be well to windward of the rest of
the fleet and to have a commanding
lead.

E. Walter Clark's Irolita followed
Flying Cloud over, and astern of her
was Virginia. The schooners took a
few short hitches and then stood off on
a long tack to starboard. There was a

snappy duel between Istalena and Car¬
olina for the windward berth, and Car¬
olina won it and led over the line by a
few seconds. She went over on the
starboard tack and was followed by
Istalena on the port tack, and foot'ng
fast. F. D. M. Strachan's Harpoon was
third across the line.
The 40-footer8, the largest class tak¬

ing part in this cruise, were sent away
at 1:35, and made a beautiful start.
H. S. Duell was a little too speedy, and
took Rowdy over before the signal was
raised and was recalled to start again.
The other six "forties" went over
closely grouped and all stood off on the
starboard tack." The "thirties" were

strung all along the line in their start,
and were led by S. C Pirie's Oriole.
To-mórrow's run, which takes the

squadron to Provincetown, will be
started off the breakwater at 5:30 a. m.
