They
have embodisd this truism in statutory
law prohibiting traffic in obscene and
filthy publications. It is not probable
that a civilized people in its arduous
progress toward a higher plane will
suffer these laws to be ignored or to
go uninforced.”

Mr. Sumner said the proposal for
voluntary submission for revision of
book manuscripts waz made originally
by a publisher, and that of thirty let-
ters sent out to as many representative
publishers twenty replies were re-
c?ived, ten of them fiuvorable to the
plan.

“Literature is a potent foree n
shaping our morals,” he declared. “In
recent years home life has broken
down because of so many outside in-
terests. There is no poison warning
on the covers of books and the imprint
of the name of & responsible publisher
is no guaranty that the contents are
genuine.” !

Mr. Sumner said that the variocus
prohibitory laws for the betterment of
puhlic morals form the penalty for liv-
ing in organized society.
