Senate Clears
Way for Final«/

Vote on Tariff
Finance Committee Duty on

Oi! Cake Rejected! After
Reed Criticize» Gooding;Other Amendment« Win

House Sentiment Sought
La Follette To Be Barred as

Conferee Because of In¬
sistence on Lower Rates

From The Tribune's Washington Bureau
WASHINGTON, Aug. 14..Under the

agreement for a vote on the tariff bill
next Saturday the Senate made rapid
progress to-day in the consideration
of Finança Committee amendments.
The sundries schedule was practically
completed, and most of the items on
the free list disposed of. The com¬
mittee amendments must be acted on
by to-morrow night.
The Finance Committee rates were

upheld in nearly all cases to-day and
with little likelihood that they will be
changed except in a few instances. At¬
tention is being directed toward what
will happen to the measure in confer¬
ence and how Jong it will take to en¬
act it.

Bar La Follette as Conferee
Finance Committee Republicans have

decided to shut Senator La Follette off
the list of conferees on the bill. As
a matter of seniority, the Republicanconferees would be McCumber, Smoot
and La Follette. However, La Follette
is for lower rates than those of the
Finance Committee, and hence the
leaders will not permit him to serve.
Senators McCumber and Smoot and
one other will be the Rcnublican con¬
ferees. Senators Dillingham, McLean
and Curtis are not willing to serve,and Senator Watson or Senator Calder
is likely to be the third Republican.The question of American valuation
or foreign valuation is expected to be
the chiei sticking point in conference.
Senate heads believe the House con¬
ferees will give way and accept for¬
eign valuation, provided the flexible
tariff features are framed to suit them
and to give enough consideration to
American valuation so that the Presi¬
dent can apply it when he finds it
necessary to equalize difference in cost
of production.
House sentiment will be eagerly can¬

vassed by Senate leaders when the
House reconvenes to-morrow to learn
whether House members want the
tariff bill enacted before election.

Efforts of the Finance Committee to¬
day to impose a duty of a half a cent
a pound on oil cake and oil meal, prod¬
ucts widely used in feeding cattle
and other livestock, met defeat. On a
roll call the duty proposed was beaten,
31 to 23, and the products were put
on the free list, where they are un¬
der the present law. Senator Wads-
worth was one of the objectors to the
proposed duty and Senator Calder also
lined up against it. Wadsworth said
there was four times as much oil
cake produced here as imported and
it was important for the farming and
livestock interests that the duty should
not be imposed.

Reed Criticizes Gooding
Senator Reed took occasion to assail

Senator Gooding.
"I am getting very weary," said Sen¬

ator Reed, looking at Senator Gooding,j "of things being done in the name of
the farm bloc and the farmer. Everytime this happens the scaly head of
some trust arises as the real bene¬
ficiary of the tax. I am getting wearyof Senators arising on this floor and
assuming to apeak for the farmer.
This tax which is here proposed on
oil cake and oil meal would benefit
no one but the linseed oil trust. SomeSenators seem to be more interested in
wool than in the farme:."

Senator Walsh, of Montana, made a
light to reduce the rates of the Finance
Committee on lead pencils, but was
beaten, 33 to 32. The committee ralos
are 40 cents per gross and 45 per cent
ad valorem.
At the instance of Senator Robin¬

son Senator McCumber accepted a 40
per cent duty on umbrellas. The com-mittee originally had put the rate at
50 per cent.

Cork on Short Fare as
Rebels Cut Rail Lines

City Isolated for Five Days,With All Bridges Down; Free
Staters Hold Town Hall

DUBLIN, Aug. 14 (By The Associ¬
ated Press)..Blowing up of the rail¬
road bridges on all lines out of Cork
by the retreating irregulars has made
the food situation acute in that city.All rail contact with this city and
other towns has been cut off now for
five days, and Cork is reported to beI on short rations. Lines to Queens-town, Youghal and Mallow, the last
named on the direct line to Dublin,
are out of commission and the de-
struction of the viaduct bridge cuts
off West County, Skibbereen and the
Bantry districts.
The latest news received here con-

cerning the situation at Droghcda is
to the effect that the Town Hall is still
held by the nationals, who have lifted
the rails on the viaduct north of the
town to prevent a train with irregu-lars getting through from Dundalk,! where the irregulars are now in con-
trol.

i In Dundalk, Queens Hotel was de-
stroyed and the Anne Street barracks
blown up. The irregulars captured the
workshops of the Great Northern Rail¬
way. At Kellystown the irregularsleft the train to march on Drogheda.Reinforcements are being sent to the
aid of the nationals.

