Greater 'amplification oí th«? capital
structure of the Bethlehem Steel Cor¬
poration, with full voting powers
granted to all tha holder» of the com¬

mon stock, is provided for in the plan
by which the acquisition of the Lacka¬
wanna Steel Company is to be accom¬
plished.
Eugene G. Grace, president of Beth¬

lehem, in making public details of the
parcha.e plan yesterday said that in¬
stead of being dominated by a few
large stockholders, the consolidated
corporation would be under direction
of all the shareholders, and that the
acta of both himself and Charles M.
Schwsb. chairman of the board, would

* be subject to approval at the annual
meetings of the company.
The statement ' to stockholders

.pointed out that while no additional
. financing would be required in connec¬

tion with the Lackawanna purchase, it
Ärill eventually be wise to spend from
'$10,000,000 to $15,000,000 in improving
$¡tnd enlarging the Buffalo plant. This
will be accomplished through the pub¬
lic offering of $15,000,000 new 7 per
'«tent cumulative preferred stock.
, Two Classes of Stock

Simplification of the company's finan-
eial structure is proposed through con¬
solidating the entire outstanding stocks
into two classes, viz.: 7 per cent cumu¬
lative, preferred stock with full voting
powers and common stock with voting
powers. In order to accomplish this it
proposed to offer stockholders the op¬
portunity of exchanging their holdings
on the following basis:
The existing $30,000,000 8 per cent

cumulative convertible preferred stock
to be exchangeable for new 7 per cent
cumulative preferred stock, for a lim¬
ited period on the basis of $115 in new
stock for each share of the old stock,
and thereafter, until the privilege shall
be terminated by the board of directors.
The existing $15,000,000 of 7 per

cent non-cumulative preferred stock,
and the additional stock of this class
"to be issued in connection with the
Lackawanna purchase, to be exchange¬
able' for new 7 per cent cumulatve
preferred stock dollar for dollar.

Stockholder:« to Act Soon
The letter, which II signed by Mr.

¡Grace and Mr. Schwab, states' that
J members of the Bethlehem board,
whose holdings consist principally of
preferred and common shares with
full voting powers, and other large
stockholders have approved the pur¬
chase plan, which is to be acted upon
by stockholders of both Bethlehem and
Lackawanna at special meetings called
for September 18 at Newark.
Under the contract of purchase the

consideration to bo paid for all the
properties of the Lackawanna company,in addition to the assumption by Beth¬
lehem of the existing liabilities and
obligations of the Lackawanna com¬
pany, is $308,680 in cash and a par
amount of Bethlehem capital stock
equal in par value to the outstanding
stock of the Lackawanna company.
The new Bethlehem stock thus to be
issued amounts to $35,108,500, consist¬
ing of $12,600,000 7 per cent non-cumu¬
lative 7 per cent preferred and $22,-
608,500 clags B common.

Reserve System's Gold
Holdings Off $5,000,000
Ratio Decline» .2 P. C; Bills

Increase as Commercial
Rediscounts Drop

Only slight changes occurred in the
position of the Federal Reserve Sys-
tem last week, according to the state-
ment of condition as of August 18,
issued yesterday. The most striking
item of the display was a recession in
gold reserves of $5,000,000, the first re-

ported in many weeks. Bill holdings
increased about $3,000,000, despite a

drop of $7,000,000 in commercial redis¬
counts. On the side of liabilities the
reserve .account of member banks rose

slightly^more than $6,000.000 and there
wag a shrinkage of $5,000,000 in circu¬
lation. The decline in the ratio from
80.4 to 80.2 per cent reflected the in¬
significance of the variation in the
money and credit situation.
The condition of the New York Re¬

serve Bank was also virtually static,
the ratio going off from 87.8 to 87.2
per cent. A loss of $17,000,000 through
the gold settlement fund was chiefly ef-,
fective in causing this decline. Bill
holdings rose more than $7,500,000, the

! increase being distributed over all
classes.

Survey Shows Latin-American
Trade on the Upward Treuil

Dr. Klei« Sees Normal Com-
merce After Year of Re¬
adjustment : Volume Now
Larger Than in 1914

i WASHINGTON, Aug. 17. Latin-
'American trade is clearly on the up-!
ward trend despite the sharp decline in

| the flow of commerce between this
country and the Southern Republics
during the past/isenl year, according to
a survey of the situation made to-day
by Dr. Julius Klein, director of the
Bureau of Foreign and Domestic Com-
merce of the Commerce Department.
Readjustment from abnormnl condi-

tions he found to be mainly responsible
for the reduction of Latin-American
imports into the United States from
$1.181,000,000 in 1921 to $601,000,000 in
1922, and the decline in exports to
South America from $1,803,000,000 in
1921 to $498,000,000 in 1922. There has
been, he declared, some unjuntified
alarm over the marked decline as
shown by the recent figures, but the
causes of this reduction are in no sense
ominous.
"The twelve months in question," Dr.

Klein said, "simply represent a period
of readjustment from a year of ab-
normal, and in many ways un-
healthy trade inflation down to the
proportions justified by the normal
economic relations among the Ameri¬
can Republics. The beginning of 1921
found on hand in the United States
large stocks of most of the raw mate¬
rials coming from Latin-America, and
during the period of readjustment the
consumption of these stocks and the
demand for new ones was slow. Like
conditions prevailed in Latin America
with respect to our goods."
Recent improvement has been shown

in the Argentine hide market, the Bra¬
zilian coffee tnarket and the Chilean
nitrate market, he said, which promise
an early improvement in the general
trade situation.
"The value of ¡«tr Latin-American

trade in both directions for the first
half of 1922," he said, "was two-thirds
greater than in the first half of 1914,
which is a significant gain even after
allowing for changes in price levels
during the interval. Since the bottom
of the dip in the inter-American trade
curve was reached last fall the trend
has been steadily upward, with
marked acceleration during June which
promises well for the future and seems
to indicate a permanent recovery from
the post-war confusion."
