Naval Reserves Return
After Two Weeks’ Cruise

Flotilla Went Thro Train-
ing in New land Waters;
Ins Friday

After a'two weeks' training crulse in
New England waters the Naval Re-
serves of the Sixth Battalion on board
two Eagle boats, under Commander R.
J. Wilson, raturned yesterday after-
noon to their hase at the East Twenty-
fourth Btreet pler. The flotilla, which
had lifted anchor at Vineyard Haven,
Mags,, on Friday morning, was met
down the bay by Commander Charles
Boon, head of the Sixth Battalion, whao
boarded the vessels and Inspected
them,

This was the second cruise of the
three which the Naval Reserves make
every summer to keep its membrs fit
and ready for any emergency. On
board the two Eagle boats, Nos. 16 and
45, wvessela somewhat larger than a
submarine chaser and built during the
war, were thirty officers and 170 men,
The flotilla left New York on August
5 and made ita first stop at New Lon-
don, Conn., where the presence of mev-
eral submarines gave the Eagle crew
an’ opportunity to =study the actual
maneuvering of “subs” under water.

Other ports made by the Eagle boats
were Mlock Island, R. 1.; Newport and
Vineyard Haven, where the flotilla re-
mained for four days. During the crulss
the men were put through all the var-
ious drill practices and the training
of the regular navy. The officers were
given individual instructions in battle
practice, and whenever fog was en-
countered they were taught the secrets
of fog-runming, On the first eruige
this summer, Admiral Sims inspected
the flotilla while it was lying off New-
port and expressed his admiration for
the effectiveness of the training and
the excellent condition of the ships.
