IHe
had, the police allege, forged the name
of Louis Bamberger, the Newark de-
partment store proprietor, to a ¢heck
for £15,000. The check was presented
it the Newark office of Post & Flagg,
but the brokers gave the boy a dummy
package, had kim followed to his meet-
ing place with the alleged forgeyr, and
the man wag caught, y

Mr. Bamberger told the police that
about three weeks ago some one tele-
phoned to him for the name of a
reliable bank. He suggested the Na-
tional Newark and Essex Banking
Company, at Broad and Clinton streets,
Newark: A couple of days later came
a letter with the same request, which
Mr. Bamberger answered over his sig-
natare.

Last Wednesday a stranger appeared
at the Post & Flagg office with a cer-

tified check on the Newark and Essex
bank signed by Mr. Bamberger., He
inguired about stocks, and espeecially
about United States Steel.

Sent Boy for Money

' On Friday the stranger telephoned
to Post & Flagg, saying he was leaving
hastily for Havana, hoping to arrive
there before his father dled, and asked
the bankers for $500 in cash and §14,-
500 in Liberty bonds, They usked him
to eall, but he did not show up. Then
yesterday the stranger telephoned
again, saying he was packing for his
voyage to Cuba and woeuld send a boy
with a check,
