"Fools Errant'' seemed a pretty fair
play last evening at Maxine Elliott's
Theater, despite the fact that great
deeds were expected from him who
edits "Life." Its routine triangle
possessed some unusual quirks; its
characters were persons of wealth and
importance, and its speech was like
that in the works of Channing Pollock,
elegant, though not incredible. Mr.
Vincent Serrano, impersonating a

married man of the weak but not vicious
sort, discovered Miss Carlisle's role,
singing a plaintive French song in a

«orner of a Paris studio. She was, as
Mr. Shipman has it, "beautiful, pitiable
and therefore irresistible"; so he im¬
ported her to New York and kept he¬
bere in the silken chains of impro¬
priety. "It was that," so Miss Carlisle
said, being desperate, "or something
worse."

Equity Players Discuss
FormingNational Theater
Francis Wilson Says Organiza¬

tion Must Be "Of and For
the People"

The creation of a national theater.
American drama by American drama¬
tists.was discusjied yesterday at an
open meeting of the Equity Players, at
the Forty-eighth Street Theater, in
which prominent actors and actresses
tcok part.
"Our vision, our hope," said Francis

Wilson, president of the organization,
"is that the Equity Players shall be of
the people, by the people, for the peo¬
ple. There are millions of people year¬
ly going in and out of the doors of the
theater whose minds and morals are
greatly influenced by what they see andhear, yet the public has no control.
except by absence.over what is seen
and heard. Wc spend millions in
schools and colleges for the education
of our children up to adult age, but we
seem unwilling to spend a penny for
the control of the theater, which has a
powerful influence on people of all
ages.

"The object of the commercial the¬
ater is to make money, irrespective of
the material it uses. The object of the
Equity Theater is to make character
with regard for the material it pro¬duces and not to lose money in so do¬
ing. It rests with the public to upholdthe Equity Theater." .
One of the ideals voiced by Mr. Wil¬

son was the production of American
plays by American authors, but he con-
ressed that time was an important fac¬
tor, as the native drama could not be
built in a season.
The first play of the Equitp Playershas not been determined. It is to be

selected from three that have been
chosen out of hundreds read by the
committee.

Columbia Bill Reverts
To Ancient Burlesque

"Beef Trust Beauties" Violates
Promise of Promoters Thai
Vulgar Shows Shall Go

It has been possible in the last year
or two to recommend the burlesque
productions at t'.e Columbia Theater to
women and children and to others who
would ordinarily shudder at the
thought of entering a burlesque house.
The Columbia Amusement Company
was carrying on a consistost campaignto raise the standards of this type of
entertainments, to lift it from the
murk of the dark alley days, from the
shouts of the beer peddlers in the
aisles, and from the objectionable
"eooch" dancers to a more respected
place in the field of amusement. BillyWatson's "Beef Trust Beauties" in
"Krousemeyer's Alley," yesterday's of-j fering at the Columbia, showed that
the campaign had suffered a serious
relapse; that burlesque, as far as this
production was concerned, had slippedback to its odious ways.
When comedians find it necessary to

fling stuffed objects, representing dead
cats, across the stage to provide en¬
tertainment; when the players attemptto extract laughs by bringing one of
those objects into he presence of men
and women assembled at a christeningparty; when the producers make an
obvious appeal with a chorus of fat
women, it is time for the ColumbiaAmusement Company to find out what
has happened to its plans to clean upburlesque. The public has been led to
expect better things, and if Billy Wat-con's "Beef Trust Beauties" is allowed

j to continue without decided changesand alterations, the public will bo priv¬ileged to suspect a serious breach offaith.

Outerbridge, ill From
Overwork, Sent to Bed

Fuel Commission Chairman Is
Prostrated hy Strain, and
Pneumonia Threatens

E. II. Outerbridge, chairman of the
new state Fuel Commission, on the
order of his physician, yesterday went
to bed to recover from a threatened at¬
tack of pneumonia, following a week of
very hard work in connection with the
impending fuel famine. Confirmation
of the report that Mr. Outerbridge was
suddenly prostrated was made by Le
Roy T. Harkness, Transit Commis¬
sioner, at his office yesterday. The
Transit Commission, the Public Serv¬
ice Commission and the Port Authority
constitute the Fuel Commission, with
Mr. Outerbridge, who is head of the
Port Authority, as chairman.
Soon after his appointment as head

of the Fuel Commission by the Gov¬
ernor Commissioner Outerbridge placed
orders for 100,000 tons of coal with
various producers for emergency uso
by hospitals and other institutions
under the control of the state.

"It is a case of overw-ork and strain,"
said Commissioner Harkness. "As soon
as Governor Miller grappled with the
fuel shortage Commissioner Outer-
bridge began working day and night
to get things in shape to handle New
York's quota of coal as soon as the
Federal government, begins to distribute
the limited production. The doctor,
after looking him over yesterday, or¬
dered him to bed and told him that he
was threatened with pneumonia.''
