AndShipBoard
May Stop Fight

New Plan to End Rate War
Gains Favor; Concessions
on Both Sides May Bring
a Renewal of Conference

U. S. Steamers To Be Sold

Agreement, if Reached, to
Result in Purchase of
Vessels by the Qyde Line

A new plan to end the late war in
the Colombian trade bertween the
United Fruit Company and the Ship¬
ping Board Clyde Line, Which has
driven rates from $16 to $3. a ton, is
»aid to be gaining favor on both sides
and may result in a restoration of
the confereacc.

Indirect overtures have been made
to both parties, it was learned yes-
terday, to bring about a settlement.
According to this plan, the Colombian
Corference would be restored, the
United Fruit Company would agree to
abide by the ratos and the Shipping
Board would undertake to setl its ves¬
sels on the route to private* owners,
probjbly to the Clyde Line, which is

now operating the ships for the
Board. jThe overtures have not yet reached
the point of actual negotiations, and
no comments could be obtained from
either interest. It was learned, how¬
ever, thaï an end of the present cut¬
throat competition would be attractive
to both parties and that developments
may be expected shortly.
The rate war began about font

months ago. It was started by the
United Fruit Company as n protest
against Shipping Beard competition
with the four American vessels which
the Fruit Company had placed in oper¬
ation. The Board asserted that with¬
drawal of the Clyde service would re¬
act more to the advantage of foreign
steamship lines than to American and
that it had also made definite contracts
which had to be honored. An incident
of the controversy was the resigna¬
tion of the United Fruit Company
from the America«* Steamship Owners
Association a« a protest against the
fact that the president of the latter,
H. H. Raymond, was also head of the
Clyde Lino. The association had re¬

peatedly gone on record against gov¬
ernment competition with privately
owned American ships.
The collapse of the Colombian Con¬

ference was followed by a cut of about
75 per cent in freight rates, leaving
hardly enough to pay «tevedoie
«charges. As a result of this situa¬
tion the Caribbean "Steamship Com¬
pany went into bankruptcy and the
Oriental Navigation Company with¬
drew from the trade.

It is possible that negotiations to
end the freight war may be held up
until the Shipping Board has rendered
a decision oh the withdrawal of its
ships from the intercoastal trade. A
similar situation exists in the latter
service, except that in this case the
government is competing entirely
against American steamers.

The larger liners are the Albert Bal-

lin, 22,000 groas tons, named for the

the Deutschland, a sister ship. These
will be ready for the summer season,going into service in May and June.
They will maintain alternate sailingswith the Resolute and Reliance of tne
United American Lines, giving a weeklyaervico between' New York, Chrnnel
ports and Hamburg. The new shipswill carry first, second and third class
passengers. All are approximately the
same speed und size and will give awell balanced line.
The other two steamers are the'

Thuringia and the Westphalia, sister
ships of 9,000 gross tons each, which
will replace the Bayern and the Wuort-
tcmburg. They are cabin and third
class and will sail direct from New
York to Hamburg, without calls at the
Channel ports. When this chango is
effected the Hamburg-American Lino
will have three ships, the Hansa re¬
maining in operation, and the United
American three of about the same type,the Mount Carroll, the Mount Clinton,and the Mount Clay.
The American Ship and Commerce

Corporation, for which the UnitedAmerican Lines is the managing agent,
entered into the contract with the
Hamburg-American Line more than a
year ago.
