DR. LEE BEN CLARK

ATLANTA, Ga., Aug. 24.—Dr. Lee

WILLIAMSTOWN, Mass., Aug. 24—
Cancellation of $6,500,000,000 of the
amount owed to the United States by
governments of Continental Europe and

co-oporation of America and Great
Britain in o!?erlnﬁ help under certain
conditions were the main points of an
economie rehabilitation seheme for Fu-
rope advanced at to-day's session of
the Institute of Politics by Dr. B. M.
Anderson, of ths Chase National Bank.
Dr. Anderson’s plan doe¢ not include
the remission of Great Britain's deht
to the United States. Among those
associated with Dr. Anderson in.draw-
ing up this plan were Paul D, Cravath
and former Secretary of the Treasury
David ¥. Houston,

Dr. Anderson puts the amount owed
by Eururc at seventeen instead of
elaven billions, The eleven billions are
owed to the American government by
European governments, but besides this
Dr. Anderkon ealculates European gov-
ernments owe two billions to American
private investors and four hillions in
“open ecredits” provided by Ameri-
cans. In the latter category come the
sums employed in the purchase of for-
eign currencies now so depreciated.

Suggests Exacting Reforms Also

“A solution could be found,” Dr. And-
erson sgid, “if Great Britain and the
United States, the two great creditors
of Continental Europe and the two
great sources from which Continental
Europe may expect to draw new cap-
ital, would jointly take a strong stand,
promiging ald but insisting upon re-
forme as an essential condition of such
aid, During the erisis through which
we have just passed we haverperfected
in the United States the institution of
the creditors’ committee as a substi-
tute for the drastic processes of the
bankruptey court. The creditors of an
embarragsed debtor get together and
work out a plan by which his affairs
can be straightened out.

"Great Britain and the United States
sitting as a creditors' committee for
Continental Europe might make the
following proposals for continental Eu-
rope:

“1, Public finances are to be straicht-
ened out by drastic eurtailment of ex-
penditures, including military expendi-
tures, and by drastic increase in taxa-
tion. The total expenditures of the
state should .be less than the total
ravenues of the state. Floating debts
should be funded into long-term issues.

"2, The fluctuating redeemable paper
money of’continentai Europe, which is
the most demoralizing single influence
affecting business and production in
Europe should be restored to a gold
basis by resumption of actual gold
payments. Hince it is obviously im-
possible for the Continental belliger-
ents to resume gold payments at the
pre-war parities, new and much lower
gold pars should be established at
which resumption of specie payments
can be apeegily begun and- certainly
muintained,

"3, There must be an economie settle-
ment of the foreign reparations ques-
tion which irn¥olves a great reduction
in the total amount demanded, a total
moratorium on payments for three to
five years (except as a foreign loan
may permit Germeny to pay something
on reparationg) and a fixed gradually

4. The elimination of the numer-
ous artificial trade barriers whicn dlf-
ferent countries of Europe, fearful f
imports from one another, have cstab-
liched.

Britain Can Pay, He Spys

“In consideration of these rTeforms
and only in consideration of thesa re-
forms tﬁe'governments of Great Brit-
ain and the United States ought to be
willing to cancel the debts of their
continental Allies to them, This does
not involve the cancellation of the
British debt to the United Statea gov-
ernment. With revival in continental
Europe Britain can pay this debt read-

ily enough. Britain is a solvent cred-
itor rather than an embarrassed
debtor,”

“The proceeds of new loans should
be employed only for necessary purposes
—that is, for really productive pur-
poses. Thig does not mean that there
should be a requiremeat that the
money should be spent in the country
which mskes the loan. Selfish re-
atrictive policies of all kinds should be
frowned upon,

“In this connection it may be well
to emphasize that if the present tariff
bill under consideration at Washington
is put through it will very largely
neutralize amivthing that may be done
to help straighten out the world’s
embarrassments.”

A playtime
in a playground where there was
plenty of room to run and romp, where
thero were no pushcarts, no juggernaut
trucks and speeding motors to beéwars
of, no jostling crowds of humanity to
interrupt the games that childhood
loves to play.

168,000 Days of Sunshine

More than a mere playtime, too, it
was., It gave wan boys and girls 168,-
000 days in the healing sunshine, days
that put color over the city pallor of)
their faces. ¢

It gave them 168,000 nights of sleep
away from the dead air of their tene-
ment sleeping quarters, nights in
reoms through which the sweet air of
the woods and fields had full sweep.

Allowing them twelve waking hours
ecach day, it gave them something over
2,000,000 hours of opportunity to see
the country, to learn about its crops,
its birda and flowers, its trece, its
mountains, its lakes, its streams. And
beyond those things, it gave them that
many hours and more in which to he-
come gequainted with people of a &if-
ferent type from those they knew in
their tenement strects,

The vacation brought with it, eay,
604,000 good, wholesome meals of milk,
vegetables and fruit fresh from the
farms of the vacation regions, And
those meals. combined with the sun-
shine, the fresh air and the healthful
exercise must have added a minimum of
24,000 pounds—twelve tons—of flesh
and blood to the puny bodies of the
girls and boys who got the vacations.

Many 8till in Country

About 1,600 of these vacationists are
still in the country getting their share
of the good things. Some of them, as
a matter of fact, have just hegun their
fortnights and will not be back in New
York until just before tha school bell
rings the opening of the new term on
September 11,

And more children are to be sent
away yet. To-day two parties of girls
go out, one of twenty to the North
Shore Holiday House, Cold Spring Har-
bor, L. I.; the other of twenty-two to
Elm Cottage, at Fairfield, Conn. On
Monday 100 girls go to bepin vaea-
tiong at Eunice Home, Chapel Hill, N, J.

When the summer's work is all over
and the figures are in shape, 1922 will
prove to be one of the biggest, if not
the biggest, seasons the Fund has had
in the forty-six yemrs of its activity.
Already contributions in support of the
work exceed those of all other years
for the corresponding portion of the
summer.

Father Wm. J. Dunne,
" Queens Priest, Is Dead

Pastor of St. Mary’s Never Re-
covered From Pneumonia
Attack Last Winler

The Rey. William J. Dunne, pastor
of St. Mary's Roman Catholic Church,
at Vernon Avenue and Fifth Street,
Long Island City, one of the largest
parishes on Long Island, died yestér-
day at the rectory, 118 Fifth Street,
Long Island City, Last January, while
assisting some of his poor parishion-
ers during a severe cold spell, Father
Dunne contracted a cold which devel-
oped into pneumonia. He was taken
to St. John’s Hospital in Long Island
City, where he was confined for nearly
three months. After resuming his
parish work he again became ill and
was confined to the rectory. He did
not recover.

Father Dunne was born in South
Brooklyn on March 22, 1868, He was
educated in the parochial schools of
the parish of St. John the Evangelist
and then went to St. Patrick's College
in Brooklyn and studied for the min-
istry at Niagara University., He was
ordained in St. James Pro-Cathedral
on June 11, 1892, by the late Right
Rev. Bishop Charles E. MeDonnell. He
was then sent as an assistant to the
Churéh of 5t. Vincent "de Paul in
Brooklyn and later to the Church of
the Assumption in Manhattan. In 1902
he was assigned as pastor of the
Church of the Sacred Heart in Bay-
gide. In 1917 he was sent to B8t
Mary's Church in Long Island City.

Father Dunne celebrated the ailver
jubilee of his ordination at St. Mary's
Church in 1917, The late Bishop Mec-
Donnell celebrated the jubilee mass.
