Rancher Arrives

Sir Aubrey Brisco, a well-to-do
American citizon who inherited his
title in February through, the death of
his cousin, Sir Hylton Brisco, arrived
yesterday from Liverpool on the White
Star liner Baltic on his way to the
Sacramento valley in California, where
he has a big ranch.
He said the title was something that

had come to him, but that he did not
want it and would never use it. He
booked on the Baltic as plain Mr.
Brisco, but somehow the title Sir was
affixed on the passenger list to his
name and the name of "Lady Brisco"
was credited to his wife on the same
list.
He said he would visit his mother,

who lives in Virginia, and after that
he would journey to the Coast.
"The title means nothing to me." ho

said, "and it will never appear affixed
to my name in the West."
Another traveler on the Baltic was

William S. Woods, of the "Literary
Digest," who had heen abroad several
months with Mrs. Woods. He said he
avoided meeting the big people of
France and England, like Lloyd George
and President Poincaire, and talked
with the peasantry and the man in the
street, and had concluded that it was
the people, not the politicians, who are
responsible for the present attitude to¬
ward Germany.
He said the ordinary Frenchman is

apparently poor and despondent and
has a feeling of bitterness toward
Great Britain. On the contrary, he
said, in Britain there is «no feeling
against the French people.
With the arrival of the Baltic came

the announcement of the engagement
of Robert A. Eales, the fourth officer^
to Miss Betty Elliott, of Long Island
City. The couple will be married to¬
day at the Cathedral of St. John the
Divine. Lieutenant Samuel Weiler,
R. N. R., who fought with Mr. Eales in
the war, came over on the Baltic to
act as best man.

Mr. Schlcssinger was n member of
the firm of Mayer, Meyer, Austrian &
Platt when he joined the board in
June, 1021. He came to the govern¬
ment solely with the idea of spending
a few months organizing the legal de¬
partment of the board and the Emer¬
gency Fleet Corporation. For personal
reasons, particularly the recent un¬
timely death of Mr. Levy Mayer, of
the Chicago law firm of which he was
a member, Mr. Schlessinger decided to
go into" private practice at once. He
will join the firm of Stanchfield &
Levy, of New York, one of the beat
known law firms in the United States.

"It was with great regret," said Mr.
Lasker, "that the board accepted Mr.
Schlessinger's resignation. It reali.es,
however, that it has no right to ask
him to continue to make the sacrifices
lie has already made in staying with
the organization so long. Mr. Schles¬
singer's services, not only in organiz¬
ing the law department, but in pro¬
tecting the interests of the govern¬
ment, particularly in the matter of
the large number of undisposed claims
pending against the Shipping Board
at the time he came to his work here,
are beyond measurement."
Mr. Schlessinger said:
"It is with ext«*eme regret that i

give up my duties with the ShippingBoard. Chairman Lasker has under-
taken a stupendous task in his effort
to establish an American merchant
marine and I should have liked exceed-
ingly to have stayed with him until
his task was completed. The force of
circumstances and the recent sudden
and unexpected death of my former
partner, Mr. Levy Mayer, have made
this impossible.

"I must add in parting, that had it
not been for the support and backing
of the President, which was given to
us without measure and without stint,
%ve could never have made any prog-
ress in unravelling the tangled situa-
tion which we found. For his achieve-
ment in this work alone Warren G.
Harding will go down in history as
one of our great Presidents, not for-j
geting, of course, the multitudinous
other achievements of his Administra-
tion."

Aid Society's' Farm
May Have to Close;

Place Where City's Poor Are
Restored to Health Needs

Immediate Funds
Up in the Berkshires where the

mountain air invigorates their frail
bodies and the produce of a 100-acre
farm six miles west of Great Barring-
ton makes them fat and rosy, the
charges of the Friendly Aid Society, of
246-2.8 East Thirty-fourth Street, are
having their vacation in relays. All
summer long forty-sevon delicate
Women and children have been on the
farm at one time, returning to the city
with fresh vigor and hope.
They have been busy, too. "August

Lewis Hall," which was once an old
barn, has been transformed into a

workshop from which emerge rag rugs,
baskets, chair caning and fancy work,
Then the produce of the farm keeps
them busy. They had 2,000 quarts of I
red raspberries to pick, make into pre-
serves and sell. At a wavside stand,
passing automobilists buy the rugs and
fruit and give orders for more.
Only two weeks ago one woman with

seven children, all under ten -ears old,
had her first* vacation since her mar-
liage. She took her brood along with
ber. Women are frequently sent up to
the farm by the Friendly Aid Society
after operations or before, to be built
up. All kinds of "misfits" aro re-
ceived.the lame, the handicapped, the
backward. They are permitted to stay
as long as their- cases demand atten-
tion.
The aim of the society is to have the

farm self-supporting. At present it is
not. In fact, it is in such serious finan-
cial straits that it will have to be
closed if help is not forthcoming im-
mediately.

Follow Navv Style

City to Re-Outfit Sailors
to P i* omot e Neatness
and Distinguish Men in
Cases of Emergency

Within two week*} the deckhands
und officer» in the municipal terry
service will be completely reuniformed
In accordance with an order fisued by
Grover A. Whfiîen, Commissioncï- fl-f
Plant and Structures. The ruling ÍÉ
part of a program which will brin;* th<
city's ferry system up to naval stand¬
ards.
The new outfit has been patterned

in detail after that worn by navy of¬
ficer« t an English mode] sack coat of
dark blue serge, with lapels closing in
single-breasted effect for the crew and
double-breasted, brass-buttoned Btyle
for officers. Although an ¡mprovemtnt
upon the present makeshift costumes,
the deckhand's uniform is inconspicu¬
ous, oniy a gold monogram, "D. P.
and a detachable badge distinguishing
It from the regulation street suit.
The officers and crew interviewed on

the municipal boat.« wer«:! highly
pieascd. To niost of them a uniform
symbolized a recognition of their status
as city agents.
"The public can't have much respect

for the employee who performs his
duties in elephantine trouser?, hitched
up with suspenders over a dirty shirt,"
said Calvin Crocker, chief engineer of
ferries. "It is difficult nt. times to feil
a deckhand from a bootblack. Police¬
men and firemen are uniformed in such
a manner that they command respect
from the public. Aside from the deco¬
rative value, a standard outfit is re¬

quired, especially on a boat, on the
grounds of protection. Kmployee3 in
uniform, evenly distributed about the
boat, can do much to avert panic in
times of danger. The men in the
service are earning ci*.ough money to
invest in the new clothes. We have
brought the suit down to the lowest
possible price, 529.25 for pingle-brnast-
ed, bone-buttoned coat, cap. trouseï**/
and vest, and $47.""O, tii-* highest price
for the officers' suits, depending upon
the amount of gold braid used to sig¬
nify rank. The official's cap will be
decorated with gold lacp on the visor,
and the rank of the wearer will be
embroidered above it."

In explaining the latest measure
adopted by his department, Cornmmis-
sioner Whaleli described it 33 a step
in raisiîig the municipal ferry service
to the highest marine standards.
Next in line for sartorial improve¬

ment will be the bridge tendel« and
employees, the Commissioner re¬
nounced. They will be uniformed in
similur suits with plain cr nickel but¬
tons, and badges for identification.
