Contest Is

Executor and Trustee Pre¬
pare for Long Delay Be¬
fore Fina! Adjudication

Within a -Jay or two the children of
Park Benjamin, patent lawyer, scien¬
tist and naval expert, will announce
their course with regard to the bequest
of $1 each which their father made,
while he left Miss Anna Bolchi Benja-
man, an adopted daughter, most of his
estate, valued at about $40,000.
Park Benjamin jr., one of the sons

cut off and arraigned by the testator,
denied yesterday that he had made the
statement that there would be a con¬
test, but he told of a conference held
by the parties at interest, with the ex¬

ception of one of the daughters, Mrs.
Dorothy Benjamin Caruso, widow of
Enrico Caruso, who is in Europe. No
definite action was taken except that
Park Benjamin jr. was appointed as the
spokesman for the family. He said he
would make public whatever action was
detei-mined upon.
At variance, however, with the state¬

ment of Park Benjamin jr. that no de¬
cision has been reached by his family
as to a contest was another statement
made yesterday to the Surrogates'
Court by Calvert Brewer, vice-presi¬
dent of the United States Mortgage and
Trust Company, which is named in the
Benjamin will as executor and trustee,

Contest Is Expected
The trust company applied for and

obtained yesterday the appointment of
temporary administrator of the estate
that its assets might be conserved
properly pending the straightening out
of the tangle.

Mr. Brewer in an affidavit said that
not only would there be a delay in the
probate proceedings because of the ab¬
sence abroad of Mrs. Caruso, but that
he hat, been informed by one of the
five children of Mr. Benjamin that they
would erntest the probate of the will
on the grounds of undue influence and
lack of testamentary capacity at the
time he executed the document in May,
1820.
"Deponent verily believes," said Mr.

Brewer, "the probate proceedings will
be contested, as the result of which a

long delay will necessarily ensue, be¬
fore final adjudication." Mrs. Caruso
is expected back in this country in
October. Should she decide to prolong
ber visit abroed it will be necessary
to serve her with citation by mail and
possibly by publication. Mr. Brewer
said that Mr. Benjamin left real estate
valued at about $55,090, which brings
in a rental of $5,000 a year, and that
his personal property, consisting oi
securities, paintings, books and other
articles, is valued at not more than
$300,000. The income from the stocks
and bonds Mr. Brewer fixed at about
$15,000 a year.

Repeated Assertions
Mr. Benjamin, in his will, said he

left each of his five children $1, be¬
cause of their unfilial conduct toward
him, while to Miss Anna Bolchi Ben¬
jamin, whom he adopted tn 1919, in the
face of bitter opposition by his chil¬
dren, the lawyer left $50,000 in cash,
paintings, books and other personal
property and also the principal of the
-residuary estate upon the death of
the widow, Mrs. Ida E. Benjamin, who
is to have the life income from the
residue.

Mrs. Benjamin is a patient in a sani-
torium at Goshen, N. Y. About a year
after he made the will disinheriting
his children, Mr. Benjamin made an
affidavit in anticipation of an attack
on his will, in which he confirmed all
the details of that instrument. Miss
Bolchi, said to be about forty years
old, formerly was a governess in the
family of William R. Benjamin, a
brother of Park Benjamin. Later Bhe
became a companion of Miss Dorothy
Benjamin, now Mrs. Caruso.

Drowns Self When
Wife Refuses to
Desert Love Cult

Chicagoan Suicide in De¬
spair at Her Attachment
to 'Healer' Whose Convic¬
tion for Fraud He Started

Special Dispatch to The Tribune
CHICAGO, Aug. 30.~-The theory that

tlie unidentified man who leaped from
a passenger boat into the lake last
Thursday and was drowned was Wil¬
liam W. Talcott, foe of "Dr." Albert J.
Moore, "healer of homes and hearts"
and the "love cult," which estranged
hi3 wife from him, was confirmed to¬
day, when Talcott's body was found in
the lake. The body was identified by
Mrs. Talcott.
Tho pockets of Talcott's coat and

trousers were filled with bricks and
lumps of coal. A note scribbled on the
back of an envelope gave a clew to the
motive of the suicide other than his
wife's attachment for Moore's cult. It
said:

"If you do not withdraw the suit bythe time I leave tho house to-morrow
night damaging evidence will be
brought against you.evidence about
the last six years.
The handwriting was Talcott's own.

It was a copy of a threat made by Mrs.
Talcott on the day Moore's trial opened.Mrs. Talcott and other relatives of the
dead man refused to explain the natureof the evidence.

