.transaction in which Mrs. Ryan ad¬
vanced $10,000 on the understanding
that the money would be returned
when the venture was completed.
William Travers Jerome, counsel for

Mr. Ryan, then announced that Mrs.
Ryan would sign a waiver on her re¬
turn from Maine to this city, prepara¬
tory to sailing for Europe Septem¬
ber 15.

Asks for Bank Data
» The examination along this line
thereupon was terminated. The ques¬
tion of $12.000,000 liabilities to several
banks, chiefly the Guaranty Trust
Company, the Mechanic and Metals
.»nd the Chase National, also was

passed over, with the explanation that
the United States District- Court had
refused the receiver's application to
enjoin the banks from selling the
collatéral piedged by Mr. Ryan for
loans. Mr. Miller said that he had
accepted the ruling as final and that
no appeal would be made.

In connection with the bank liabili¬
ties Referee Olney asked for a brief
statement of the facts which brought
about the agreement between Allan A.
Ryan & Co. and the banks. Mr. Miller
a». Judge Jerome gave the facts as

th y understood them and Mr. Ryan
corroborated the statements.
The summary of the statements has

been made public before, showing that
in November, 1920, the firm of Alian
A. Ryan & Co. owed large sums to
the banks and the Guaranty Trust
Company stepped into the breach to
act as Mr. Ryan's fiscal agent. Col¬
lateral was turned over to the bank
at the time, and it was believed then
tkat this would be sufficient to meet
all obligations and leave an equity to
be returned to the Ryan company, but
valuations shrank to such, an extent
that after eighteen months there was

a large deficit.
Mr. Ryan was examined in regard to

c->ilatcral pledged to the First Na¬
tional Bank for loans approximating
$1,000,000. He said that most of the
collateral belonged to him personally.
The remainder was the property of ac¬
counts in the Ryan firm, he said.

Promises Co-operation
He explained that he received as a

fifth share of his mother's estate some¬

thing less than $40,000, and he thought
that any remainder would amount tc
iess than $6,000.
in regard to fifty shares of Royal

Typewriter stock, about which he was

questioned at the previous examina¬
tion, Mr. Ryan said that he had learned
since then that he had given the stock
to J. L. Meyers on March 11, 1914, and
until Mr. Myers returned from Europe
he would be unable to find out for
what the stock was given. He was

certain, however, that it was not a
cash transaction.

Before the hearing was closed Mr.
Ryan assured the counsel for Colonel
Caffey and Referee Olney that he
would co-operate with the trustee in
every way he could in straightening
out his affairs, and he declared that
all his assets and liabilities were listed
completely and accurately in the sched¬
ules filed with the bankruptcy petition.

Workers Escape Blast in
Du Pont Powder Factory
Fulminate Explosion in Has-

kell«, N. J., Occurs at
7:05 in Evening

A fulminate explosion at 7:05 o'clock
last night destroyed two dryhouses at
the llaskell, N. J., plant of the du
Pont Powder Worîks, in which between
forty and fifty men were at work until
4:30 in the afternoon. Although the
buildings which -were demolished were
located at a distance from the main
group because of the nature of their
contents, it is thought that there
would have been serious loss of life
bad the explosion occurred earlier in
th« day.
As it«,M'as, John Burton, a watchman,

*"as the only employee in the neigh¬borhood, and a few minutes after the
Mar of the explosion was heard he
telephoned in a report of his escape.He was apparently too affected by his
Mperience to give any details of the
explosion, the loss in which was esti¬
mated from a distance at about $5,000.

In the village of llaskell, three
"niles away, windows were shattered,
»Hop fronts were driven in and houses
»ere »haken by the force of the ex¬
plosion.

John Farreîl, 789 Washing¬
ton Street, who said he was in charge
in Carroll's absence, denied that Car¬
roll is or ever was connected with the
"Killy Willy" gang. He explained that
market charges made by Carroll an(d bythe carriers, Sullivan and Shea, are
for services rendered.

