The woman is reported to have told
the police that Hulquist came to the
store alone, obtained drinks there and
departed, She declared she knew
nothing of the fight which is thought
to have resulted in his death shortly
after he left.

When officers searched the store
they allege they found one bottle con-
taining gin, one containing wine and
another holding whisky, secreted ip the
rear. Piolo was not arrested,

Hultquiet was in the army fourtcen
yeare. He seérved in Franee and on
the Rhine. Recently he had bheen
gerving on the army transport
Cambria. He received $98 pay on Sep-
tember 1, and when his body was
found there was no money in his
pockets. Captain  Ira Shawn, per-
sonnel offieer at the army base, Brook-
lyn, notified Hultquist's sister, Mrs.

Miss Hellner-Niclsen, of Denmark, Will Show Police
Congress Her Formula, Which Identifies Inter-
national Characters With Speed and Certainty

Miss Ingeborg Charlotte Hellner-
Nielsen, Danish finger-print expert, ar-
rived at the Hotel Pennsylvania yes-
terday by way of the Frederik VIII to
teach the New York Poliee Department
a thing or two. She is much shorter
than her name, being a trifla more than
five feet in height, and less formiduble
than her titls, for she is blonde and
red-lipped.
Together with Hakon Jorgensen, sub-
director of police in Copenhagen, and
Lirik Schaefler, a militsry judge, Miss
Hellner-Nielsen will demonstrate be-
fore the International Police Confer-
ence, to be held here later in, the
month, 8 new system, originatd by Mr.
Jorgensen, for identifying eriminals,
Miss Hellner-Nielsen is surprised to
find how different the English sghe
studied for eight years in Copenhagen
schools gounds from the Euglish which
is spoken hare, but even a limited vo-
cabulary did not stifia her enthusinem
tor the new aystem.
“We have compiled n directory which
registers internationnl criminuls,” she
explained with Mr. Schaeffer's assiat-
ance, “In it sare listed berides the
nome, tecord and hirthplace of the
offender a string of figuves which
gerves to identify him. Fingerprinta
never lie, s0 we have bazed our die-
tionary upon them. Fach detail of a
fingerprint is numbered and the char-
acteristics of an individual are all
gathered for police use into a formula
instead of a chart of fingerprints,
System Saves Time
“Now, when the police in one ecity
have captured a dangerous eriminal
whom they believe to be the possessor
of a record they notify the central
identification bureau, If the formula
corresponds to the fingerprint figures
roted by the policeman the entire his-
tory of the man is laid bare, It saves
time. The old way is to hold the
prisoner while thousands of prints are

searched, if the man refuses to glve his
correct name, until the fingerprint is
found, ometimes, if an American
fugitive is taken in Denmark, hia
tingerprints must be mailed to your
country and verified by cablegram, a
costly, lengthy process, By our system
only the formula need be eabled, tele-
graphed or telephoned to the central
bureau, and within s few hours the
verification will come.”

Women are particularly adapted to
the fine work of registering finger-
prints for the record, says Miss Hell-
ner-Nielsen, Good eyesight, pains-
taking attention to details, infinite pa-
tience and absolute accuracy she de-
scribed as essentials for the work,
qualities to be found more readily in
women than in men, she belleved. Al-
ready her department has engaged the
sorvices of ten young women as-
sintants, she said.

The feminine eclement of Copen-
hagen is an industrious one, Miss Hall-
ner-Nielaen confided, because it ex-
ceeds the male population several
times. There are plenty of women who
do not marry, and, instead, they find
profitable work, like employment in
factories and offices, Five women have
been appointed to the police force, she
gaid, aithough their duties consist of
escorting women prisoners to and
from houses of correction. Married
women do not find time for careers.

“They have many more children than
American women do,” she added.
“Danish women have the vote and they
can hold any position a man can, ex-
cept that of parson or judge. A law
