The last three ring battles of Harry Wills have been used to provethat he was a great fighter.and that he was no fighter at all. As

a matter of fact they haven't proved anything. Kid Norfolk was toosmall and too scared, and the two Jacksons, Tush and Tut, were tooclumsy, too light and too scared. In all three affairs it was a case ofno competition, which always fails to give a true line either way.

As the Dempsey-Wills jubilee, in case it ever comes off, would stirup quite a froth and take in a few tons of money, the best idea now is tohave Wills meet either Miske or Brennan.
It is important that he meet some one who has at least a fair shareof boxing skill, without running the risk of having another terrible dishrerved up. Neither Miske nor Brennan is a world beater, but eitherwould give a better line on WiUa than any one seems to have just atthis September moment.

The Proving Machine.
It is common enough knowledge that Wills is big, strong and a hardhitter. There are also those who believe he has skidded badly as aboxer in the last four yeai-s. Miske would be an ideal entry to test thisopinion and Brennan would be about as good.
