Bishops Vote to
Drop40bey^ but
Episcopalians Also Tenía- jtively Revise Baptismal jService, Eliminating the]'Conceived in Sin' Clause

Program Divides Leaders

Bishop Brent Joins in Plea
fpr Simplification of
Book for Plain People
By Rev. Dr. E. C. Chorley
PORTLAND, Ore., Sept. 11.- -The

storpi of-opposition to further revision
of the prayer book broke at the Epis¬
copalian convention to-day in the
House of Bishops, when the report of
the commission was presented byEdward L. Parsons, Bishop Coadjutorof California. It was voiced byBishop Irving P. Johnson, of Colorado,who said:
"We are taking too much time Inacademic discussion of a revision forwhich there is no general demand,when, pressing matters of world im¬portance are demanding our attention.I do not believe the General Conven¬tion is competent to revise the prayerbook. As it stands the prayer book is

a literary production of the highestvalue, but I never heard of anyliterary production being put out by700 people."
Bishop Johnson's resolution to dropthe whole matter was withdraw! tobe reintrodueed later.In the House of Deputies, the Rev.John C. McKim, of Japan, moved torefer the report back to the commis¬sion for fuller consideration, the pur¬pose -being to defer ^revision for atleast another three years. It wnplaced on the calendar.. Rite of Baptism Modified
The Bishops began their work of r<vising the prayer book with the officeof baptism and adopted the proposalto combine the service for the bap-tism of children, adults and privatebaptism in one service. They alsorather unexpectedly agreed to omit theopening sentence of *he exhortationwhich reads: "Forasmuch as all menare conceived and horn in sin." Manyclergy of the Church have refused toread this sentence, regarding it as aslur upon the sanctity of marriage.Bishop William Lawrence, of Massa¬chusetts, pleaded for a simplificationof the language of the prayer book,which he said went back to thefifteenth century and was not under-\stood by simple people. He waswarmly seconded by Bishop Charles H.Bre'nt, who said the services of theChurch were not for Anglo-Saxonsalone. He said it was absurd lo readsuch services to those who were con-verts from heathenism, and added: "If!we are going to be a catholic church

we must make our appeal to the plainpeople." Bishop Anderson, of Chicago,reminded the House that the languageobjected to was the language of theNew Testament.
It developed that in their informalconference tho Bishops approved of!the proposed new title for the office ofHoly Communion to which will beadded the words, "the Divine Liturgy"!or "the Holy Eucharist." They also!adopted the suggestion to permit thereading of the Ten Commandments inthe shortened form by the omissionof the stated reasons for their ob¬

servance. As one bishop remarked,"We shall no longer place the covet¬ing of thy neighbor's wife on the samelevel as the coveting of his ox or hisass."
Agree to Drop the "Obey"

In the revision of the marriage serv¬ice approval was given to the omis¬sion of the word "obey" on the partof the women, but, contrary to the rec¬
ommendation of the commission, theyretain the words, "with all my worldlygoods I thee endow" in spite of the
fact that their omission was urged byeminent lawyers. The following clause

lis recommended: "Bless, O Lord, this
ring, that he who gives it, and she
who wears it, may abide in Thy peace,and continue in Thy favor unto theirlife's end "

This is an addition to the marriageservice, as is also this suggested
prayer:

"Bless, O God, we pray Thee, the
union of these thy servants, that it
may be fruitful according to Thy pur-
pose, and enable them to train in
health of body and soul the children
whom Thou givest them."
While the action of the bishops in

conference was not official, and must
be formally adopted when sitting in
convention, these changes reflect the
mind of the episcopate and will have
great influence with the clerical and
lay deputies when they take up the re-
vision of the prayer book.

