in and taken care of by the United
States government on the banis of dol¬
lar for dollar.

Borah that they have no knowledge of
or interest in a new loan for Liberia
and that the combined present claims
of the three institutions against

bonds, for which they paid 90 per cent
of par.

Claudia Windsor Tartoue, wife of
Pierre Tartoue, the French portrait
painter, filed suit in the Supreme Court
yesterday against tho Hotel Ansonia
Corporation for alleged indignities
suffered at the hands of the manage¬
ment of the hotel, where she was a

guest in March of this year. She asks
$100,000 damages.
Through her attorneys. Berger &

Hartmann, Mme. Tartoue charges
among other things that while suffer¬
ing from influenza and under the care
of the house physician and a nurse,
William Grace, assistant manager of
the hotel,, abused and insulted her in
the presence of guests and ordered hex-
out of the house without cause. A
summons in the action was served
upon Edward M. Tierney, vice-presi¬
dent of the corporation.
Mme. Tartoue recently became the

Countess Claudia Windsor de Rainpan
de Chanquetot through her adoption
as the legal daughter and heir of the
Mme. La Comtesse Clerel de Tocque-
ville, member oí <.> famous old family
of French nobility.

In the apartment of her foster-
mother, at the Ritz Carlton Hotel last
night, Mme. Tartoue said:

"I have been a wreck for months
over the terrible persecutions of Mr.

i Grace. 1 suffered insults and humilin-
tions which I could not let pass by
without proper answer. They began
shortly after I was forced to leave my
husband, and sue for separation, and
I was timid and afraid of every one.

"I found what 1 thought was an
ideal littlo home away from the world
in my studio on top of the Ansonia
with my wonderful birds. I studied
and wrota there, but my peace was not
for long. My husband soon began
hovering about, made the acquaintance
of Grace, and so came fresh troubles
for me.

''The climax of these persecutions
carne when I had been ill with influ¬
enza for two weeks. I had a priva Le
nurse and was under the care of the
house physician. On the evening of
my eviction three men called to inquireafter my health, and have a bite of
dinner. My nurse was always presentand I had told them to drop in. A
young man from the Yale Club and
another chap from the Spanish Con¬
sulate came in first. Later an English¬
man, a well-known clubman, arrived
without being announced at the desk
and joined the other two men in having
some cpffee.
"Suddenly the phone began to ringfuriously and it was Grace ordering

me in great excitement to get those
I two men out of my room. He had not.
i known of the third gentleman. 1 was
embarrassed beyond words. T per-suaded the two who arrived first to

j leave. They did not know what was
the matter. My nurse had left for the
moment. I didn't know what to do.

"I requested the third gentleman to
protect me, as I did not know what

Work Bars Medicinal
Liquors From Mails

Announces Bar on Containers
Sent Under Physicians''

Prescriptions
WASHINGTON, Sept.43 (By The As-

sociated Press)..Intoxicating liquorsunder no circumstances will be per¬mitted to be sent through the mails by
surgeons, physicians or pharmacists,
under an interpretation to-day of the
postal laws by Postmaster General
Work. Even should containers be de¬
signed for medicinal purposes under
physicians' prescriptions, they, néver-
theress, will be barred from the postal
system, it. was announced.
The decision was occasioned by a re¬

cent ruling of the postmaster at. Phila¬
delphia that liquor could be confiscated
by the government if discovered in the
mails. Dr. John F. Gulp, of Harrisburg,
Pa., appealed to the Postmaster Gen¬
eral for a revocation of the decree.

Dr. Work declared that the entire
subject was covered by the United
States Criminal Code, which, among
other things, provides that "all spiritu¬
ous, vinous, malted, fermented or other
intoxicating liquors of any kind are
hereby declared to be non-mailable and
shall not be deposited in or carried
through the mails."

Brooklyn Patrolman Feels
Ax When Charged With
Extorting $150 From 2
Former Saloonkeepers

Letter Is Stern Warning
District Commanders To Be

Held Responsible for the
Speak-easies in Areas

One policeman was arrested charged
with extortion and ope was publicly rep¬
rimanded in court yesterday following
a letter to police precinct commanders
from Commissioner Eitright charging
negligence in liquor cases by members
of the Police Department. Prohibition
Director Ralph A. Day, commenting on
the letter yesterday, referred to the
stand of the Commissioner as "coura¬
geous."
The Police Commissioner said yes¬

terday that the letter bespoke closer
co-operation between the Police De¬
partment and other prohibition en¬
forcement agencies, and said it was a
routine communication, .spurring the
police to greater efforts. He said it
was only such a letter as he was ac¬
customed to send to police heads at
intervals. He said the charges of graftand bootlegging contained in the let¬
ter were based on rumors of trouble
which had reached him, and which
were being investigated, fhe letter
follows:

To Hold Commanders to Account
"Hereafter when arrests are made

by the Federal authorities or by spe¬cial squads of this department, the
commanding officer of the district and
the commanding officer of the precinct
will be held to strict accountability
and they will be required to show
civuse why charges should not be pre¬
ferred against them for neglect of duty
and any other culpability oí which
teey might reasonably be charged.
"The drinking public is being robbed

r.nd poisoned by reason oí this illicit
Irade. There are considerable grounds
for believing that members of this de¬
partment of high and low degree are
palpably negligent or corruptly inter¬
ested in this vicious and unlawful busi¬
ness.

