WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS, W. Va., Sept. 27..Those who eotmtfcd

on Miss Glenna Collett, Miss Alexa Stirling and Miss Edith Gumming.«* toi
set the pace in the struggle for the United States women's golf champion-1
ship reckoned wisely. But there is another who is attracting considerable
attention here by her brilliant performances, and who promises to make
a stronger bid for the title than was expected, najnely, Mrs. Quentin j
Feitner, formerly Miss Lillian Hyde.

Mrs. fVitner is playing so intensely
and so exceedingly well that it is the
general feeling she will win out if her
stamina remains with her to the end.
To-day, with another wonderful display
of sound golf, she eliminated Mrs. Dor¬
othy Campbell Hurd, former champion
and veteran campaigner, in the second
round of the tourney. The South Shore
Club golfer's margin of victory was 3
up and 2 to play.
Playing virtually perfect golf going

out, she at all times had the match well
in hand and her few lapses on the in¬
coming round were not serious. When
danger threatened, the former Metro¬
politan title holder rallied bravely. She
took 41 to make the outgoing trip,
which is harder and longer than the
return journey, and that score might
well have been a 39.
On the fourth hole, par 4, Mr..

Feitner, playing flawlessly up to the
green, had a four-foot putt for her par
and a win. She was partially stymied
but went boldly for a cup and missing
went by some'four feet. She missed
that putt coming back and instead of
having a 4 and a win she had taken a 6
:ind had lost the hole. Despite that
break, if such you may call it, Mrs.
FVitner stood 3 up at turn.

Mrs. Hurd Cuts Down Lead
She managed to halve the tenth hole

with a 5 but lost the eleventh. She got
hack that loss at the twelfth, but im¬
mediately lost the thirteenth. Right
there came the break. Mrs. Feitner
was hurrying her back swing a bit and
Mrs. Hurd was gaining confidence as
she gradually cut down her opponent'slead.

Mrs. Hurd had a fine drive on the
f«,i3ftecnth, where Mr3. Feitner hooked
badly. She pumped her second into a
trap and it looked as if Mrs. Hurd was
about to pick up another hole. But
Mrs. Feitner made a marvelous recov¬
ery and holed a 10-foot putt, giving her
a win and a lead of 3 up again. She
-missed her pitch shot on the next, a
short hole, and lost, but came rightback with a splendid 4 on the six¬
teenth for a win and the match.

Mrs. Feitner's style is that of a
champion. Every move in fact is work¬manlike and finished. She has theshort game to go with her tremendous¬ly long driving and she plays her ironshots like a professional.

In Southern Open

NASHVILLE, Tenn., Sept. 27..

Fashions in sport change with the
years. It was from Belle Mead, just
outside of Nashville, that mighty Priam
left to begin his victorious career over
thirty years ago. It was from this
same great racing center that Iroquois
and The Commoner left to gather in
their glory.
To-day the dust of Priam rests

under the Belle Mead Oaks, and abovehis dust divots are getting ready tofly, for the Southern open golf cham¬
pionship, in which the greatest pro¬fessionals of America and GreatBritain will battle for the biggest potof froid ever offered in championship,will start to-morrow.

Hagen, Barnes, Hutchison, Duncan,Mitchell, Deigel, Farroll and over
ninety other great golfers will settlethe issue as to who is the leading
money player, a3id $5,000 will be split
among the prize winners over the
seventy-two hole route. The winnerdraws down $1,000, the largest sum yetoffered for any victor in a golfing test
on this sido of the Atlantic, and with
so many stars on hand some fortydozen prophets have long since growndizzy trying to name the leading star.No one has yet been able to convince
any one else that his man outclassesthe field, although Hagen, perhaps, isconsidered the most dangerous in-dividual of the lot.
The field stars to work on Thursday[morning, winding up on Saturday with

a ihirty-six-hole journey among thesurviving sixty-four, all four roundsfrom the start to count in the finalaward.
In to-day's amateur-pro preliminaryThompson, of New York, and Horner,a young Nashville amateur, overthrewthe big field with a 60. Deigel andCraig, with 07, tied with Kirkwood andPollack Boyd, the intercollegiate cham-pion. For a while Frank Goldchauxand Abe Mitchell seemed to have allrecords broken, and when they beganto slide and stumble over too manyfour nnd five foot putts, Hagon andI'robasco, his partner, finished at 70.Belle Mead, once the greatest of allSouthern horse centers in the way ofbreeding famous entries, is now one ofthe star golf courses of the South, over6,400 yards long and in wonderful con¬dition for one of the finest tourna-ments held in one of golf's greatestyears. Tho Brit¬
ish yacht won three consecutive races
in as many days.

Coila III was leading by 4 minutes 32
seconds. To-day's race was twice
around a six-mile course, starting off
Marblehead R-ock and running to the
Whirtler Buoy off Mark No. 1, giving
a windward and leeward course, with
a run out to the Whistler and a beat
back. The wind from the southeast,
blowing strong at the start, held
throughout the first round, but on the
second died down until at the finish
almost a dead calm prevailed.

Heston, Snow, Schulz, Weekes, Redden, the Hammonds, Craig, Gar-
rels, Curtis, Benbrook, McGugin, Maulbetsch.a long parade of stars that
will not be forgotten soon.

Michigan's football tradition .holds its share of victories, but, better
still, there has been a complete absence of scandal and any unfavorable
gossip against its playing personnel.

The Autumn Outlook
Around the tents of the Maize and Blue, backfield and end stars are

almost as plentiful as leaves in an autumn glen.
There are Bank (provided he can get back into condition again after

having broken his leg) and Uteritz for quarterback, experienced, capable
directors of attack. '

Kipke and Roby, at half and full, will both be in harness for big
games ahead, while Captain Goebel and Kirke will take sufficient care of
the flanks to insure but little hostile progress.

This leaves Cappon, a veteran end, tackle and back, to help wher¬
ever needed, and where Cappon plays there will be strength.

The main problem at Michigan will be to build up four of the five
center-line positions.

There are several good substitutes and members of last year's fresh¬
man team for these open places, but it is no simple job to replace four
veterans from tackle to tackle.

Muirhead will take excellent care of one tackle position, but the
scramble for the other positions will be extremely keen.

Slaughter, the 190-pound freshman center, will make a bold bid for
this sector, while Garfield, Van Orden, Swan and other 1921 reserves areall showing the improvement that experience brings.

Tidy Prospects
So Michgan ought to be among the leaders if the deadly scythe ofFate doesn't cut the team to pieces, aa it did a year ago. Yost had morestars in the hospital most of the time than he had upon the field. Andwhen ankles and knees begin popping in the autumn air there is verylittle to be done about it except to replenish the supplies of arnica andbandages.
Any backñeld that has Bank, Uteritz, Kipke, Roby and Cappon is onits way to quit«: a number of touchdowns and field goals, with any linehelp to aid the cause.
From this supply Yost should have a strong machine ready for hisfamous march upon Ohio State's new stadium on October 21.This game will attract the greatest football crowd that ever gatheredin the West, as every early indication calls for capacity, and capacity isj up around 75,000 or 80,000 souls.
The battle with Vanderbilt on the Saturday before renews an old in-tersectional scrimmage which should give the first important line uponthe Michigan outlook.

"Hurry-Up" Yost, who played tackle for Lafayette twenty-six year3ogo, has been at Michigan for twenty-two years. No man lives who caresmore for a game than Yost cares for football. He has one leading essentialn mind for the making of a star. "Give me," he says, "the man who.oyes the game and I'll take a chance with the rest of it."
