
Yanks Still Trying for Just One Game Which Means Pennant and an Ail New York Series
s

Rip Collins Outpitches Bush
And Red Sox Beat Hugmen, 34
Former Yankee Hurler Holds New Yorkers to 4 Hits,

of Which Pipp Gets 2; Bullet Joe Yields 9
Bingles, With 2 Doubles and a Single for Pratt

BOSTON, Sept 28..That mathematical uncertainty in the American
League pennant race atill exists. "Bullet Joe" Bush, the Brainerd Meteor,
Vas delegated this afternoon to crush the Boston Red Sox and make the
pennant safe for the Hugmen. However, Joe ran head on into Rip Collins,
who kept blazing his fast ones and curves over and around the. plate so
cunningly that the New Yorkers could do little with him and the pros-
pectlve champions lost, 3 to 1.

It wa» not for lack ?! opportunity
that the Yanks were defeated, in fact,
chances just thrust themselves upon
our stalwart athletes, but what is oni
or a half dozen opportunities among
friends? Due, no doubt to a rather
long rest; perhaps due to'strain and
over-anxiety, the Yankees played
mediocre ball. They could not hit and
lacked that keen dash one expects from
a championship outfit.
What stood out, however, was the in¬

ability of the Hugmen to clout. They
scored only once, and they hit safely
just four times. Wally Pipp was the
leader in the attack with two clean
einglea, thus maintaining his high
atandard. Ward rapped a double off
the left field fence in tho second inn¬
ing, and Joe Dugan singled sharply to
center field in the third inning. What
disappointed even more in the failure
of the Yanks was that Rip Collins is¬
sued seven bnses on balls. Every time
one looked around Rip was either pass¬
ing some one or was deep in a hole,
due to wildness. In the first and sixth
Innings he signed two tickets, yet
neither time could tho Yanks do any¬
thing with him.

Life was just one ruined opportunity
after another with the Yanks.

Nine Men Stranded
They had nine men stranded. Some

of this was duo to anxiety, and yet one
i cannot take all the credit of the day

away from Rip Collins, who hurled a

crafty game. Rip worked under a han¬
dicap, for he has a severe cold. Some
say Collins lacks sand. Maybe so, but
he has scored fifteen victories with a
cellar club and is working back to the
form he showed the first year up in
th>* American League.

Collins was easily the mnster of
Bush. The Sox dug in on "Bullet Joe,"
who still limps as a result of the
bruise on his heel. It seemed that
former Yanks were on destruction bent,
for Derrill Pratt and Johnny Mitchell,
both Yankee cast-offs, either scored or

¿rovo hom* three of the runs scored.
These men, with Rip Collins, made it
a great day for former New Yorkers.
Of the nine hits scored off Bush, Pratt
got two doubles and an infiel«» single,
scoring a run and driving one home;
Miller pot a single, so did Mitchell,
and his bingl« gave Boston the first
tally. Muddy Ruel got a clean hit.
Pip Collins set at least one record for
the any, striking out four times. Bush
had nine strike-outs, all told

It was not for lack of opportunity
that the Yanks failed to put a run
over the plate in the first inning. Tho
chance was not what might be termed
glowing, but nevertheless it was a
chance. Witt and Dugan passed out on

flies, but Ruth waited out Collins and
drew a pnss. Meusel, however, struck
at a bad ball, and two Yanks were
stranded. L The Red Sox took liberties
with the delivery of Joe Bush. Menos¬
key walked, and with Miller out of
the way Burns singled to right. Menos¬
key stopped at second, and then Pratt
hit into a double play, Scott to Ward
to Pipp.
The Hugmen failed to cash on a

double by Ward, which bounced off
the left field fence in the second in¬
ning, but the Sox took the lead for
the time beine;. Frank O'Rourke led
off with a base on balls and Shano
Collins poked a single through to right
f.eld on a hit-and-run play. Johnny
Mitchell then shot a wallop beyond the
frenzied clutches of Joe Dugan and
O'Rourke scored. Ruel then sacrificed,
but Rip Collins struck out and Menos-
key did likewise.

Tk-d in the Third
In the third inning the Yanks tied

the score, but they will never brag
about that inning. Whitoy Witt
watched Collins breeze four wide of
the plate. With the count three and
two on Dugan, Joe laced one to micl-
ftald, and Witt, in full flight as the
batsman swung made third without
trouble. Babe Ruth watched two spoea
wide of the plate, but then fell for an
inside hook and forced Dugan at sec¬

ond base, Witt scoring. Pipp sent
Ruth to third with a clean single, but
Mausel hit into n double play.
For the next several innings the

play of the Yanka was anything but
impressive. It might have been the re¬
sult of a more or less protracted rest,
and then, again, it might have
been just one of those days.
But whatever it was, the team
failed to justify the confidence
of its friends. It mugged more
than one play and it treated the, pub¬
lic orders by Huggins with contempt.
Meusel and Witt offended in this, the
former refusing to shift for a hitter
and the latter refusing to run on a ball
which fell foul, but which looked like
a fair ball when it left the bat. Witt's
judgment was borne out, but it of¬
fended to see the orders of a manager
slighted.
The Red Sox, meek and lowly though

