The Central Railroad of New Jersey

«id the New York Central railroads
were »till accepting building material
m freight for New York, but tho build-
ins material and construction inter¬
ests were alarmed at the week end lest
the routing of building material traffic
over the open roads would quickly
hrine about embargoes on them r.s well.

So «rest a presauro was applied to
tfte roads announcing embargoes that
in gome cases applications were con¬
sidered from building material con-

ilgnees as well as shippers for special
shipping permits. These permits were
exceedingly hard to obtain, however,
because the railroads are totally with¬
out any reserve of empty freight cars
for the first time in many years, and
the freight terminals are congested
with goods and cars that are taxing
»vailahle rail capacity.
As the situation now shapes up to

the building industry, there are pos¬
sibilities seen by some of general re¬
course to the tactics followed at times
during the war, when trucks were em¬

ployed as great caravan» to bring basic
building materials to this Jllty from
as far west as Pennsylvania ami ns
far north as Vermont and the lumber
center of Tonawanda.
Mason material dealers were not

ready to admit as the week closed that
the freight embargo on cement and
other products brought to this city by
rail was solely responsible for the
tlackening demand for common brick,
which, by tho way, dropped in price $1
E thousand, wholesale, to $15<c£$17 a
thousand. (For delivered prices add
cost of handling, haulage and 10 per
cent.) The brick supply in New York
is piling up fast.
