“The Man Who Played God"

A pleture called “The Man Who
Pleyed God” {s st the Strand Theater,
George Arlise plays the title role and
the picture has this strange name be-
cause the man, after being stricken
with & deafness and wishing no longer
te live, suddenly found that life was
very sweet when he began to help other
people. Ha “played God” by finding out
what they most desired and then giving
it"io them, Yesterday we felt almost
as though Georgs Arliss were playing
God to us, He certainly gave us some-
thing we ardently desired—a good
picture,

For the first timo in our novel exist-
ence last week we suddenly got terri-
bly tired and terribly discouraged with
gictures. They have been especially
ed this summer, and these that were
the worat seemed to be making the
most money, We had seriously con-
sldered leaving the pictures to their
fate and going back to horses or dogs
or else taking up =eroplanes or sutoma-
biles. Then along comes “The Man
Who Played God,” and we have taken
heart again. This is in every way a
fine picture. It is free from sentimen-
tality, but it is filled with sentiment,
and in every thought it reflects life.
Perhaps no one ever has done just
what John Arden did. But breathes
there a man with soul so dead he never
to himself hath said: “If I should sud-
denly inherit a million dollars I'd walk
around and whenever I heard anyone
wiching for anything I'd give it to him."”
That is just w{mt John Arden did.

When the story opens Arden im &
world-famour musician. Just after his
wedding to Marjory Blaine, with whom

he ia madly in love, he is to play at|

a command performance, and the king,
whom heo is to entertain, has a bom
aimed at him by some revolutionists.

They
only know that they call on God and
that in some mysaterious way God
sends His agent.

To watch the performance of George
Arliss is a delight. Here is a man who
can make us ery while all the mueck
deeigned for that purpose and pre-
sented on the sereen in the form of
precocious “kiddies” with their arti-
ficinl curls and their eye on the di-
rector or the neglected mothers, with
furrowed brow and whitened hair, fills
us  with indignant rebelllon. First
honora belong to Mr, Arliss, for we
kept wondering what this role would
be like in the hands of “certain
parties.”” But Mr, Arliss has reesived
the loyal support of an unusually good
compeny and the direetion is wonder-
ful.  Harmon Weight directed the pie-
ture, and he is so good that he proh-
ably will declde to go into some other
kind of business gefora long.

WASHINGTON, Oet. 1.—A new il-
cent postage stamp of peacock hluo
color, with the portrait of Rutherford
B. Hayes, will be placed on sale Oe-
tober 4, at Fremont, Ohio, commemo-
rating the 100th anniversary of the
former President’s birth, according to
a statement issued by W. Irving
Glover, Third Assistant Postmaster
General. The new iesue will be of spe-
cial interest in Ohlo, where celebra-

tions of the anniversary nave been ar-
roanged, The stampe will also be avail-
able on that date to stamp eollcators
at the Philatelic Stamp Agency, divi-
sion of stamps, Postoffice Department.

This i8 the first postage stamp to ba
placed on sale of the complete new
series planned by the Postoffice De-
partment. The new Ave-cent Roose-
velt stamp will be available October 27,
the birthday of Theodore Roosevelt.
One reason for the selection of Roose-
velt's portrait for the five-cent stamp
was the fact that this denomination {s
most widely used on letters to forelgn
countries,

The new 50-cent stamp with a pleturs
of the Arlington smphitheater and the
tomb of the Unknown Soldisr will be
placed on sale on Armistice Day, No-
vember 11, The remaining denomina-
tions of tha series will he placed on
zale as promptly as the engreving and
preparation of the platea are com-
pleted.

New Denominatlons

In the new series of donominations
the 13-cent stamp has beei dropped and
14-cent and 26-cent stamps have been
added. The 13-cent stamp was found
useful only for payment of combined
postage and registration f.2 during the
war period when the ordinary letter
postage rate was 3 cents.
