Portland Meeting Was Most

Generous and Independ¬
ent, He Informs St.
John's Cathedral Audience

Declares FaithUnchanged
Truly National Character

of the Church Made
Evident, He Maintains

The general convention of the Episcopal Church which recently complétéeits sessions at Portland, Ore., was described yesterday by Bishop Manningof New York, as "perhaps the moabrotherly and generous in spirit, thimost vigorous and independent in itjudgment, and the most fearless in it;faith and religious conviction of any convention this church has ever hold.Bishop Manning made his conventioiexperiences the subject of his addresiat the morning service at the Cat?;edral of St. John the Divine.
Impressed by General LoyaltyíThe bishop was most impressed, hisaid, by the fervent, whole-hearted, believing loyalty of all to the faith amorder of the Church. "Any suggostioiof change in the substance of the fait)would be inconceivable," he said."To do this would be to depart frorbelief in Christianity as a revelatioifrom God or as having any distincdivine message for us. it is sometimesaid that we have too much freedorof thought and expression in the Episcopal Church. Tho generul conventiois the evidence that loyalty to thFaith flourishes in the atmosphere ofreedom. Amid the restlessness, th

change, the uncertainty of this presentime, the Episcopal Church stands anbears witness to something that doe
not change, something upon which w
cr.n plp.nt our feet with absolute cei
tainty, because we recognize in it th
truth of God Himself made known t
us in Jesus Christ. However gres
may bo the freedom of utterance a
lowed to individuals, what tho Episccpal Church says and what the genen
convention with its whole heart sayis that the Fa!th of Christ does nc
and cannot change, but that it. is v,
men and women who need to change i
our fuller understanding of that faitl
in our fuller and more intelligent b<
lief in it, and in our fuller exprcssio
of it in our personal, social and indui
trial life."

A Truly National Church
The convention, he added, brougl

into view the truly national characti
of the Episcopal Church and emphi
sized its truly democratic spirit stan<
ing for constitutional government ar

authority as the means to and prote
tion of true and ordered liberty.
Bishop Manning briefly reviewed tl

work of the convention and impress«
on his hearers the essential unity
the Church in spite of the wido diffe
enees in non-essentials, the vigor
the Church's life as shown in i
strength of conviction and freedom
expression, the adaptability of tl
Church to the needs of the age, the i
terest shown by the laity in the wo
of the Church, and, finally, "the dei
desire that this Church shall more ad
quately fulfil her splendid mission ai
use her unequalled opportuni
through the full Apostolic sacrament
religion which she presents."

Synagogue Goes Dark
At Yom Kippur Service
The Jewish synagogue at Bay Six¬

teenth Street near Benson Avenue,
Brooklyn, was plunged into darkness at
8 o'clock last night while 1,000 persons
were attending the Yom Kippur serv¬
ices there.
Rabbi J. Fox, who was conducting the

services, went to the basement to inves¬
tigate. He said he found the janitor
had consumed a large part of the sacra¬
mental wine to be UBed during Yom
Kippur. He had been tinkering with
the fuse box, and the result was the
complete darkening of the church.
Patrolman Samuel Whittaker passed

by 'about that time pnd Rabbi Fox
hailed him from the door of the syna¬
gogue and asked him if he knew any¬thing about electricity. Whittaker said
he always had been a handy man
around h,i« home at 1636 Fiftieth
Street, Brooklyn, and he went to the
rescue of the distracted congregation.
He worked for fifteen minutes on the
fuse box and finally succeeded in turn¬
ing on the lights.

Admiral Clark,
Hero of Oregon
Run, Dead at 79
Naval Officer, Who as Cap-tain Commanded War¬

ship on Record-BreakingTrip, Had Varied Career
Was Noted for Pertinacity
Promoted for Services in

Helping Destroy SpanisliFleet in Santiago Figli
LONG BEACH, Calif'., Oct. 1 (BjThe Associated Press)..Rear AdmiraCharles E. Clark, U. S. N., who, when icaptain, commanded the battleship Oregon on its famous voyage from SaiFrancisco to Key West and later ilthe battle of Santiago July 3, 1897, i;the Spanish-American War, died at thhome of his daughter here late to-dajHe was seventy-nine years old.Rear Admiral Clark guided the Oregon in its race against time on a voyagequal to half way around the worlwithout a single serious mishap to meor machinery.This remarkable race occurred duiing the opening days of the war, i1898. Clark was fifty-four years oliHe sailed from San Francisco on Marc19. Between him and his destinatio

Had Varied Career
Clark's naval career was varied. He

was shipwrecked off the coast of
British Colombia in 1868, when the
Suwanee foundered, and through the
loss of his superior officers became com¬
mander, of the thirty-three survivors.
He organized them into a defensive
party to hold off 400 hostile Indians
until rescue arrived. He watched the
Spaniards, whom he was later to en¬
gage in battle, bombard Valparaiso and
Callao. He served on the Pacific, West
Indies and Asiatic stations, was at¬
tached to the Brooklyn, Mare Island
and Portsmouth navy yards and in¬
structed a class at Annapolis. He
spent three years in surveying the
North Pacific coast and four years in
Inspecting lighthouses."
He, on b oard the Oregon, helped to

destroy the Spanish fleet at Santiago
and was advanced six numbers in rank
for his ristinguished services. At the
age of fifty-nine he again was advanced
in rank, seven numbers, and promoted
to rear admiral.
Rear Admiral Clark rounded out his

career as commander of the League
Island navv yard, as governor for three
years of the Naval Home at Philadel¬
phia and as president of the naval
examining and retiring board. He was
retired from active service in 1906, on
his sixty-second birthday.
