i Finds Jobs for 101 Men

One hundred and one ex-service men
were founds jobs during August by the
| New York County Chapter of the Red
| Cross. Of these men, forty-nine were
disabled, In addition more than 250
men reapplied at the offica for work,
positions which had been found for
them having been discontinued or other
changes having made it necessary to
seek new employment.

Although & large number of the
men who used the Red Cross Club, 129
East Thirty-ninth Btreet, were absent
from the city, a total attendance of
2,682 iz recorded for August, More
than 2,000 of this number are men in
training, 150 were hospital men and
the remainder were army and navy

]

Claimsa totaling 3,127 casea are be-
ing handled by the New York County
Chapter, with 1,048 pending. An aver-
age of sixty claims a day is bheing|
taken up in the eclaims department. |
In the home service section (15 cases
of ex-service men's families were under
T&d Cross ' care during August, with
933 medical cases being cared for by
social field service workera,

Adjust Compensations

At the Manhattan State Hospital, on
Ward's Island, seventeen changes in
compensation status were reported in
August by Red Cross workers. Twen-
ty-four afidavits were filed with the
claims section of the Veterans’ Bu-
reau, and the necessary papers for fil-
ing eight claims were sent in, in addi-
tion to evidence supporting one de-
pendency elaim.

All ex-service men who wera dis-
charged from parcle during the month
were made the supject of reports to
the Veterans' Bureau. Incorporated in
this report are “industrial historles”
of the patients from the dates of thelr

aroles to the time of their discharges
rom the hospital. These reports are
comprehensive, and it is helieved that
they will ba of considerable advantage
to the bureau {n changing the ratings
of any of the men discharged.
