Chilean Congress
Passes Measure
Authorizing Loan

Portion of 135 Million Peso
Issue To Be Sold Abroad
Is Undetermined; Would
Develop Nitrate 'Jgrade

Special Foreign Financial Correspondence
SANTIAGO, Chile, Oct. 6..Tho new

fiscal loan, which has occupied the at¬
tention of the Chilean Congress for the
last month, has now been definitelysettled and approved. The bill is at
present awaiting the President's signa¬ture. In its present form it authorizes
tho government to borrow, for a long
or short term, 135,000,000 paper pesos,
at an annual interest not to exceed 8
per cent. It is not known as yetwhether an effort will be made to ob¬
tain the entire amount abroad.in Lon¬
don or New York.or a certain portiononly, the rest to be obtained In this
country.

In the Chamber of Deputies attention
haß been called to Germany's deficiency
in nitrates for the coming year and
the difficulties in the way of disposing
of the Chilean product there. It ap¬
pears that the Nitrate Producers' As¬
sociation recently directed a note to
the goverr merit of Chile advising that
during the year beginning with July
German agriculturists will be in need
of an additional amount of fertilizer
equal to 500,000 or 600,000 tons of
Chilean nitrate, and indicating that it
would be advisable to take diplomatic
steps toward obtaining a withdrawal
of the embargo existing in that coun¬
try against the importation of foreign
nitrates.
The sale of such an amount of

nitrate as that indicated above would
be of inestimable benefit to Chile at
tliis time from an economic and finan¬
cial point of view if the difficulties in
the way of its accomplishment could
be successfully overcome. For several
years the importation of nitrate into
Germany has been subject to prohibi¬
tive tariffs and strict government
regulations, and tho most that Chile
has so far been able to obtain has
been the permission to place her ni¬
trate in the German market at a price
not to exceed 10 per cent more than
tho price of German synthetic nitrate.
This concession, however, holds but

little encouragement to nitrate pro¬ducers hero, for-synthetic nitrate is
sold in Germany at the present time
for 17,654 marfei per English ton, and
according to the above arrangement
the Chilean product would have to be
offered there for 19,419 marks, which,
at the day's rate of exchange, would
yield around £6 11s. On this basis,
according to calculations of the Nitrate
Association, the cost at the Chilean
coast would have to be £4 11s. per ton.
or 4 shillings per Spanish quintal,which is only about half of its present
value.
Suggestions have been made that, in

view of Germany's desire to regain her
former market in Chile for manufac¬
tured goods, the government of Chile
should be in a position to dictate an
equally free entry of her products into
Germany.

Trade is Advancing
In Cleveland Section

No Seasonal Slump Noted in
Auto, Rubber and Build¬

ing Trades
CLEVELAND, Oct. 7..Amon¿ the

outstanding features of the past month,according to the October review of
business conditions by the Federal Re¬
serve Bank of Cleveland, has been the
remarkable volume of business done in
tho automobile, rubber and buildingindustries. "The fall months," saystho review, "usually see a markedtapering off in these lines of business,but this fall is proving an exception to
the rule."

In industries in this reserve districtthe past few weeks have been markedby a resumption of activity in manylines which had been forced to curtail
operations because of the fuel short¬
age. These include particularly the
automobile, paint, electrical goods,
paper box board, hardware, pottery,machine tools, agricultural implements,rubber and textiles.
Department store sales in August, as

reported to the bank, averaged 10.8 percent ahead of August, 1921. In Cleve¬land, the gain was 16.6 per cent; inPittsburgh, 9.1 per cent; in Cincinnati2.8 per cent; in Toledo, 5.6 per centand in other cities 19.4 per cent.
In wholesale lines August sales Indry goods were 37.4 per cent ahead oiJuly and 5.2 per cent ahead of August1921 ; in hardware, 10.8 ppr cent aheacof July and 26.7 per cent ahead of Au

gust, 1921 ; in drugs, 14.4 per cenlahead of July and 14.7 per cent aheacof August, 1921, and in groceries, 7.'
per cent ahead «*>f July and 5.1 per cen'behind August, 1921.

More Copper Used in BuildingThe total consumption of copper in
the building industry this year is
estimated at 150,000,000 pounds, accord¬
ing to the Copper and Brass ResearchAssociation. This is an increase of100,000,000 pound;;, as compared with1921; 96,000,000, as compared with1920, and 73,000.000, as compared with1919, in which years the amount of cop-p»;r used in the building industryvaried between 4 and 6 pi?r cent of thetotal copper consumption in the UnitedStates.

It is estimated that 118,000,000pounds of copptîr will be used this
year in roofing and street metal work,17,000,000 pounds in plumbing, 11,000,-000 pounds for lighting fixtures and4,000,000 pounds in hardware. The po¬tential market for copper and brass inthe building industry on the basis ofthis year's construction is estimated at650,000,000 pounds, says the associa¬tion.

"A trip through the streets wr
constitute the garment market'of IYork City is sufficient proof of
statement. Particularly on Mon
mornings or after a holiday, when
turned shipments of two days are
livered to the manufacturers, the neevidence of unscrupulous merchan
inir sneaks volumes airainst the pre.
ays-em.
"Retailers are not alone to blame forthis expensive abuse. Manufacturerswho resort to the memorandum sys¬tem of selling merchandise are as

much to blame as retailers. They send
one or two garments or more to a long:list of retail accounts, hoping that luck
will be with them and that the retail¬
ers will retain the goods. Some of
them do, but the percentage who re¬
turn these shipments'is so great thatthe expense of the operation, added to
the already too heavy overhead, makesit necessary to keep prices higher than
they otherwise would be.
"The correction of the reïurn evillies in the greatest measure in thehands of the manufacturers. Theyhave encouraged the retailer to re¬

turn. They must insist that no re¬
turns be made and back up their pol¬icy with their actions. The retailer
will return as long as he knows the
manufacturers will stand for it. It is
natural that he should, even thoughhe knows it is not right."

Scientific and sound business educa¬tion in schools rapidly is replacingpanics and booms, or the school of ex¬perience through which many business

men hitherto have received their train¬ing, Dr. W. A. Taylor, head of the WallStreet Division and dean of tbe Grad¬uate School of Business Administra¬tion of New York University, yesterdaytold the business men of the ColumbusCircle Lions' Club.
"I ¿o not for a moment propose togive all the credit for business prog¬ress to the work of American universi¬ties," declared Dean Taylor, "but I doinvite your attention to the fact thatthis marks practically the first genera¬tion of university trained business menin the world of commerce, industryand finance. More than that, it is the

generation which has been investi-
ating economic cause and effect as ausiness problem, instead of the ef¬fects of theoretical economics.
"This is the real meaning of thebusiness education as carried on byAmerican universities to-day. It is

leading to a more effective control of
our vary existence as a nation, forbusiness is coming to be the basis of
our civilization.
"Unprecedented enrollment of stu¬dents in commerce shows the increas¬

ing demand for trained men in busi¬
ness. The growing tendency on -ihepart of business concerns to urgetraining as an overtime taatter indi-
cat«9 the importance that business, as
a whole, is attaching to commercialtraining. The primitive method of
learning by personal experience must,if we ara to make progress, give wayto learning through the experience of
others and the scientific study of busi-
ness problems."
