There was a large nudlence of our
future citizens of German birth, and
the singers from Baden wera cordially
weleomed, though without boisterous
demonstrations. The Badische Har-
monie, under the direction of Gustav
T. Hell, segregated itself from the
mass chorus to pglve its former
countrymen a taste of transplanted
Badensian culture, and thers were alsc
some chamber music by the Elsa
Fischer string quartet, and a couple
of solos by members of the visiting
choir. The singing of the triple quar-
tet was scarcely noteworthy, not at all
comparable in ualit{l, tone or purity
of intonation with what can be heard
from such cultivators of part songs for
men's voices ag the Mendelssohn Club
of New York or the Apollo Club of
Brooklyn. So much we can say with-
out treason tol the lat® Grand Duke
of Baden or hi#® nephew, the late Ger-
man Kaiser, or to our old and abiding
love for German Minnergesang,
