vention here of the: Amern.'an Child

Hygiene Asgoelation by Socretary
Hoover, {ts retiring president. It is
the hope, Mr. Hoover s=aid, that even-

tually “ten policemen may be replaced
by one community nurse.”

At the same time Mr. Hoover an-
nounced virtual compTrhun of arrange-
ments consolidating the two great
voluntary gsocieties engaped in  the
work—the Child Hygiene Association
and the Child Health Organization of
America. He also informed the con-
vention of a plan by which a complete
demonstration in every avenue of pro-
tection of child health is to be had
through the munificence of the -com-
monwealth foundation, which haz
guaranteed for a term of years funds |
aggregating $280,000 per annum for
the work.

WASHINGTON, Oct, 1.—Mrs.
Harding, wife of the President,
sgat up to-day for the first time
gince she became seriously ill
Brigadier General C, E, SBawyer,
the White House physician, gave
hig patient this permission after
long weeks of convalescence which
followed the crisis in the early
part of August. Dr. Sawyer said
to-day that Mrs, Harding's recov-
ery is now nssured, but that full
recovery of health and strength
will be accomplished only by ex-
tremely gradual stages, and it will
be a long time before she is able
to receive visitors.
