PARIS, OeL 12 (By The Aj&sociated
Press)..The French Line has decided
to fight in th«! Supreme Court the
Washington ruling against the carry¬
ing of liquor by foreign-owned liners
within territorial waters and in the
event of an advers« decision there
will move to obtain an appeal to the
International Coart «?f Justice at The
Hague, it was learned today.
"Liquor as usual," up to the three-

mile limit, was the decision the boardof directors of the French Line made
to-day after two Jong sessions. "Then
sea) up the bars and,let internationallaw take its course."

This was the only information ob¬
tainable at the general offices of the
French Line this evening.The British lines are understood to
be in perfect harmony with the French
company in this matter. The first test,
case is likely to arise when the White
Star liner Majestic, which is scheduled
to sail from Cherbourg October 18,
reaches New York. The steamship
Homeric, which cleared yesterdayfrom Cherbourg, and the French liner
Lafayette, sailing Saturday, are within
tne limit set by the latest Washingtonedict.

Paris Awaits Outcome
The French government decided to

await developments, leaving the ques¬
tion for the present entirely in the«
hands of the shipping companies.
It will, however, make representa¬
tions should the vested rights of its
nationals, represented by sailors and
f-tokers aboard French-owned ships
and flying the French flag, be deprived
of their half or entire litre of wine.

If. Rio, Minister of Merchant Ma¬
rine, is preparing the data on the sub¬
ject for Premier Poincarc. The latter
may take up the matter with Washing-tioñ should the French-owned ships be
seized. M. Rio has asked the opinions
of French experts on international
law. Among them is Professor F. Lar-
raude, dean of the. Sorbonne Law
School, who, with Gabriel Hanotaux,
prepared the French thesis for the
League of Nations covenant.
Concerning the privilege of the

United States to accept or reject the
jurisdiction of the International Court
of Justice at The Hague, members of
the Cabinet have expressed the opin¬
ion that, although the United States is
not a member of the League of Na¬
tions, it has one judge sitting therein
in the person of .lohn Bassctt Moore.
It is the opinion here that the United
States government would be unwilling
to go on record as refusing to arbi¬
trate a matter of this sort before such
a tribunal.

Ruling Amazes Owner*
French Line officials are absolutely

appalled at the Washington reports
that their ships are liable to seizure as
common emugglers. They declare that,
outside the financial loss, which wouldbe irremediable, there is the question
of personal privilege and liberty, onwhich they would be unwilling to yield."It cannot be true," said General
Manager O. J. Dal Piaz of' the French
Line this evening. "We have not been
officially informed of anv such radical
changes and shall continue as hereto¬
fore."
"Taking wine away from our sailors

and stokers is just like taking milk
away from babies," said M. Villiers,
head quartermaster of the French Line.
"I am positive that vtr. would be unable
to muster crews for New York should
the edict be upheld. Wine is one of
the primest necessaries of life, for
these boys."

Financial Angle Important
The financial loss to the French Line

would be hundred? of thousands of
francs monthly. On one trip in Au¬
gust, with 1,011 passengers aboard, the
steamship Paris sold 1,260 bottles of
champagne, 252 bottles of fine Bur¬
gundy a«;d Bordeaux wines and eighty-
seven bottles of liquor. Besides this,
there was the ordinary red and white
wine which was allotted to each pas¬
senger with tho noon and eveningmeals.

Through the appearance In tho Es-
sex Market Court yesterday of Do.ni-
nick Alongé, a member of tho firm of
Alongé Brothers, importers, of 19*1
Elizabeth Street, the seizure by the po-
lice on Wednesday of old sherry wine
valued at $100,000 became known. The
wine, in 108 barrels, each containing 54
gallons, was seized by Sergeant Morris
Greenberg, of the Mercer Street sta¬
tion, on a search warrant issued by
Supreme Court Justice Joseph O'Mal-
léy.
Alongé was heliPin $500 bail by Mag¬

istrate Frothingham for examination
to-day.
Alongé Brothers occupies the first

three floors of the building in Eliza¬
beth Street. On September 21 there
¡was n fire on the fourth floor, and tire-
men covered the barrels belonging to
Alongé Brothers with tarpaulins.
Greenberg, who was on duty at the
fire, asked the firemen what they had
covered, and he said ne was told it
was olive oil. Upon investigation he
learned it was wine, and on» question¬
ing Alongé was told that the latter had
a Federal permit <o possess it. The.
permit wns not produced when Green¬
berg asked for it repeatedly, he said,
and as a result he made the seizure.

Prohibition Agents Izzy Einstein and
Moe Smith, disguised as cigar clerks
in n small store in Grand street, near
Forsyth Street, last night seized a
truckload of assorted wines after they
had bought and paid for ten cases of
it, they said.
According to the agents, they made

the purchase on information that wine
coulil be bought from the Hammonds-
port Products Company, Inc., 450
Fourth Avenue, by using a pass»«vord.
They said thut they telephoned to X.
Rosenhfuni, secretary of the Rabbinical
Bureau, lió East Twenty-eighth Street,
who is also said to be a salesman for
the Hammondsport company, and ar¬
ranged for tho purchase of the ten
cases of assorted wines.
Tho agents said that when the wine

was delivered last night they paid for
it with marked bills and then seized
the wine, the bills, the truck which had
made the delivery and an additional
twenty cases on the truck.
Summonses were given to the driver

of tho truck, William O'Connor. 416
West 17th Street;, "his helper, Ray
Monohan, 256 West Twenty-first Street,
and the alleged owner of the truck.
Frank Connelly, 20.°, West Twentieth
Street. The seized property was taken
to tho Knickerbocker Warehouse.
According to the agents, the Ham-

mondsport Products Company, Inc., is
a permit holder for manufacturing and
selling wine for sacramental purposes,.
with factories at Hammondsport, X. Y.
At prohibition headquarters last night
It was said that the company's coluioc-
tion with the seizure, would be investi¬
gated.

Lucille, Style Creator,
"Fired," Faces Penury

Lady Duff - Gordon, Modiste,
Ejected From Firm Which

She Herself Founded
Fronx The Tribune's European Bureau

LONDON, Oct. 12.- "I've been fired,"

said Lady Duff-Gordon to-day in ex¬

plaining her separation from the dress¬
making firm of "Lucille," which she
founded thirty years ago. "A few:
weeks ago I was dismissed summarily
and writs were served .upon me for
payment, of money I owe the firm. 1
have nothing whatever to live on."
Lady Duff-Gordon, who is the wife

of Sir Cosmo Duff-Gordon, started de¬
signing gowns in. London in 1892, when
her first husband left her penniless.
From a small workshop her business'
grew until it became one of the most
famous concerns in the world, with
branches in New York, Paris and Chi¬
cago. She traces the beginning of her
misfortune to the arrangement she
made in 1910 with Otto B. Sbuloff,of New York, for amalgamating the
"Lucille" firms with his millinery busi¬
ness. Under this arrangement she re-
ceived $25,000 a year and a percentageof the profits.

"I was an absolute fool," she said,"and it is nil my own fault. The profitsdidn't hold up. ft makes me laugh."Lady Duff-Gordon filed a petition inbankruptcy yesterday.