Smith Indorsed in
Washington County;
Hearst Loses Again

W. A. Huppuch, Whom Ed¬
itor Tried to Oust, Is I
Chosen for State Commit-1
teeman by Organization

Special Dispatch to The Tribune
HUDSON FALLS, N. Y., Aug. 14,.

The Washington County Democratic
committee, meeting here to-day, unani-
mously indorsed Alfred E. Smith as its
choice for Governor this fall. The or-

ganization also indorsed Wintield A.
Huppuch for State Committeeman .o
succeed himself.
Mr. Huppuch, former chairman of

the Democratic State Committee, ano a

persistent foe of William Randolph
Hearst, offered the resolution support-
ing ex-Governor Smith. As he rose
there was a deafening outburst of ap-
clause. It was the fist time the organ.-
ton had met since Mr. Hearst, had
thrown $20,000 into this county to elim-
inate Mr. Huppuch from public life.
Mr. Huppuch offered the following

resolution:
"Resolved, That the Democratic com-

mittee candidate of Washington County
go unqualifiedly on record as favoring
the renomination of ex-Governor Alfred
E. Smith as the Democratic candidate
for Governor of New York State. His
popularity was demonstrated in the
campaign of 1920, when in the face of
the Republican tidal wave which passed
over the United States he ran more
than 1,000,000 votes ahead of his ticket
in the state.something absolutely un¬
precedented in the political annals of
the country.and had it not been for
the fact that it was Presidential year
prominent Republicans conceded that
he would have been re-elected by a

majority of 350,000 or 400,000.
"We firmly believe that for personal

popularity and as a vote, getter and as
a loyal Democrat there is no one that
has the chance of election that he has
as Governor of the State of New York."
The county committee also indorsed

Mr. Huppuch unanimously for tho
nomination* for state committeeman,
although the Hearst forces weie pres¬
ent in the persons of James E. Ryan
and J. Kelleher, of Fort Edward. Both
held proxies.

It was to Mr. Ryan, the president of
the Pulp and Paper Makers' Union,
that William J. Conners gave the or¬
ders that Mr. Huppuch must be de¬
feated at all .¡osts. To-day's action of
the Washington County Democratic
Committee was tlu first answer of the
local Democrats to the Hearst-Conners
Ryan overtures.

Runyon Threatens Suit
Against Gov. Edwards

Says He and Mrs. Donges, Jer¬
sey Commilteewoman, Assert¬

ed He Was a Wet "Dry"
State Senator William N. Runyon,

of Newark, candidate for the Repub¬
lican nomination for Governor of New
Jersey, in a statement, issued yester¬
day indicated that he may institute
suits against Governor Edwards and
Mrs. Raymond W. Donges, Democratic
State Co'mmitteewoman. for an alleged
nttack upon his personal character.
Senator Runyon said that in a speech

at Collingwood Saturday Mrs. Donges
is reported to have declared that "Run¬
yon, while talking 'dry' in a speech in
Camden recently, had such a 'skate'
on that he couldn't stand still."
The Senator also said he had been

informed that Governor Edwards, in-
conversation with a number of per¬
sons at his recent putxTc reception at
Sea Girt, made a charge of similar
import.
"So serious is the situation created

by Mrs. Donges that a mere denial on
my part will not furnish voters with
sufficient proof," he said. "I purposewithout delay to ask her for a com¬
plete retraction in as public a manner
as that in which the charge was made.
If she refuses this I will be obliged to
adopt more compelling means to estab¬
lish the truth. I am causing an in¬
vestigation to be made into the re¬
ported statement of Governor Ed¬
wards, and if it is proved he made
this statement I will pursue the same
course toward him.''