Mrs. Talcott, on being notified of the
finding of her husband s body, went to
tho undertakers, accompanied byGeorge Repp, her brother, and James
W. Talcott, of Kansas City, the dead
man's brother. After identifying the
body she left immediately. She refused
to make any statement.
The thing that brought despair into

Talcott's life came when Mrs. Talcottbecame a disciple of "Dr." Moore.
Talcott opposed Moore's teachings of

Ker ¦fr a/tier .»"'oro

"Resist not evil" and frequently pleaded
with Mrs. Talcott to sever her connec¬
tion with the cult. Finally despairing
of a change of heart on his wife's
part, Talcott sought the aid of the
police, with the result that Moore was
brought into court. He was fined $100
and costs for receiving money under
false pretenses. Mrs. J. H. Cartwright,
wife of Justice Cartwright, of the
Illinois Supreme Court, was one of the
principal witnesses against Moore,

Mrs. Talcott, defiant, stood byMoore. After Moore's trial Talcottcaused his wife to be examined forher sanity. She was found sane. De¬
spondent at his wife's assertions that.she would not desert Moore, Talcott
disappeared last Thursday. A fewhours later an unidentified man leapedfrom the steamer. He left behind ahat which was identified as Talcott's.

Calls Big Engines a Menace

without further recourse by the
Mayores office. The Acting Mayorasked for an opinion from the Cor¬
poration Counsel as to the city's pos¬sible rights to restrain the use of tho
big freight engines.

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2.25 Too High,
Expert Charges
Yearly Tariff in State Is

Based on an Excessive
Depreciation Allowance,
P. S. C. Court Is Told

Engineer Offers Figures
Corporation Counsel Shows
Company Issues None of
Voting Stock to Public

The New York Telephone Company
is charging its subscribers at least
$2.25 more a year for service than is
justified, according to testimony yes¬
terday at the resumption of the hear¬
ing before tho Public Service Commis¬
sion, Second District, on telephone
rates and conditions throughout the
state. This state-wide excess was
based on the estimated annual allow¬
ance for property depreciation made by
the company as compared with a small¬
er allowance reached by expert wit¬
nesses for the state and city.
Cyrus G. Hill, an engineer, with of¬

fices at 177 Bronciwny, testified on this
point. Mr. Hill said he. had studied
tho books and records of the New York
Telephone Company since June, 1921,to determine tho depreciation aiid
proper reserves of the company. He
produced voluminous frgures made dur¬
ing his investigation and the exhibits
were made a part of the reord.

Excess Put at $19,45C,739
Mr. Hill's figures tended to show

that the excess of the company's fixed
capital reserves above tnc requirements
was, for the entire state, $19,450,739.Of this amount ?l-t,007,780 was in this
city and $2,518,715 in tho adjacent ter¬
ritory in Westchester County and Longisland.
The depreciable property as taken

from the company's books for 1921 for
the entire state amounted to $195,-
SS8.900, of which $122,490,774 was for
New York City. The telephone, com¬
pany's fixed capital reserve as of De¬
cember 31, 1921, according to Mr. Hill,
was $69,590,739 for the state and
$45,382,780 for this city. The witness
estimated required depreciation reserve
as of December 81, 1921, was $50,146,000for tho state, of which $31,315,000 was
for the city.

Preferred Stock Oversubscribed
M. Maldwin Fertig, Assistant Cor¬

poration Counsel, appearing for the
city at the inquiry, adduced testimonythrough witnesses to show that theNew York Telephone Company offered
no common stock for sale to the public,which has voting power, but offered$25,000,000 of preferred stock, which
was over-subscribed $56,000,000, the
preferred stock having no voting power.It was also brought out that tho Amer¬
ican Telephono and Telegraph Com¬
pany controls the stock of the New
York Telephone Company and pur-chases new issues of the New York
cempany's stock before it reaches the
public.
Harland A. Trax, chief accountant oftho New York Telephone Company*testified as to the $80,000,000 sub¬scribed by the public for the $25,000,-000 offered in preferred stock at $100par value bearing interest at 6% percent. He said the stock had no votingpower. The witness said that no com¬

mon stock issue had been advertisedand offered to the public as the pre-ferred stock issue was.
Assistant Corporation Counsel Fertigsaid that to-day the city will submitproof that the valuation figures placedon land and buildings of the telephonecompany are too high. Real estateexperts will be called as witnesses bythe city to testify in that regard.