Earn AH They Get
"There is a lot of talk about bosses

and graft," said Farrell, "but the wayit looks to me all the authority a man
should need to work when there is
work to be done is the authority of
having two good hands. I never have
heard the farmers in this market com¬
plaining of graft. So far as^Carroll is
concerned he is a good organizer.That's a matter of natural ability. He
gets the work done, and there is much
to be done every night. The men said
to be grafting are at work from earlyin the evening, when growers begin ar¬
riving, to nearly noon n-ext day. They
earn all they get.
"So far as the row between Sullivan

and the Ferrett crowd goes, that didn't
amount to much. Sullivan's father was
boss carrier in this market most of his
life. He grew up Vith it and became
an institution. When he died, Tim
took over the old man's job. Tim Sul¬
livan is now over sixty. I'm in no posi¬tion to discuss rights and wrongs of
the situation from any but my own
point of view, but when Sullivan fell
heir to the carrier's job, sort of legiti¬
mate, as you might say, most people
would figure he had a right to run out
anybody that tried to jump in on him.
That's what happened.

Pleased by Inqul*ry
"There isn't any gang rule in this

market. The men in it are just work-
ing men. I suppose it would be all
right to have them licensed by the
city, but things hive been run the way
they are now for many years and I
suppose nobody has thought of chang¬
ing them. When they charge that Car¬
roll collects $1 a week from every user
of the market I think Sthey exaggerate.He doesn't get it from all, in my
opinion."

Relatives and about twenty em-ployees share in the* entate of Theo-dore C. Marceau, a photographer with
studios on Fifth Avenue in this cityand in several other cities, whose witi,disposing of an estate estimated at
several millions, was filed yesterday inthe Surrogate's Office in White
Plains. Mr. Marceau died June 22 athis country home on Premium Point,New Rochelle.
Twenty employees In his various

studios are to receive legacies rangingfrom $1,000 to $5,000 each and about
$50,000 is to be divided among sisters,nephew's and grand-nephews. Mrs.
Grace M. Marceau, widow of the testa¬
tor, is to receive $30.000 in cash and
ill his paintings and other works
works of art. His real estate, includ¬
ing the New Rochelle home end prop¬
erty on Fifth Avenue and at the sea¬
shore, is to be divided equally between
Mrs. Marceau and her son, Theodore.
The son is to inherit the studios, jew¬elry and automobiles. Stock of the
Marceau Company, Limited, is to be
held in trust for the son.
To his grandncphew Earl Evans,

1512 Kemble Street, Utica, he leaves
an income of $1,000 yearly until he is
of age and then $2,000 a year until
he graduates from college. After that
he will receive a legacy of $10,000.
Relatives in Utica, Ogdensburg, Buf¬
falo and other cities receive bequestsaggregating $50,000, among them be¬
ing Mrs. Maggie Lassial, of Utica, and
Mrs. Langlois, of Buffalo, $5,000 each.
Among the employees of the Marceau
company receiving gifts are Thomas
Lohman Tugglc, $5,000; Harrie J.
Stokum, personal secretary of the tes-
tator, $5,000; Mrs. Adelaide Thoman,
of the New York branch; Mrs. Alberta
Keenan and Willmart Morrison, of the
Philadelphia branch; Mrs. Charlotte
Crosby Breen, of the Boston branch,
and Anna F. Cooney, of 8 West Ninety-
second Street, secretary to Mrs. Mar¬
ceau, each $1,000.

Unfavorable Report on
Steel Merger Is Hinted
WASHINGTON, Aug. 30 (By The As¬

sociated Press)..The Federal Trade
Commission has completed its prelim¬inary investigation of the proposed
merger of the Republic, Inland and
Midvale steel companies, and is about
to announce a decision which will dis¬
close whether the concerns are to be
cited under the Federal trade act.

The best information available, in¬
asmuch as trade commission officials
decline to divulge the nature of the re¬
port, is that the decision will not be
favorable to the proposed merger.The commission's report will be in
reply to Senate La Follette's resolution
c-'ilin*-- unon the Attorney General andthe Trade Commission to inform theSenate what steps have been taken to
ascertain the purpose and effects of the
proposed merger and what action has
been taken to protect the public in¬
terest.