Plain Talk by Bishops
Two of the missionary bishops in-

dulged in plain speaking at the joint
session of bishops and deputies this
morning. Speaking of the work in
Latin America, Bishop Hiram H. Hülse
of Cuba said it was useless for the
Church to possess splendid cathedrals
land fine churches if she countenanced
the conduct of businesslike pirates and
politics like blood suckers.
Bishop William H. Overs of Liberia

made a vigorous protest against the
action of the French, who own a con-
siderable part of Africa, saying they
sqem to have gone "military crazy."
He added: "It is one of the greatest
crimes of the age for the French to
conscript th* natives and buiid up an
army which will bring another wag-."The House of Bishops reconsidered
the vote of last week fefusing to give
the suffragan bishops a vote in the
house. The debate was limited to
thirty minutes. Bishop Page, of Spo¬
kane,» said many bishops had voted
against the proposal because they
wished to kill the office of suffragan
and <hat if the bishops went on record
as refusing tho vote then they were
going to have inferior suffragan
bishops.

Bishop Brent Protests
Bishop Charles H. Brent protested

against such indirection and asserted
that the alternative to granting the
vote was a racial episcopate or the
giving up of the work of the Church
among the colored people.
Arthur S. Lloyd, Suffragan Bishop ot

New York, spoke for the suffragans
and said it was not generous to make
distinctions. They had either to set
up a racial church or give the negro
suffragans the dignity of a bishop.

Bishop R. H. Weiler, of Fond du Lac,
led the opposition, asserting that the
growth of the suffragan episcopate
eventually would swamp those bishops
who had the responsibility of adminis¬
tering the dioceses. Sixty-eight bish¬
ops voted to extend the franchise
to the suffragans, and this being a

majority of all the bishops entitled to
vote it Was carried.
The House of Deputies debated the

same matter and after discussion laid
the proposal on the table by an over¬
whelming majority. The opposition
was led by Frederick C Morehous«, of
Milwaukee, and George Zabriskie, of
New York. In case of differences oí
opinion between the two houses it is
usual to ask for a committee of con¬

ference, and this procedure will be
followed. But there is no expectation
that the House of Deputies will recede
from its position.

Drive On to Reopen
Church St. Postoffice

Comjnittee Declares Closing of
Hudson Terminai Branch

Hurts Many Firms
A committee, has been formed to start

a campaign to reopen in the Hudson
Terminal building, 80 to HO Church
Street, the branch postoffice .that was
closed 8«jveral months ago. The com¬
mittee is headed by Cornelius S. Lodcr,
30 Church ^treet, and includes in its
membership the executive officials of
numerous big firms that are said to be
greatly inconvenienced by the removalof the postal branch.

In n statement issued yesterday thecommittee charges that mail has notbeen Sent out and delivered with itsoldtime promptness and that the busi¬
ness men downtown find it an annoy¬ance to have to trffvel so far for
stamps, parcel post and other mail
matter.
"The nearest branches nre at Albanynnd Washington streets, nt Varick andBeach streets and at the City Hall sta¬

tion, which can never meet, the ever-
increasing postal needs with prompt¬
ness and satisfaction," the committee
('ociares. "Consider the environment
of the Albany' and Varick Street
branches, with so few mail users in
either of them, as compared with the
thousands of large users in close prox¬imity to the Hudson Terminal branch." jThe committee hopes to enlist aid
enough to bring upon the gon/crnment
pressure that will result In the re¬
opening of the Terminal branch.

5-Million Libertan Loan
Brings Clash in Senate

Borah Denounces It as StepToward Seizure of Negro
Republic and New War

WASHINGTON, Sept. 11.. A sharplight -developed in the Senat«1 to-day
over the Administration Bill proposing
n loan of $5,000,000 to the Government
of Liberia, a measure, passed by the
House last May, urged by President
Harding nnd Secretary Hughes, and jincluded on the Republican steeringcommittee's program.
The bill; declared by Republicanleaders to be an "inheritance" from

the Wilson administartion and a moral
obligation, was attacked . by Senator
Borah, Republican, Idaho, and several
Democratic «Senators, including «Sena¬
tor Glass, of Virginia, who was Secre¬
tary of the Treasury during the Li-
berian negotiiations.
Chairman McCumber nnd Senator

Curtis, Republican, Kansas, of the Sen¬
ate Finance Committee, urged passage
of the bill as a measure to meet a
moral obligation.
Senator Borah charged that the bill

meant the "taking over of Liberia" bythe United States and added that New
York bankers who have made loans to
Liberia would be the principal bene¬
ficiaries.
Senator Glass said he did not concur

with Mr. Lansing's views and added
¡hat .$20,000 aditanced to Liberia to en¬
able the Liberian delegates to attend
the Paris peace conference was the
only war loan which "cannot be justi¬