"Toleration of these conditions or
excusing any negligence upon the part
of any member of this department in
connection with the proper enforce-
ment of this law is at an end and there
must be no misunderstanding on this
score."
The letter is interpreted by the po¬

lice to mean that when Federal agents
come into their precinct and stage a
raid, without calling the police in to
assist in the raid, that the police may
be brought up on charges of neglect
of duty in not knowing that the place
raided even existed as an alleged
"speak easy,"

No 111 Feeling, Says Day
"There never has been any ill feel¬

ing between Federal officials and the
police, although we have had a few
conflicts between some of our agents
and policemen," said Director Day.
"We do not intend to have any such
conflicts in the future. We intend to
avoid all conflicts and maintain a
better feeling."
The first policeman to feel the swing

of the ax. ginco the Commissioner's
circular letter began to circulate was
Policernan> Albert E. Helmerson, of the
Parkville station, Brooklyn, arrested
and suspended from the force on
charges of having extorted $150 each
from William Goores, of 6123 Second
Avenue, and George Schneider, of 5201
Second Avenue, both proprietors of
former saloons.
The complainants charge they

handed the money to Helmerson who
counted it and handed it to a second
man, for whom tho police are search¬
ing. Helmerson was held in $5,000
bail on two separate extortion charges.

Magistrate Geismar, in Coney Island
Court, severely reprimanded Patrolman
Edward Lamauree, attached to the
special service division at Headquar¬
ters, Manhattan, for his methods in
gettingVvidence against Louis Smith,
a waiter at Stauch's, Coney Island.

Enright Lays
City's Traffic
Evils to State

Commissioner at Police Con¬
ference Asserts It Turns
Loose Applicants to Drive
Cars Whether Fit or Not

He Wants License Power
Advocates $10,500,000 Fees

Collected Be Distributed
Among Cities for Traffic
Many of the traffic evil» in this city

arc due to faulty supervision by the
state, Police Commissioner Enright
told the members of the National Po¬
lice Conference yesterday at its ses¬
sion at the Waldorf-Astoria devoted
to "Traffic."
The Commissioner charged the state

with being criminally negligent in its
failure to insure proper regulation of
automobile traffic, saying that after
collecting license fees it then turns
defective drivers and machines loose
on the streets after subjecting the
chauffeurs only to a highly superficial
examination, without finding out
whether they have criminal records,,
whether they are fit mentnlly or
whether the cars they apply to drive
are safe, or if they are stolen.
"This is a very large part of the

source of the traffic evil," he asserted,
"and if this work were given to the
police they would do the job properly
along with their other work. The
trouble is lack of licensing by the
police. All the state does is collect
the money, and it leaves the dirty
work to the police."
Commissioner Enright also advocated

that the fees collected by the state,
v/hich amount to about $10,500,000, an¬
nually on automobiles licenses, should
be distributed pro rata among the-
n.unicipalities for the regulation and
improvement of traffic facilities, instead
of being absorbed for state uses.

It is planned to regulate the area
between Fourteenth Street and Fifty-
ninth Street in such a manner that all
important up and down town traffic on
the avenues will move simultaneously,
and that when it is halted all cross-
town traffic will move together, it was
announced at the morning session by
Special Deputy Police Commissioner
Jchn A. Harriss, who is in charge of
traffic for the New York Police Depart¬
ment, and who reviewed the general
experience of this city in the matter
for the benefit of the delegates.

Europe's Traffic Problems
The French and English representa¬

tives declared that outside of Paris
and London their countries have little
if any difficulties with traffic, but
Hnkon Jorgensen, sub-director of police
ir. Copenhagen, Denmark, said that the
great problem in Copenhagen was cre¬
ated by the heavy bicycle traffic. No
fewer than 260,000 bicycles a day cross
one important street intersection in
that city, he said, and since they are
not identified in any way nor licensed,
there is always great, difficulty in lo¬
cating the ones responsible for the
minor accidents that occur.

Public opinion must be educated to
regard the loss of human life by traf¬
fic accidents as just as serious as any
other form of killing, instead of merely
as a routine incident to be forgotten,
said Police Commissioner James W.
Inches, of Detroit. Until that time
comes, he added, improved regulations
and ordinances and attempts to edu-

cate chauffeurs will never «ucr-red fully,
as there is a class of drivers uponwhom no amount of work will have
any effect and who can only be reached
by the fear of serious punishment.

"Traffic accidents should bo investi¬
gated and placed by the police in tho
»amo category as any other crime," he
declared. "Killing a man with an au¬
tomobile «mounts to the same thing
as killing him with a gun.'*

Danes Telegraph Fingerprints
The conference's afternoon meetingtook up the question of criminal iden¬

tification. Sub-Director Jorgensen ex¬
plained a system of "distant identifi¬
cation" he has evolved, by which the
characteristics of a set of fingerprints
may be reduced to a numerical for¬
mula, enabling police departments at
a distance to telegraph a suspected
person's fingerprints to his native
town for comparison with the local
files, effecting a great saving in the
time that would be necessary for
transmission of photographs of the
prints by mail. The Danish police offi¬
cial illustrated his proposition by
charts and declared that it would make
possible an international directory o{criminals, such as that which Den¬
mark has already established.
Commissioner Enright declared that

the Danish scheme offered great possi¬bilities in the direction of interna¬
tional police co-operation, and added
that the New York \force intends to
install the system as soon as possible.
The methods of identification and of
police procedure in use in Belgium and