they be, had certain definite ideas
upon this game. They were determined
to at least keep the Yanks in suspense
for the timo being. Bush pulled out
of a hole in the fifth inning, striking
out Burns with two on bases. In the
sixth frame, however, Joe could not
restrain Mb foemen and they got a
ran off him. Pratt doubled to the left
field embankment and O'Rourke sacri¬
ficed. J. Collins biffed to center ¿or
a single and Pratt scored. He turnad
to tho Yanks' bench and made certain
cutting remarks.
This same Pratt tossed a grenade into

the Yanks' atronghold in the seventh
with two hands down and Burns on
f rst base. Menoskey opened the frame
with a base on balls and Miller bunted
him to second. Menoskey, however,failed to keep his head up and was run
down between second and third when
Bums grounded to Dugan. Pratt then
came to the fore and walloped a drive-
to the embankment in left center,sending Burns home with the final run
of the afternoon.

The Wall Street odds on tho world's
series aro still resting ensily at 7 to 5
on the Yankees. Not much coin of the
realm has been wagered as yet, as tho
Giant supporters seem to bo waiting
for tho odds to lengthen at least n

point. Any amount of Yankee money
is lying idle around Broad and Wall,
ready to be snapped up at the prevail¬
ing price, but the National League fol¬
lowing insists that tho American
League advantage in hurling calls for
at least an 8 to 5 bot. One firm of
brokers has a commission to place $100
against $900 that the Yankees take four
straight games.

In spite of the fact that tho pennant,
has not been clinched by the wander¬
ing Hugmen, nothing has been able to
stop the flood of applications fo.r re¬
served seats at tho Yankee office. A
visit to the sanctum yesterday revealed
Chubby Charlie McManus with his head
just sticking up through the center of
a huge pile» of torn enveiopes. If two
more mailmen had come in Charlie
would have been completely submerged.

Things were more serene around the
Giant offices. They have had more time
to prepare for the rush and have fairly
well completed their allotment of seats.
The press headquarters at the Commo¬
dore have already opened for business
and sports editors from all ovor the
country are writing in for seats in the
front row center.

No one regretted tho defeat of the
Yanks yesterday more than the Giant
officials. Their best laid plans may
"gangaft a-gley" if the Huggins clan
runs that mathematical chance into a
terrible tie with the Browns. This would
bo a good day to end tho suspense.

Home Runs NotCommon During
World's Series of Other Years
Because of the enormous increase in recent seasons of home run

hitting, begun by "Babe" Ruth and emulated by every player with a pair
of clear eyes and strong shoulders, followers of the game expect the com¬

ing world series to develop into a contest of long distance batting, which
a study of the statistics entirely refutes.
Not that the 1922 struggle between*

Monhattan's two representatives may
not establish an imposing and new
total "of four-base swats, because *.t
may, but if many home runs are hit it
will be a novelty. Neither participant
is the leading club of its league in
home run hitting.
The season of 1922 has been the

most prolific of home runs of all time,
the 1,000 mark being whizzed past by
the sluggers of both leagues as the
autumn leaves began to fall. The
previous record was in 1921 when 937
home runs were made in the two or¬
ganizations.
Yet in all the world's series games

that have been played only thirty-five
home runs have been made, and if the.
computation is made on the basis of
most other world series discussion.
beginning in 1905 when the Brush
rules were evolved.only thirty-two
circuit clouts have been clipped. And
George Herman Ruth has made but
one of them.

All of the thirty-two homers have
been damaging, however, some of them
accounting for games that meant win¬
ning a series. The pr."m goes to J.
Franklin Baker, of Trappe, Md., still
with the Yankees, who becamo known
as "Home Run" Baker early in this
decade when, with the Philadelphia
Athletics, ho mauled Mathewson and
Marquard of the Giants.

In the last world's series the Amer¬
ican League teams made 114 runs,
eight of them home runs, and tho
National Leaguers have made five home
runs out of the 112 runa they have
scored,
The probability of this series de¬

veloping a new record is not remote
since a number of the "one-way hit¬
ters" are on both clubs. The records
of September 23 show Ruth and Bob
Meuse'i to have been third and sixth
respectively in the American League
and Emil Meusel and George Kelly to
have been fourth and fifth respectivly
in the other league in "fence bust¬
ing."

Moreover, Ruth Is about at the top
of his long hitting form. It Is argued
by sofríe that had he not been k«pt out
of the game until May 20 and then ab¬
sent at intervals thereafter he
would have led his league ap-ain this
year and might have broken his record
of fifty-nine last year. '
No player has made more than two

home runs in a world's series and
only three men have accomplished that.
They are Pat Dougherty of the Bos¬
ton Americans in 1903, Harry Hooper
of the Boston Americana in 1915 and
Benny Xauff of the Giants in 191?.