Expert Says Glider
Is Useful Only to

Study Air Currents
Not Adaptable for Commer¬

cial Flying, Prof. Warner
Reports; Urges National
Promotion of Aviation

The glider never will become a prac¬
tical means of transportation, asserted
Professor E. P. Warner, of the Massa¬
chusetts Institute of Technology, in
commenting yesterday on the recent
French and German gliding competi¬
tions, from a visit to which he re¬

turned to this country on Sunday.
"I do not regard the glider as any

solution of commercial flying, but it
is a remarkable method for studying
and charting air currents," he said, in
making public his observations at the
offices of the Aeronautical Chamber of
Commerce, at 501 Fifth Avenue, "and
the Germans undoubtedly are utilizing
information gained from glider experi-
ments in the building of their smaller
planes.
"The whole problem of gliding Í3 in

the mastery of ascending winds. Once
¡n the air the operator must adjust
himself to the fluctuations of the air
currents In a seesawing manner. If
man could see the air currents he could
master flying without motive power in
the same manner as do birds, with
whom flying is a matter of intuition
and instinct."
The success of the Germans in the

Wasserkuppe competition, the aeronau¬
tical expert declared, was due largely
to the fact that they have been making
flights from this hill for ten years, and
know the air conditions. In addition,
the flyers were all men who had flown
during the war and who had made
many experimental glides on the Ger¬
man terrain.

Professor Warher, who traveled 2,000
miles by air during his stay of several
months abroad, said that virtually
every civilized country in the world
which is not absolutely bankrupt, with
the exception of the United States, is
finding it worth while, both for mili¬
tary and commercial reasons, to de¬
velop commercial aviation. Probably
40 per cent of the patronage of the
score or more of European aerial trans¬
port lines is American, indicating no
lack of interest on the part of the
American public, he added.
"The outstanding fact, seems to mo

to be the necessity for the United
States to enact without delay tho
Wadsworth-Winslow bill creating ¡x
bureau of commercial areonautics in
the Department of Commerce, and pro¬viding for the regulation and inspectionand for the development of airwaysand terminals," he said. "There is a
world race in the air and we should
be warned by what others have done."

Princeton Educator
And Family Escape
From Burning Boatn

Return, From Argentina
After Swimming to Shore
Under Surface of Kiver
Ablaze With Gasoline

Professor Edwin Kemmerer, of
Princeton University, who, with his
wife, young son and daughter, was
a survivor of a steambont fire in the
Parana River, between Paraguay and
the Argentine, last June, returned yes¬
terday from Valparaiso on the steam¬
ship Santa Teresa, of the Grace Line.

Dr. Kenuncrcr, who is with the de¬
partment of finance and economics at
Princeton, went to the'Argentine with
his family on a pleasure trip. As part
of their itinerary th^y boarded the
river steamer Villa Franca for a trip
on the Parana River. The vessel, he
said, is permitted by the laws of Ar¬
gentina to carry 260 gallons of gaso¬
line, but her skipper took aboard 5,000
gallons, and this caught fire in transit.
There was an explosion, he said. The

vessel caught fire and sank. The blaz¬
ing fluid spread and blazed on the
water surrounding the vessel, and manyof the IIS passengers and the crew of
thirty-five perished in the flames. The
explosion occurred when the boat was
only 125 feet from shore, but the blaz-
ing waters around the craft made it
difficult for those aboard to swim
ashore.

Dr. Kemmerer credited the salvation
of himself and family to the fact that
they remained aboard until the blaze
033 the waters had subsided and to the
swimming ability of Mrs. Kemmerer, his
son Donald, sixteen years old; his]daughter Ruth, twelve, and himself.
When the time was opportune the four
dived into the river, coming to the sur¬
face beyond the burning area.
A drowning man clung to him on his

short swim to shore, but he shook him
off and went to the rescue of his wife,1
upon whom a man crazed with pain
had jumped from a bit <J1 wreckage.The children got ashore unmolested.
